Johnson due
at meeting

PUNTA DEL ESTE, Uruguay (AP)
—Latin-American chiefs Legan arriv-
ing for the hemisphere summit confer-
ence Monday under security arrange-
ments that turned this South American
sea resort into a virtual military fort-
ress. President Johnson is due today.

URUGUAYAN WARSHIPS patroled
offshore. Anti-aircraft batteries nestled
in strategic spots. Uruguayan soldiers
and police guarded a three-square-mile
security zone surrounding the chalet
where Johnson will stay on the ocean-
side. They patroled on foot, horscback
and in cars.

The conference, aimed at pumping
new life into the Alliance for Progress
and raising Latin American living
standards, opens Wednesday in the
gambling casino of the plush San Ra-
fael hotel.

Secretary of State Dean Rusk, who
arrived last week, and Latin Ameri-
can foreign ministers have been pre-
paring the agenda for the summit
meeting over the past few days.

DISCUSSIONS HAVE centered chief-
ly on increasing U.S. aid to Latin
America, a Latin-American common
market and the easing of restrictions
on the flow of Latin-American goods
into U.S. markets.

Latin Americans are asking the
United States to permit them to pur-
chase goods with U.S. aid money in
countries other than the United States.
One U.S. concession might be permis-
sion to use the money within a Latin-
American common market.

In one security measure, U.S. offi-
clals asked that a huge wrought iron
chandelier be removed from the ceil-
ing over the circular conference table
in the San Rafael Casino for fear that
it might fall. Local authorities reluc-
tantly complied.

A MARCH OF COMMUNIST youths
to “repudiate’” the summit conference
in general and President Johnson in
particular was continuing along its 70-
mile route from Montevideo to Punta
del Este. But 100 of the original 200
marchers have dropped out. The pace
was being set by a sturdy young girl
student striding along in a brightly col-
ored shirt and dark slacks. The march-
ers have covered about 50 miles.

He was preceded into Punta del Este
by Prime Minister Eric E. Williams of
Trinidad-Tobago, and Presidents Al-
fredo Stroessner of Paraguay, Jose
Joaquin Trejos Fernandez of Costa
Rica, Julio Cesar Mendez Montenegro
of Guatemala and Joaquin Balaguer of
the Dominican Republic.

THE OPENING SESSION Wednes-
day morning will be devoted to official
greetings of the government chiefs and
their delegations to President Oscar D.
Gestido of Uruguay, the host. This will
be followed by the first informal ses-
sion, lunch and a second informal ses-
sion in the afternoon.

The Texas Tech Board of Directors, meeting Saturday morn-
ing in a short but fast-moving session, voted to create a diversified
committe to study the name-change question and report back to

the board by the “latter part of

May.”

THE COMMITTEE, TO BE composed of representatives of
the student body, faculty, ex-students and board, is expected to be
announced either today or Wednesday by Board Chairman Roy
Furr. He said the committee would be composed of either five or

seven members.
In other action, the board approved

the offering of a contract to an ousted
government professor which could re-
move Tech from the American Asso-
ciation of University Professors
‘“blacklist”’ and approved the exterior
design concept for the $3 million initial
phase of the West Texas Museum.

The board also approved the design
of a flag selected in a student body
election Feb. 24 to become the ‘offi-
cial flag"” of the University.

lech board moves toward end AAUP ‘blacklist’

Tech's Board of Directors moved
Saturday toward removing itself from
the “blacklist’” of the American Asso-
ciation of University Professors by of-
fering a contract to one of three pro-
fessors ousted by the board almost ten
years ago.

THE CURRENT BOARD voted
unanimously to rehire Dr. Byron Ab-
ernethy as a full professor with tenure
in the department of government be-
ginning Sept. 1, subject to removal
from the list of censure.

Board member C. A. (Buzz) Cash
of Amarillo described the action as a
“bitter pill to swallow,” but moved
adoption of the measure “if this will
get the problem solved.”

Board member Herbert Allen of
Houston, who seconded the motion,
added that “if this ammunition will
serve to accomplish our purpose, let's
do it.”

DR. S. M. KENNEDY, vice presi-
dent for academic affairs, is expected

you ask for, but this is impossible,”
Blanchard teld Board members. “I
can’'t agree with the insatiable appetite
for funds shown by most schools and
departments in state government."

The senator predicted that Connal-
ly's tax proposals would ‘‘be very dif-
ficult to pass,” and mentioned spe-
cifically the proposed cent-per-gallon
gasoline tax increase and repeal of the
Colson-Briscoe Act, which appropriates
money for farm-to-market roads.

“AND WE'RE NOT GOING TO
pass a liquor-by-the-drink bill and tax
it for anyone,” he said. Blanchard
said the proposed increase in corpora-
tion franchise tax had the best chance
of passing in the legislature.

He predicted the legislature would
need ‘“‘one, two and possible three"
special sessions to pass a tax bill.

Blanchard also told Board members
“not to become alarmed because most
of the bills ‘are moving slowly." He
said the Senate had recommended the
proposed $1 million mesquite eradica-
tion program for Tech's School of Ag-
riculture be cut to $100,000.

THE SENATOR ALSO REFERRED
to his bill authorizing medical schools
in Houston and Lubbock and a dental
school in Dallas,

He said Baylor Universily is “up in
arms’’ concerning the dental school in
Dallas since it would compete with its
own dental school there.

The Associated Press in a story from
Austin said that extended Senate de-
bate postponed an expected controver-
sial committee hearing Monday on the
recommended establishment of a new
state medical school in Houston and a
new dental school in Dallas.

The board gave no reasons for re-
moval of the three and refused to
grant them public hearings. The board
was charged with being ‘‘politically
motivated” in the incident, since all
three were regarded as liberals and
the board at that time was predomi-
nately conservative in their political
views.

Abernethy had made the keynote ad-
dress at a gathering of liberal Demo-
crats several months before his oust-
er, and was active in the previous
state political campaign.

Galbraith cites policy —

no bombs, admit chinese

Cessation of bombing in Viet Nam
and possible admission of Red China
to the United Nations are needed
changes in American foreign policy
said Dr. Kenneth Galbraith, Harvard
economics professor, to an audience of
approximately 1,500 in Lubbock Mu-
nicipal Auditorium Saturday.

GALBRAITH, WHO WAS RECENT-
ly elected national chairman of the
Americans for Democratic Action and
is a former ambassador to India, was
eighth and last speaker in the Tech
University Speaker Series.

He based his belief in the need of a
cessation of bombing on the two facts
that Ho Chi Minh has indicated that
such a move might bring him to the
conference table, and that Secretary of
Defense Robert MecNamara has said
that the bombing has not accomplished
its purpose, that of stopping Commu-
nist infiltration into South Vietnam.

Galbraith also said that a country
under bombing attack develops a re-
sistance to that kind of warfare, be-
coming defiant and determined to re-
sist,

HE CALLED THE
bomb North Vietnam
blunder,'" and said that sooner or later
the United States would be forced to
accept a settlement that would leave
the Communists in control of a great
part of North Vietnam.

A revamp of American foreign poli-
cy in the East is also in order, Gal-
braith said, and added that such a re-
vision might include the admission of
Red China to the United Nations.

The crumbling of the Communist
mystique and, with if, the melting of
the Cold War are changes in the world

situation which American foreign poli-

cy has not been flexible enough to
=

accommodate, said Galbraith. He said
that it is a basie tendency of bureauc-
racy to maintain the status quo, and
that the foreign policy needed now is
quite different from that of the Cold
War.

CO-EXISTENCE IS THE CORE OI
the policy needed now, Galbraith said,
to deal with a “‘Communist bloc'' which
is now divided within itself by differ-
ences of opinion. The old idea of a
unified conspiracy has been destroyed
by recent strife between Russia and
China, and the old policy of implacable
hostility toward the Communist bloe
has been outmoded

“Stability in foreign policy is only

in a world which doesn't
change,” Galbraith said. ‘‘There is no
reason for continuing the present U.S.
policy except to maintain the status
quo.””

In referring to U.S. policy in Viet-
Galbraith said that country is
paying the price for the United States’
failure to adopt to reality.

“THE NATIONAL LIBERATION
Front (Viet Cong) represents a strong
similarity to the national thinking in
parts of Vietnam. We must bring our
Vietnam policy abreast of the current
situation.”

He said cessation of bombing should
last “‘six months or so’’—long enough
for the “‘sincerity” of the move to go
unquestioned. After that period, he
said, negotiations would have fo be re-
newed if negotions had not begun.

“It's difficult to argue that the ma-
jority of people in the United States
agree with the government's view,”
Galbraith said. ‘“There's always been
@ cerfain contempt in the state de-
partment for American public opin-
ion.”

DIRECTOR AL ALLISON OF Level-
land pointed out that Tech ‘“has not
had a flag during the university's exist-
ence.””

He said that, in his opinion, public
hearings on the question would be the
proper approach to the issue, but that
the ‘“‘committee will be free to take
whatever approach they feel is neces-
sary.'” He said he hoped the committee
would have its first meeting this week.

The museum complex, to be located
within a triangle bounded by Indiana
Avenu,e Brownfield Highway and
Fourth Street, will serve as the show=
case for Tech's International Center
for Arid and Semi-Arid Land Studies,
in addition to reflecting area history.

THE COMPLEX WILL INCLUDE A
central core unit, an agricultural-indus-
trial gallery, a planetarium, sculpture
court and art galleries. It will be fi-
nanced through both public and private
sources.

Also announced at the board meet-
ing was the appointment of Loyd M.
Lanotte, president and chief executive
officer of T.ILM.E. Motor Freight, Inc.,
to spearhead a $2 million fund-raising
campaign for the museum. Currently
serving as president of the Red Raider
Club and vice president of the Cham-
ber of Commerce, Lanotte will work
with Dr. D. M. Wiggins and Harris
F. Underwood, announced last week as
co-chairmen of the museum’s Develop-
ment Council.

Exterior exhibits will include a West
Texas ranch headquarters featuring
types of buildings used by early set-
tlers, a display of windmills from
around the world, nomad house types
and tracts featuring growing crops
typical to arid and semi-arid regions
of the world.

IN OTHER POINTS OF action, the
board:

® Approved a request to ask for
legislation to establish a 50-acre re-
search park for organizations such as
government agencies, industrial firms,
foundations and associations.

® Passed a resolution endorsing
pending state legislation to improve
faculty fringe benefits in Texas’ public.
collegs and universities.

aturday’s Board of Directors’ session was a pro-

ductive one, bringing to light two issues which

for the most part have been guarded in silence for

the past two years. We refer to the name-change

and the AAUP (American Association of Univer-
sity Professors) censorship.

* * *

The Board moved to appoint a joint commit-
tee to begin work on the name-change question,
indicating that it still hopes to recommend a
change to the legislature during this session. The
Board indicated it feels the appropriation bill is
now the most important one before the legislature
as far as Tech is concerned, so it could well wait
until after approval of that bill to present its
name-change recommendation.

A five-to-seven person coordinating commit-
tee composed of students, faculty, ex-students and
Board members is a good approach to the poten-
tially-hot issue, if it functions as is presently en-
visioned. Board members believe one centralized
committee will create much less friction than the
several committees that appeared two years ago,
and that its members can work harmoniously to-
gether. We hope this is true, and that it is not an
overly-idealistic approach.

* * *

The Board also unanimously approved the
proferring of a contract to Dr. Byron Abernethy,
one of three professors fired by the Board amid
charges of “political motivations” nearly 10 years
ago. One Board member described the action as a
“bitter pill to swallow,” but that it was “neces-
sary.” This attitude is markedly different from
that of the Board in past years, and is to be com-
mended. The action should go a long way,and
possibly even could be the final move, toward re-
moval of the censorship.

* * *

We hope the Board and administration will
continue to make known its progress in both mat-
ters, and especially that the activities of the name-
change committee will be open to the public.
Meanwhile, a complimentary word is in order for
Saturday’s session.

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Um'versity to establish

campus research park

The Tech Board of Direc-
tors Saturday approved a
recommendation by President

Grover E. Murray which
would establish a research
park at the university.

The request will now be
presented to the Texas Legis-
lature, which must authorize
the use of university property
for the project. Tentative
plans call for a 150-acre plot
north of 4th Street and west
of Quaker Avenue, adjacent to

Loop 289.

MURRAY DESCRIBED a
research park a ‘“‘gather-
ing of research facilities of
other separate organizations
such as firms, government

agencies, foundations and as-
Sociations.”

The benefits of the research
park to the university and re-
search unit are countless.

A research employe would
be attracted to the facilities

of the university research
park and to those of the uni-
versity, such as libraries,

computers, and academic at-
mosphere.
THE RESEARCH employe

would also have the opportuni-
ty to associate with university
laculty. Also, the university
could provide adjunct profes-

sorships for research employ- '

es and thereby gain the serv-
ices of noted specialists,

Through the rsearch park,
the university would receive
many opportunities for part-
time employment of graduate
students

Murray said Tech ‘“‘already
has the most costly ingredient
of a research park, the land.”

THE LAND would be divid-
ed into lots and leased to the
research organization. Tech
would retain the right of final
approval of landscaping and
building architecture.

The research organization
would have the responsibility
of building the structures, re-
cruiting personnel, and pro-
viding the equipment, funds,
and research projects

Murray specified that the
park would be limited to re-
search work, barring manu-
facturing, social, political, re-
ligious, and fraternal uses.
