Aggies Conduct 
Alfalfa Tests 

An experiment attempting to 
solve the problems found by South 
Plains stockmen in using alfalfa 
for grazing is being conducted on 
Tech farm by W. L. Stange!, head 
of the department of animal hus-
bandry. and E. L. Mader, assistant 
professor of agronomy. The two 
main objectives of the experiments 
are to discover if alfalfa can be 
grazed safely, and to find the ere 
parity for it in this region. 

Data collected in this test will L. 
the first found as to conditions 0.1 , , 

results of alfalfa grazing-on 
plains. According to the supervi-
sors, several reports have been 
made by canons stockmen in this 
area, but no definite proof of re-
sults has been found. Cattlemen 
are faced with the problem of over-
coming death due to bloat, as well 
as attempting to keep a satisfac-
tory stand under heavy grazing. 

Five yearling heifers are being 
grazed on four acres which is di-
vided into one-hlaf acre plots. A 
rotation test will be carried out. 
Contained in plot I is a grazing 
mixture of alfalfa and biome grass, 
a remedy found for bloat, in plot 
II are alfalfa, biome grass and 
sweet clover. 

Later in the summer. Stengel 
says, they plan to graze attain 
with a mixture of grasses, includ-
ing crested wheat, orchard, meadow 
fescue, and perennial rye grass. In 
plot IV will be a mixture of Ber-
muda grass and various legumes. 
Thus far, no signs of bloat have 
been found, and all phases of feed-
ing are progressing surrs"urtoeily, 
according to Stanger

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A new course of instruction. to 
be called Cigarette Rolling 131, will 
be open to all students of Texas 
Tech beginning very soon. it was 
annunced this week. This new 
edition to the Tech curriculum will 
be open to all Techsans regardless 
of age or sex.

Improper Food 
Sighted As Cause 
Of Student Inertia 

Do you hate to get up for that 8 
o'clock class? Well, so do most 
people. But the coed who continu-
ally feels tired and run down and 
has little or no energy may owe 
her trouble to being anemic. 

There is nothing ill-fated or dras-
tic about nutritional anemia. It is 
no condition to cause an overflow 
to the downtown doctor's office 
nor to write a frantic letter home 
about. It is a problem each girl can 
combat alone. 

Anemia belongs to a group of 
ailments caused by a deficiency of 
some substance or substances. In 
this c it is probably an iron de- 
ficiency.

ase 
  The typical American 

dietary does not contain such a 
large surplus of iron as would jus- 
tify leaving the iron supply to 
chance. 

The following foods are excellent 
sources of iron, and some of them 
should be included in each day's 
food supply. They are liver, lean 
beef, eggs, especially egg yolks, 
spinach and turnip greens, as welt 
as other greens, and dried apricots. 
Other good sources are dried beans, 
oatmeal, and similar cereals, rai- 
sins and prunes. 

Perhaps you are surprised that 
milk has not been included either 
as a excellent or good source of 
iron. n Analyses of cow's milk show 
an average of about 0.0002 per cent 
in the fresh milk. About seven and 
one-half cups yield one-third of the 
day's needs. Not much iron we 
agree. 

Iron requirements for women 
have been found to be greater than 
those for men. And, though there 
is no real need to distort the die-
tary pattern to get iron-rich foods, 
it is not advisable to pass them up 
at meal time. Any coed can get a 
couple of the above named foods 
without considering herself on a 
rigid diet. They will prevent bor- 
derline cases which may lead to 
more pronounced anemia. 

So here's to the health of the 
Tech coed and success in her con-
quest of anemia. Remember that 
iron helps make hemoglobin, hemo-
globin makes rich, red blood, and 
red blood makes the bloom of 
health on the cheek of beauty.

By attendin._ 
this and subsequent sessions, students were able to complen 
degrees in a period of three years. Since the war's beginning 
an accelerated program has been in effect whereby students mat 
complete their degrees in two years and eight months. This type 
of program has been especially beneficial to young men of 16 and 
17 who can acquire from one to two years of college training be-
fore being called to the armed forces. 

Summer is an excellent time for freshmen to begin their col-
lege careers. "Breaking the ice" and getting acquainted has 
scared many a freshman away from college almost altogether. 
During the summer session this is made much easier. Also fresh-
men have a chance to get acquainted with the various campus 
organizations for which they are eligible and to decide which 
ones they want to belong to in the fall. 

Summer school is a lot of fun despite the fact that stidents 
are expected to attend classes regularly. Each Thursday night 
movies are held on the campus.

During the first six weeks summer band school is offered.

D ECENT student elections indicate a decided increase of in-
it., terest in school administrative offices on the part of the stu-
dent body. The returns, showing that approximately 50 per cent 
of the students cart votes at the polls for election of Student 
council and Association of Women student officers, evidence a 36 
per cent improvement over the number of votes recorded at the 
last student polls for publications offices in February. The fact 
that a greater number of students voted is largely attributed to 
the work of Alpha Phi Omega in its campaign to get students 
to vote.
