Against Rice Five

Tech took a step in the right
direction Tuesday night in its
71-64 victory over Rice, and lead-
ing all scorers was a versatile
Raider athlete, Gene Arrington.

Colored Lighting Gives

Campus a Brighter Look

Tech students returned from the
Christmas holidays to find their
usually dreary winter campus
transformed into a wonderland of
light and color.

Over 5,000 red, yellow, and white
lights outlining the Administra-
tion, Chemistry, and Science
Bldgs. and the Library made the
campus holiday attraction.

THE DECORATIONS — includ-
ing materials and labor for the
installation — were provided by
Harold Hinn, a member of ‘Tech's
Board of Directors and Building
Committee.

Hinn, president of Harvest
Queen Mills in Plainview, got his
idea from a shopping center in
Kansas City. Every year the cen-
ter, four blocks square, is outlined
with lights. Hinn thought this
would look good at Tech, so he
did something about it.

STARTING on Dec. 16, from
four to six laborers climbed, ar-
ranged, and fastened lights until
the 20th to complete the Science-
Library triumvirate, according to
Nolan E. Barrick, supervising
architect for Tech and head of
the department of architecture
and allied arts.

“These three buildings looked so
pretty that Hinn decided to do the
Administration Bldg. too,” Bar-
rick said. This undertaking took
two more days, the Tuesday and
Wednesday just before Christmas.

The 5000 lights were placed
18 in. apart on 15,000 ft. of double-
strand wire.

“This exhausted the supply of
lights and sockets in Lubbock and
Dallas,” Barrick said.
