Clinic Opens 

Miss Ruth Pirtle, supervisor of 
the Tech Speech Clinic, announces 
its opening Thursday, October 17, 
from 4 to 5 o'clock in room 306 of 
the Administration building. Any-
one in West Texas interested in 
the correction of faulty speech is 
asked to be present. 

Tech's free clinic for defective 
speech correction has been con-
ducted one afternoon a week since 
Its establishment by Miss Pirtle, 
head of the speech department, In 
1931. Since that time, the clinic 
has cooperated with locad physi-
cians and teachers as an organiza-
tion but is independent at present. 
Miss Pirtle Is credited with having 
founded the first and only tree 
speech clinic, there being but one 
other in the state at that time at 
the University of Texas. 

Listed in the case records as 
having completed treatment, a re 
persons ranging in age from 4 to 
29 years. Most prevalent speech 
defects, disorders and deficiencies 
among these patients are: stutter-
ing, lisping, nasality, articulatory, 
inadequacies, cleft palates and hus-
kiness.

Teacher Placing 
Service Secures 
Many Positions 

Demand Greatest For 
Coaches, Applicants 
With Musical Training 

Tech's teacher placement service 
has secured positions for 146 teach-
ers between January 1 and August 
28 of this year, Dr. D. D. Jackson, 
director, announced in a report 
made to the director of research of 
the Tex. State Teacher's associa-
tion who is conducting a state-wide 
study on teacher supply and de- 
mand. 

Band directors, public school 
music teachers, and grade teach- 
most with musical training were 

most in demand and there was the 
smallest supply available. Athletic 
coaches were also In demand. 

Teachers with the ability to 
teach more than one subject and 
those able to direct extra-curricular 
activities were easily placed. The 
usual extra-curricular demand is 
for playground coaching, directing 
clubs, or playing some type of mu- 
sical instrument. 

In the field of languages, there 
were no calls for Latin or German 
teachers and only two for French. 
Eighteen Spanish teachers were re-
quested. High school Ennglish was 
the only subject having an over-
supply of applicants. 

Other trends in the field reveal 
that marriage is an ever-increasing 
handicap in securing teacher em-
ployment. 

Advanced age likewise is a handi-
cap Few new placements can be 
secured if the applicant is more 
than 50 years old. Demand for 
men teachers in the elementary 
grades Is growing. 

Of one hundred representative 
calls received there were 16 for 
grade teachers and the same num-
bere-for Engliali; primary, 151; hernst 
10: commercial work, eight: 
science, six; physical education. 
five; music, six; Spanish, four; art, 
two; industrial education and 
principalship, one each. 

Most of the candidates were 
placed In north and west Texas. Six 
were placed in New Mexico, one in 
Arizona andone in California. 
Two thousand persons have en-
rolled in the service since it was 
founnded at the opening of the col-
lege annd 1.500 of them have been 
placed. 

Each applicant leaves a photo-
graph and confidential information 
on his qualifications when he en-
rolls. This information is classified 
in terms of what the applicant is 
prepared to teach and the infor-
mation is submitted to all schools 
requesting teachers. supervisors 
and administrators.

When Mr. Baldwin campaigned 
for reelection as state representa-
tive during the period when a ma-
jor college for West Texas w a s 
being considered, his platform in-
cluded and pledged full support of 
"a full-fledged, fully equlped A&M 
college."

The area of West Texas 
comprises most of the state and it 
it being settled more rapidly than 
an yother section. She has paid 
and is now paying more than her 
share in taxes and is greatly in 
need of a state institution. She  

has been denied her due." 

"It I am re-elected." he stated 
further, "I propose to introduce a 
bill providing for the establish-
ment in West Texas of a first class 
A&M college. I hope that it will 
be located on the plains, but I will 
not vote against it for that reason." 

Upon being re-elected, Mr. Bald-
win immediately prepared a bill. 
He attended meetings of the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce and 
was present at the Fort W ort 
"Harmony Meeting" on January 
12, 1923, where 200 representatives 
from West Texas met in the inter-
est of the contemplated proposed 
legislation. At that meeting Rep-
resentative Baldwin said, " It is 
now that we must put on a united 
front. We must not consider where 
the college should be located. Let 

- as cross the location bridge when 
we come to it." 

Shortly after this meeting, on 
January 15, 1923, Mr. Baldwin in-
troduced bill 103 In the senate, and 
January 17, Representative Chit-
wood introduced bill 155 in t h e 
house. Later House Bill 261 w a s 
introduced by Carpenter and Irvin 
of Dallas county. The bill finally 
passed, creating Tex. Technologi-
cal college, representing a com-
promise of various provisions of 
these bills. 

Representative Baldwin fought 
unceasingly for a college in West 
Texas. He played a vital part in 
the creation and establishment of 
this college.

Dirty Dishes 
FOUR 	red thousand dollars pour into the coffers of Lub- 

bock landlords each year from students of Texas Tech. Many 
men and women whb keep these young people in their homes 
are genuinely happy to do so, not only for the income brought 
them, but for the companionship they bring. 

Some, however, seen to feel that it is not only a favor they 
do students in allowing them to stay, but a considerable minority 
adopt the idea that the boy or girl in their homes is without the 
right to anything other than a place to sleep and three more or 
less square meals a day. 

The instance in mind is the report received a few days ago 
in which a young man was most bitter regarding conditions of 
sanitation at the boarding house where he made his home. 

All persons handling food in these establishments are re-
quired by law to submit to examination for contagious disease, 
but it would seem to us—after checking on his story—that there 
is no way of requiring the head of such a place to see that sani-
tation extends to cooking. 

In the house in question there is no possible doubt about 
the fact that food was served from a kitchen which would curl 
the hair of the average individual—from sheer disgust. Pans, 
kettles, and even dishes were decidedly in need of a dose of soap 
and hot water—and some utensils used were not fit for carry-
ing slop to the average dog. 

No remedy other than closer inspection of boarding houses 
by members of the college administration responsible for safety 
of students—or boycott of such places by the young and women 
who pay for good food and lodgings—seems to us to be practical. 

The majority of boarding houses within the City of Lub-
bock we do not censure—but this minority which exists. and 
will continue to do so unless steps are taken. we deplore—and 
abhor. •
