At Dallas Show 

THE dairy cattle judging team 
 leaves tomorrow for Dallas 

where they will compete with 22 
teams from different sections of 
the United States In the National 
Dairy show contest Monday. Tech 
has been Invited to enter the meet 
for the first time in history since 
the rules committee agreed to al-
low colleges offering full degree 
work In agriculture judge in the 
meet. Heretofore only land grant 
colleges have been privileged to 
compete in the largest dairy show 
meet in the world. 

Casey Fine, instructor in animal 
husbandry and coach of the team, 
is taking R. C. Mitchell, Lockney; 
Raymond King, Floydada; W. B. 
McAlister, Weatherford, all senior 
agriculture students, and possibly 
one junior student as an alternate, 
to the downstate meet. 

Offer Trophies 

Fine states that a committee of 
coaches will judge each of the five 
breeds of dairy cattle to be exhibit-
ed. Heretofore only one judge has 
worked its this capacity. Ayrshires, 
Brown Swiss, Guernseys, Jerseys. 
and Holsteins are to be graded by 
the different teams. 

The boys will work individually 
and submit their chart to the com-
mittee. They will then appear be-
fore the group of coaches assigned 
to the different breeds and defend 
their charts made in judging. Each 
breed association usually offers a 
trophy to the team making the 
highest score on their class, Fine 
said. 

Heard Is Queen 
Trophies are to be awarded to 

the high point team as well as to 
the individual who has the best 
scale timing We. meet, he added. 

"We will be lucky to place in 
the Flight ten because of lack of 
dairy cattle to Judge and time for 
preparation," Fine stated. 

Lillian Heard, junior arts and sci-
ences student from San Angelo, has 
been named by Governor James 
V. Allred to rule as Texas queen at 
the National Dairy show. This is 
the second time in history that the 
exhibition has been held below the 
Mason and Dixon line.

by Wichita university on a 
muddy gridiron. The Texans, 
humbled for the first time this 
season by the Shockers arrive 
in the Hub City at ten o'clock 
tonight, 

WICHITA, Kansas, October 9 
(Special) —A highly touted band 
of Texas Tech grid warriors found 
a sea of mud difficult to navigate 
tonight and as a result saw their 
hopes for an undefeated season 
shattered by an inspired Wichita 
university that won a 6-0 decision 
over them. 

Rated as one of the strongest 
teams below the Mason and Dixon 
line, the mud-bound Red Raiders 
saw their plays stopped without suc-
cess. The clicking pass attack, 
bringing much yardage for the 
Plainsmen before, was a decided 
:allure as the Invaders attempted 
aerial thrust after aerial thrust In 
an effort to show that they were at 
least the predicted four touchdown 
better ball club. 

Brill Muffs Pa ns 
But the slippery underfooting 

hindered the victors also. Along 
with a dropped intercepted pass, 
the wet ground kept the Kansans 
from counting two more touch-
downs. Harold Brill, who boasted 
that he wouldscore two touch- 
downs during the skirmish, cleared 
the line and backfield In the sea 
and period and was off for pay dirt 
when he slipped and fell on the 
Tech 11 yard stripe. In the closing 
quarter. the snake-hipped half in-
tercepted a pass in clear field but 
muffed his chance on the visitor's 
20-yard line. 

A lateral play sent Tromer Smith, 
running mate to Brill, around left 
end for 28 yards to the Tech 8 In 
the third period. A 5-yard penalty 
for successive times out placed the 
oval on the 3 yard stripe. Fullback 
Ward rammed over from here for 
the lone touch of the game.

If their plans materialize, and 
we feel confident that they will, there is 
to be an enterprising body on the campus 
soon to make alumni, students and others 
Tech-minded; the result being a higher 
position for Tech among the colleges and 
universities of the country

Again With Crowded Conditions 

STUDENTS and faculty members who 
drive cars to the campus have been 

warned often in the past against the prac-
tice of double-parking in front of the Ad-
ministration building. Signs have been 
placed along the drive with this request 
printed on them. But the discourteous, 
and often dangerous, practice continues on 
the campus thoroughfare.
