Tech is the only college to win both the Na-
tional and International competitions five times
consecutively. Last year the team set all time
team records in total scoring. Ayers stated that
he is looking forward to a good showing by the
Tech team again this year.

Crop-judging competition involves identifica-
tion of crop plants and seeds and diseases com-
monly found on them. Knowledge of both common
and Latin names is required. Also, team members
must be able to grade commercial grains by the
same standards as used by federal inspectors. An-
other phase of the contest is seed analysis in a
modified form of that done by state and feed ana-
lysts.

“All contest work is based on sound agronomic
information actually used in commercial practice,”
Ayers said.

During the past nine years, Tech teams and
individuals have set 22 of the 24 possible “all
time"” records in various phases of the National
and International contests. This year's team mem-
bers will be working almost every afternoon un-
til the contest to be well prepared for the com-
petition.

Salinger’s Novel

J. D. Salinger's best-selling novel, ‘‘Catcher
in the Rye,” is back on the shelves of the College
Bookstore after being removed Thursday after-
noon for “discussion and study” by Tech academic
officials.

According to Academic Vice President William
Pearce, the study was initiated after he had been
approached by a group of “alarmed” parents and
Tech Exes who found “certain words in the novel
repugnant.”

After a meeting conducted Monday afternoon,
Dr. Pearce announced to the Toreador that the
novel was “being returned to the Bookstore for
sale.”

The parents approached Dr. Pearce about the
book after a student reportedly complained that
he was being “required” to read Salinger's novel

The editoria! in Saturday's Toreador brought to mind
many questions encountered last basketball season in the Cou ‘
cil office, most of them being concerned with the availabilit
of student seating in the Coliseum. I anticipate that the qu
tions will increase this year in direct proportion with the high
enrollment.

Before the end of the last Spring semester, I talked w
Jimmy Wilson, former business manager of athletics at Ti
on this particular situation. Having been made awaré of
problem, by one means or another, Jimmy had already s
working along several lines to remedy the hardship.

Proposals that we discussed were :

1. Use the area at the North end of the Coliseum, that
unused at present, for seating additional spectators.

2. Constructing temporary bleachers at the South end of
Coliseum floor to extend the seating capacity, and also all
those seated a better view of the game.

3. Selling no more General Admission tickets for the
bleachers downstairs, but use these for student seating, gi
us approximately 1000-1500 more places.

Since our conversation, Jimmy has left the post of busin
manager; but his proposals were made after a great amount
study and exploration. Jimmy probably had more through know=
ledge of the seating problem than anyone else, since he was
most closely connected with it. i

I am not positive as to what extent the Athletic Department
has acted upon these ideas, but I certainly hope that they have
not been passed by without heavy ination and ideration,

Questions also arise each year on the legality of “seat saving"
practiced at ball games. Very few organizations are given either
blank or special permissi by the Athletic Department to
save sections. Those that come to my mind are the Saddle
Tramps, “Double-T" Association and ROTC units—I am not
sure of the exact arrangement with the latter. This is not as "
big-a problem during the basketball games as it is during foot-
ball season; but the “seat-saving” has almost resulled in fights
between parties of the student body.

Fortunately, one side of such an argument usually outweighs
the other sufficiently to control the situation without coming to
blows; nevertheless, there is no foundation for seat saving, and
the rule “first come—first serve” applies here as at all of Tech's
athletic events.

Congratulations to the Freshman Council, which hgs shown
a heartening interest and desire in completing most of the
necessary and mechanical work of the organization during the
first half-semester of school.

The serious minded officers and energetic representatives,
have succeeded in forming an organization upon which the Stu-
dent Council and student body can depend.

Saxton Increases Rushing Leadership

Tech Team Praises
- Big Boston Linemen

“T'll tell you one thing. They're
the biggest team I ever played
against!”

Quarterback Johnny Lovelace
said this of Boston College’s Eag-
les following Tech's 14-8 victory
Saturday, but he wasn't by him-
self. The Red Raider line was out-
weighed by Boston by more than
25 lbs. per man Saturday after-
noon, and all of the Raiders prais-
ed the opposing Eagle linemen as
giving Tech a good battle.

Pat Holmes, an outstanding play-
er for Tech in the game, didn't
think Boston was the same caliber
team as other opponents this year,
but he praised the line.

“I thought we were going to
give it back to them for awhile,
but I'll take a win any way we
can get it. It seems like their line-
men got tougher the longer the
game went. I don’t know if we
just got tired or they got rougher.”

“They were bigger than any of
the other teams we've played, ex-
cept that they didn't seem as tall.”

Holmes thought Boston's best
player was George Van Cott, sen-
jor quarterback for the Eagles.
“He was supposed to be the most
dangerous they had,” Holmes con-
tinued, “and he lived up to his
billing as far as I am concerned.”

Nathan (Sonny) Armstrong was
impressed with the Boston team as
a whole, but singled out fullback
Harry Crump as the player who
impressed him most.

“They were pretty good,” Arm-
strong said, “but we were up. That
Crump was good, and they all
seemed to hit hard and keep after
us. They never quit.”

“T thought their line was real
tough,” David Rankin offered. “I
never saw anybody so big, but I
thought our line whipped them.
They had a big, tough line. That
No. 63 (Don Gautreau, senior
guard) was awfully good in their
line.”

Lovelace compared the Eagles
to the TCU team that lost to
Tech, 10-0 earlier in the year in
Lubbock.

“They're about the same-type
ball club. They were so big, they
didn't have to hit hard. We
thought before the game that we
could get our offense rolling, but
we didn’t know if we could stop

Three years later, he resigned
from the United Nations and, to-
gether with a fellow Palestine
Arab refugee, established the Pal-
estine Arab Refugee Office. He al-
so served as Adviser to the Per-
manent Mission of Iraq to the
UN on “Palestine Refugee Af-
fairs."”

Hadawi came to Dallas in 1960
and established the Arab Informa-
tion Center for the Southwest.
