TECH directors appointed two 
A new members to the college 
administrative council, upon rec-
ommendation of Dr. Bradford 
Knapp, at a meeting in the pres-
ident's office Tuesday morning. 

Dr. Robert C. Goodwin was ap-
pointed dean of the graduate di-
vision and director of scientific 
research. Dr. Goodwin has a mas-
ter  of science degree from the Un-
iversity of Texas and holds a doc-
torate from Harvard university. 
He is a native Texan and has 
served as head professor of chem-
istry since 1930. 

Continue To Teach 
The board appointed Dr. W. C. 

Holden. dean and director of his-
torical, anthropological, and social 
science research and curator of 
the West Texas museum. Dr. Hol-
den, also a native Texan, holds his 
bachelor of arts, master of arts 
and doctor's degrees from the Uni-
versity of Texas. He has been af-
filiated with Texas Tech since 1929 
and head of the department of 
history since 1938. 

Both deans will also continue in 
their present position as head pro-
fessors of their respective depart-
ments.

To Rotarians 

New Dean Lectures On 
Value And Purposes Of 

West Texas Museum 
Speaking to Lubbock Rotary club 

Wednesday, Dr. W. C. Holden, new-
ly appointed dean of archaeological 
and historical research, pointed out 
the value and purpose of the West 
Texas museum, and gave a brief 
outline of its working plans for the 
future year. 

"Doubic purp.c-of the museum." 
he said, "is to display exhibits per 
taining to the past life of this reg-
ion and to show the nature of in-
dustrial development, with a lean. 
Mg toward the future progress of 
the area" 

Gives TWO Functions 

The two functions of museum ex-
hibits, he continued, are to exhibit 
to the public in display cases ma-
terials which are of a cultural and 
industrial nature, and to carry on 
research pertaining to the interpre-
tation and dissemination of data 
and stimulation toward creation of 
other interpretative items. 

"In other words," Dr. Holden ex-
plains, "the museum should be a 
laboratory, as well as a storehouse 
for articles which people have 

In expressing expectation of a 
further development of coordina-
tion between research scientists 
and the West Texas museum, Hold-
en pointed out that we have much 
splendid research talent on the 
campus whose services are being 
utilized.

Textiles Plan 
Part In Show 

Visitors Will Observe All 
Processes In Making 

Cloth Material 
Carding, testing, weaving, spin- 

ning, and dyeing processes may be 
observed among the textile engi- 
neering students during the corn- 
ing engineer's show April 8 and 9. 

Cotton will go through a carding 
to a spinning machine, to the 
spoolers, then will be slashed or 
treated with starch to facilitate 
weaving. The yarn will be wound 
on a beam and drawn into a har- 
ness and woven on looms. Yarns 
will be tested for size, strength, 
and uniformity. The dye labora- 
tory, fully equipped, will operate 
for the benefit of the spectators. 

Weave Souvenirs 
The 600-hook jacquered loom will 

be weaving 1938 engineering show 
souvenirs, said Dwight Epperson, 
textile depar t me n t superinten-
dent. 

A recent addition to the depart-
ment, a 100-hook jacquered head 
which has been mounted on a ter-
ry towel loom, will be weaving 
towels with "Texas Tech" In black 
and red letters down the center. 

Display Ties 
A new woolen suiting material 

is to be woven for the benefit of 
spectators by the hand loom de-
partment, and woolen material 
for Techshire handwoven ties will 
be made. Part of the ties will be 
on display and for sale during the 
show. 

In the knitting department a 
warp flat knitter a nd several cir-
cular tubing knitters will be in 
operation. The unique and inter-
esting machine known as a braid-
er will also be run by this part of 
the textile department. 

Spinning and Dyes 
Ring spinning frames, twisters, 

spoolers, bobbin winders, and cone 
winders are being set in order by 
the spinning department, while the 
card department is planning to 
show the processes of cleaning and 
preparing from the baled cotton. 
The dye department will have dis-
plays and demonstrate the most 
recent methods of dyeing and fin-
ishing. 

Various kinds of cotton and 
standards for grade staple and 
preparation will be on display In 
the cotton classing room of the 
Textile building.

One problem that is becoming more and 
more pressing is the claim of Texas Tech 
for admittance into the Southwest Confer- 
ence. At the last meeting of the officials of 
the Conference this problem wasn't even 
discussed. One wonders why. 

The specific objections are that Tech is 
too far from the rest of the schools, that it 
hasn't a large enough population area to 
justify, financially, the long trip by other 
schools, that it doesn't play the class of 
football required by the Southwest Con- 
ference teams, and finally that there are 
enough teams in the loop now; more teams 
would make it hard for all members to 
play all the others. 

A few mileage figures as to the dis- 
tances between the various conference 
schools might prove interesting. Fayette- 
ville, Arkansas, home of the University of 
Arkansas, is 429 miles from Waco, 456 
miles from Houston, 513 Miles from Aus- 
tin, and 384 miles from Dallas. Lubbock, 
home of Texas Tech, is 362 miles from 
Waco, 561 miles from Houston, 501 miles 
from Austin, and 341 miles from Dallas. 
So, in regard to distance, Lubbock has a 
few miles advantage over Little Rock. 

As for population, Lubbock lags far 
behind Little Rock, having 20,000 in com- 
parison to 80,000. But the population of 
Bryan and College Station combined is 
not over 12,000. And there is one factor 
that almost equalizes the difference in 
population between the two cities: the 
Panhandle people are about the most rab- 
id football fans to be found anywhere out- 
side of A and M College. For example, 
the torrid rivalries between the Amarillo 
Sandies and the other schools in the high 
school districts makes every game they 
play a classic. Crowds of 20,000 are not 
unusual for an Amarillo game involving 
the Sandies. And Lubbock isn't far from 
Amarillo. 

Thus there are several draw-backs to 
the admittance of Texas Tech to the South- 
west Conference, but quality of playing 
isn't one of them. Tech's team was con- 
sistently along with the conference teams 
in Williamson's ratings last season, and 
there is little doubt but that it could give 
stiff battle to the winner of the pennant 
any year. 

Finally, Texas Technological College is 
the third largest college 'in Texas, with an 
enrollment this year close to 3500 students. 
Baylor, T. C. U., S. M. U., and Rice are all 
below this figure. Without doubt, at their 
present rate of growth, the school will 
soon be equal to A and M, or at least equal 
to the present enrollment here. And— 
Tech is a home-state school, one that every 
Texan should be proud to point out. 

The best solution seems to be this: 
allow Arkansas to hunt a new berth in 
the conferences nearer to the school in loc- 
cation, background, and interests. and 
bring Tech into the Southwest Conference, 
where it belongs.—The Battalion

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Will The Blood Of'Our Citizenry Be 
On Our Hands Through Hazards? 

nN TUESDAY afternoon of this week 
a large number of students. faculty 

members and others gathered on the cam- 
pus to pay homage to the fullfillment of 
one of the college's fondest dreams, that of 
laying the cornerstone for the new $275,- 
000 library building under construction 
north of the Chemistry building. 

Hearts filled with gladness and minds 
with visions of this building and others 
like it replacing the battered and crumb- 
ling shell structures now housing class- 
rooms upon the campus, developing a col- 
lege still in its infancy into adolescence 
and then into a powerful adult institution, 
this gallery demonstrated the true pioneer 
spirit by standing in the rain to witness 
the solemn ceremony. 

These spectators suffered this discom- 
fort without a word of complaint. not be- 
cause of the diversion from regular routine 
of living but through devotion for the in- 
stitution and state which they are privileg- 
ed to call their own and which makes 
possible their transgression from ignor- 
ance to the development of intellect. Their 
hearts and souls are with Tech and they 
are ever ready to defend its name. 

The question arises. WHAT DOES 
THE COLLEGE OWE THIS FAITHFUL 
GROUP OF STUDENTS OTHER THAN 
AN EDUCATION? 

A student walked into the east rotunda 
of the Administration building the other 
day. Upon going up nhe stairway to the 
second floor he happened to lean upon the 
heavy concrete bannister between the two 
mid-floor landings only to jump back in 
horror when he felt the massive concrete 
slab give under the slight pressure made 
by his balanced weight. Upon closer in- 
vestigation he found that the bannister 
had cracked and pulled loose from the up- 
rights at each end and was held in place 
only by a short three-quarter inch iron 
rod. 

This particular stairway is a popular 
gathering place for students before and 
between classes and sometimes becomes 
extremely crowded at which time students 
line the railing and sometimes lean over 
it when asking questions of the Toreador 
distributor at the desk below. 

The iron rod is wearing away the con- 
crete at each end giving leaverage for the 
rod to bend if enough weight was placed 
on it. 

This is without a doubt a hazard of 
tragedy with almost sure death envolved 
for unfortunates who may be leaning 
against it when it gives away. 

There are other concrete bannisters in 
that building and in other campus build- 
ings in almost similar condition. 

Over the belfry at the eastern extre- 
mity of the Administration building there 
is a heavy spear shaped knob. The ele- 
ments have worn away the bottom part of 
this heavy knob leaving the top part also 
held in place by an iron rod. It might also 
fall with the possibility of crushing the 
skull of some person standing in front of 
the eastern entrance. 

We have summarized some of the most 
pressing death hazards on our peaceful 
campus. One of the minor hazards is re- 
ported by a student who reports nearly 
falling into the tunnel through an open 
manhole M the sidewalk near the Museum 
recently on a night when it was too dark 
for him to see where he was walking. 

The last mentioned hazard was only 
carlessness on the part of some workman 
in leaving the manhole uncovered and 
would not necessarily result in death but 
chances are that it would cause painful 
if not serious injury to any person step- 
ping into the pitfall.

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Seed Lab Gets 
New Machines 

Equipment For Testing 
Planting Seed Receivea ; 

Many Samples Ready 
Final equipment has been receiv-

ed for the State Seed Testing lab-
oratory located in the agricultural 
building, according to Supervisor 
Early Peltier. About 360 samples 
from all over the Panhandle section 
are now in the process of being 
tested for purity and germination. 

Tests are furnished free to farm-
ers desiring them and state law 
now requires that all planting seed 
sold be labeled with a state label 
attesting their fitness, Peltier said. 

Seeds are first cleaned then plac-
ed in the perfect atmosphere for 
germination. Proportion of seed 
germinating is recorded, each grow-
er being required to furnish rec-
ord of tests before he receives the 
tag allowing him to sell the seed 
for planting.
