Each of these girls was selected 
according to certain standards that 
would insure uniformity of the 
chorus line and make the most of 
the reputation that he was build-
ing. From many chorus lines that 
Ziegfield trained came the stars of 
today's movies and stage. 

In 1936, Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer 
paid its first tribute to the genius 
of the stage with the presentation 
of "The Great Ziegfield," until that 
time one of the longest pictures 
ever released. It ran nearly three 
hours over twelve reels of cellu-
loid. William Powell portrayed 
Ziegfield. Luise Rainer, then 
new to the  American screen, 
appeared as Anna Held, the 
French importation who insisted 
on taking baths in milk. Fannie 
Brice, Billie Burke, who became 
Ziegfieid's wife and a number of 
others appeared as themselves. 
Prices reached some sort of high 
for "The Great Ziegfield."

Typical Techsan 
Has Access To 
Car, Tpyewriter

Are you normal; that is are you 
a normal student? 

If you are. you come from a 
town of less than 3000 population, 
live within a 200 mile radius of 
Lubbock, have access to a type-
writer and automobile, and come to 

Tech because it was near home or 
because you could get the type of 
courses you wanted here better 
than elsewhere. 

These facts are given by Dr. J. 0. 
Ellsworth head of the business ad-
ministration and economics de-
partment ina paper entitled 
"Some Business Aspects of Texas 
Technological College Students". 
The paper was presented at the 
social science section meeting of 
the American Association for the 
Advancement of Science which 
had its twenty-first annual meet-
ing. The association met on Tech 
0210005. 

A business administration class 
last fall conducted a survey, ques-
tioning 503 students at random 
from the student directory. Ten 
per cent of the women included in 
the survey came to Tech because 
of courses available; 11 per cent 
came for financial reasons; and 36 
per cent came because the college 
was near home. 

•  
Thirty-one percent of the men 

enrolled in Tech, are here because 
of special courses offered; 25 per 
cent because the school Is near 
home; and 16 per cent for finan 
cial reasons. 

Total expenses for the average 
male student is about $519 for the 
entire nine months session and 
about $500 for the woman student. 
Seniors spend ten percent more 
money than freshmen, but also 
earnmore money than lower class- 
men.

Eighty per cent of the boys had 	 AT PROMISES to be the 

artial or tom late financial aid 
from parents, while 90 per cent of 
the girls had financial assistance 
from home. Students who are em- 
ployed spend less than those who 
are not, the survey shows. 

Employment has little effect on 
scholastic rank of men who work 
less than 24 hours a week and wo- 
men who work 15 hours per week. 
Over this amount there is a slight 
effect on grades. 

The average co-ed spends $65 to 
$155 during the nine months term 
on clothing and boys spend from 
$42 to $82. Women on the average 
buy shoes four times a year and 
men only twice a year.

In /8 Years, io 
Months, U. S. 
Wins Six Wars

SINCE 1775 THE United States 
has engaged in six wars. The 

winning of these six conflicts re-
quired 18 years and 10 months of 
fighting. 

The Revolutionary w a r opened 
In 1775. In 1883 it waswon and 
the United States came into be- 
leg 

Twenty-nine years later the acts 
of England grew so obnoxious that 
the United States declared war 
upon her. Fighting lasted until 
1815. 

• 
Peace then descended and held 

until 1848. Mexico was the pro-
ocator of the new conflict. They 
lasted one year and six months. 

In 1861 the United States fell 
apart over the slavery issue. 
Bloody fighting raged between the 
North and South until 1865. Af-
terwards came painful reconstruc-
tion which bred much bitterness 
and resentment within the South 
against the North. 

• 
Unity, however. was almost re-

established when the Spanish-
American war opened in 1898. This 
lasted a furious three months. 

Then the United States settled 
back for a short breathing of 
peace which was to last until 1917. • 
It was at that time suddenly ap-
parent that the Germans must be 
defeated. The United States met 
the challenge. Eighteen months 
after its declaration of war Ger-
many sued for peace. And for the 
sixth successive time the United 
States was victor inwar. 

To win these conflicts man-pow- 
er was necessaryry. As near as can 
be determined the number of men 
participating in all these fights 
reached 7,361,484. Of these 2,823,-
048 were drafted, 3,430,167 volun- 
teered, and the the remaining 
number was already in the nation's 
arm 

Defense Training 
Course Offered 

An emergency defense training 
course entitled "Community and 
Camp' Sanitation" will be offered 
during the summer sesion in con-
nection with department of civil 
engineering, according to J. H.

The course has been designed for 
those interested in the solution of 
the practical problems of sanita-
tion met by health workers and 
sanitation officers. It is especially 
suitable to those wishing a period 
of intensive and practical training 
said Murdough. 

 

Consisting of lectures, laboratory 
exercises, demonstrations and field 
inspection work, the course will be 
taught by members of the staff of 
Tech and visiting lecturers from 
the State Health department. 

Work is divided between the two 
terms and the following topics; in 
the first term, public health admin-
istration, communicable diseases, 
sanitary bacteriology and medical 
zoology, milk sanitation and special 
subjects related to health. 

Second term subjects will be; 
waterworks, sewerage and sewage 
disposal, surveying, drawing, con-
crete making and placing, public 
speaking, co 	 san mmunity 	itation, 
and miscellaneous sanitation prob-
lems. 

The course is being offered in 
cooperation with Texas State health 
department and Federal Security 
Agency of United States office of 
education. No fees will be charged.

ATTACHED to the end of Thursday's general 
election ballots were four riders—amend-

ments to the present student association consti-
tution. Their passage by a wide majority at 
the hands of student voters was one of the 
most progressive steps in consolidation of Texas 
Tech's constitution taken in 10 years. 

Singularly. those amendments might not 
mean a great deal but consolidated, they will 
prove more beneficial to a simplified system 
student administration. 

The first was amendment of article four, 
section five, part three of the constitution, 
which pertains to the expenditures of the Stu-
dent Council, to be changed to "approved by 
the college registrar and auditor." 

Article five, section seven, relating to the 
Student Association funds, was changed to re-
quire signatures of the student body president, 
business manager and the college registrar and 
auditor. 

The third ammendment added to Article six, 
section 2, a new part known as part H, reading 
"The publications committee chosen for the 
academic school year shall reside in power 
subject to call during the summer months, un-
til the following academic year." 

Finally, the f ourth ammendment passed 
Thursday added to Article six, section 2, a new 
part known as part I. which read "All appoint-
ees by the student president to the Publica-
tions committee shall be confirmed by a major-
ity of the members of the student council." 

Throughout. the four ammendments gave 
Texas Tech's constitution labor-saving devices, 
and at the same time insured a more practical 
working-order for democratic methods of stil-

One week from today, all 
except a few die-hards will be smoothed over 
and intra-campus activity will be resumed on 
a friendly basis. 

While admittedly essential to democracy, 
politics in Texas Tech must not become a stum-
bling block to cooperation and student admin-
istrative efficiency as has been the case in some 
previous elections during the past decade. All 
personal and political preiudices must become 
subordinated to the welfare of Texas Tech. 

It will not be easy to subdue personal prej-
udices arising over this week's campus elec-
tions, for many of the campaigns grew to bel-
ligerant proportions. Rumors comprised the 
primary political weapons of nearly every fac-
tion—and in few instancces was any group of 
backers particular about what they said con-
cerning rival. candidates. 

But, should those backers of defeated can-
didates remain true to their lost political cause, 
they, too, will cooperate with the victors for 
Texas Tech's betterment. Not one losing can-
didate in Thursday's elections would ask any-
thing but whole-hearted cooperation with his 
opponent from his student supporters.

0. B. Howell, professor of plant 
Industry, suspected that those bees 
were going to swarm when they 
hatched out a new queen. 

When the swarm found that 
their queen was no longer with 
them, they clustered on the limb 
of a nearby tree. They did get a 
new home though. By handfuls, 
they were scooped up and placed 
in a new hive that had been care-
fully cleaned for them. 

Bees have a habit of swarming 
during the spring. They hatch out 
a new queen, feed her on specially 
prepared "royal jelly" and leave 
her in charge of the hive with a 
staff of young bees. 

There are numerous supersti-
tions surrounding this exodus of 
bees. People often attempt to 
make the low flying swarms set-
tle by flashing mirrors, ringing 
bells and firing guns. According 
to Professor Howell, such proced-
ure is a waste of time. The ring-
ing of bells was once a signal for 
the neighbors to come and help 
corral a wayward swarm, and from 
this custom the superstitions have 
grown.

Feeding Experiment Shows 
Local Products Valuable 
AN EXPERIMENT 	 by the animal husbandry 

department of Texas Technological College reveals that steers 
can be fattened-for market profitably using feeds commonly 
grown in West Texas. This experiment, involving the feeding 
of 50 grade Hereford steers obtained from the Spade ranch near 
Lubbock. was completed April 23, 1941, at the close of a 140-
day feeding period, and the results of the experiment were made 
public at the Third Annual Feeders day program held by the de-
partment April 25. 

Two objectives were sought in the experiment. One was to 
determine the value of cottonseed hulls in replacing silage as a 

produce 100 pounds of gain in lot 
III. and also higher than that re-
quired to produce -100 pounds of 
gain in lot H. This indicates that 
the higher level of cottonseed meal 
is advisable when cottonseed hulls 
are the roughage. 

Lots I, III, and V which received 
four, and two pounds of cotton-
seed meal daily, respectively, were 
fed the same amounts of milo head 
chop and alfalfa. As the level of 
cottonseed meal decreased, the 
amounts of the other feeds of the 
ration required to produce 100 
pounds of gain decreased. 

Of the hull lots, lot H produced 
the greater gain and required less 
milo head chops, alfatifa. and.cot-
tonseed hulls per 100 pounds of 
gain than lot IV. The gain in lot 
II was also produced much more 
economically. The apparent in- 
creased digestibility of the ration 
of lot II, as shown by the more ef-
ficient production of gains in this 
than the cost of the additional 
lot over lot IV' because of the high-
er level of cottonseed meal, more 
meal. 

Lot V produced the most et, 
nominal gains of any of the lots 
and produced their gains on a 

higher proportion of roughages to 
concentrates than any of the oth- 
er lots. 

Roughage consumption was eon 

sistently high throughout the en-
periment in all lots. 

It was noted on weighing dates 
when the weather was unfavorable

roughage when sup-demented with 
two pounds of alfalfa hay to fat-
tening yearling steers, the second 
to determine the effect of various 
levels of cottonseed meal in ra- 
tions containing cottonseed hulls 
or sorghum silage when supplemen-
ted with two pounds of alfalfa hay 
in rations of fattening yearling 
steers. 

The steers were divided into five 
lots of ten head each and the fol-
lowing procedure was followed. Mi-
lo head chop was fed at the same 
level each period in all five lots. 
Lots I, III. and V received silage; 
lots I and II received three pounds 
and lot V received two pounds 
throughout the test. Alfalfa hay 
was fed at the rate of two pounds 
per day to each steer to Insure an 
edequte supply of vitamin A in 
all lots. One-tenth pound of lime-
stone flour per head. daily, was fed 
all steers, and block salt was avail-
able to all steers at all times. The 
sorghum silage and cottonseed 
hulls were fed in the respective lots 
according to the appetites of the 
steers. The quantities of all the 
other feeds remained constant 
throughout each period. The 140 
day period was divided into five 
28-day periods, and records were 
kept of average daily gains and re-
lations by periods, based upon the 
amount of feed consumed. 

Lot was very erratic in its rates 
of gain from one period to another 
while lot II was very consistent 
and Its rate of gain each successive 
period declined less rapidly than 
the rate of gain in lot I. Although
