In lot 1, 20 lambs in a dry lot 
we.-  fed Martin milo. alfalfa hay 
and cottonseed meal. Each lamb 
gained 38 pounds daily at a feed 
cost of 39.56 per hundred pounds 
gained. 

Lot 2, 20 iambs in a dry lot were 
fed Plainsman milts and gained .39 
pounds per head daily at a feed rust 
of $0.34 per hundred pounds gained. 

Lot 3. 20 lambs In a dry lot, were 
fed Martin milo, cottonseed meal, 
sumac sorghum fodder and alfalfa 
hay. These gained .36 pound daily 
at a feed cost of 59.08 per hundred 
pounds gained. 

Lot 4, 20 lambs in a dry lot were 
fed Plainsman milo, cottonseed 
meal, sumac sorghum fodder and 
alfalfa hay Their gain was .37 
pound per head daily at a feed cost 
of $3.90 per hundred pounds gained. 
This indicates a 2.5 per cent faster 
gain at a 2.5 per cent less cost in 
favor of Plainsman mil. 

Lot 5, 48 lambs in a three-acre 
field of Plainsman milo getting 
three-fourths of alfalfa hay pet 
head daily, gained .4 pound pet 
head daily, at a feed cost of $662 
per hundred pounds gained. 

Lot 6. 48 Iambs In a threezi e, 
field of Plainsman milts were Da 
26 pound of cottonseed meal and 

;36 pound of sumac sorghum fodder 
per head daily. They gained 28 
pound per head daily at a teed cost 
cost of 39.67 per hundred pounds 
gained. 

"The last two lots. 5 and 6, indi-
cate that by using precautions, the 
combined type of mina can be suc-
cessfully and profitably harvested 
arm. Iambs:- says Ray C. Mowery, 
professor of animal husbandry and 
director of the experiment. "Our 
observations to date indicate that 
the use of limited alfalfa reduces 
the hazard in death loss and in- 
cleasce the rate and economy of 
gain."

who cannot distinguish 
between harmful and harmless 
hawks should visit West Texas 
museum on the campus where they 
have on exhibit the skin of the 
Cooper hawk, one of the blue-
darters that are so destructive," 
according to M. F. Landwet as- 
sociate professor of zoology.

IN SPITE of the jugs ,s,oci,tud with Homecoming, the pas),Ing 
of its festivities and the departure of many former students 

leaves an aftermath of regret—regret that the gaiety is over and 
that many exes were unable to be with us. 

It has been estimated that there are 4,151 former Tech stu-
dents in the armed forces of our country. These totals have 
climbed steadily over last year's figures. According to the 1943 
Homecoming edition of The Toreador. 59 Techsans had been 
killed at that time and 52 were reported missing in action or 
prisoners of war. The records. to date. showing that 112 have 
been killed in action and thtit 100 are missing or prisoners of 
war, indicates that almost twice as many Techsans have given 
their lives in service for their country this year as in the two 
preceding years of war. 

Our ex-students are fighting for the American belief that 
this war will help to free this country and the world from the 

dictatorships of hate and greed. They are fighting because ,  they 
feel that here there are still new frontiers, new outlets d. 

portunities to pioneer, to build. to grow and because 
an enduling faith in the free rights of all men and wont,•• 
ally, however, they are fighting for you and for me. 

To those who have paid the supreme sacrifice, we pay 
tribute and to those who fight on, may we say that we will never 
break our faith with them or with our country; and that we will 
work and look forward to another Homecoming when they. too, 
will be among the alumni.—V.M.
