Dancing Listed 
nESIGNING neon signs, teach-

serving trays—these are some of 
the varied positions Tech women 
students hold to provide them-
selves with living quarters, meals, 
tuition, or spending money, as the 
case may be. 

One employment card reads, 
"Employer—Boy Scouts of Amer-
ica". Investigation revealed that 
this student acts as secretary to 
scout directors here. Another stu-
dent is a dietitian, one demon-
strates a food product, another 
runs an elevator. Two hold jobs as 
social directors, two are beauty op-
erators. One girl does interior dec-
orating. Three work on newspap-
ers, one as advertising manager 
for a publication in a nearby town. 
One student works in the adver-
tisement and display section of a 
local department store. 

Teachers Attend 
Two teachers in public schools 

are attending Tech. One teaches 
one day each week in the Shallow-
ater school system; the other 
teaches mornings in Lubbock 
schools. One woman student, Mrs., 
Opal Miller, is an instructor in 
the mathematics department here. 
One graduate student is working 
on a fellowship. Three alumnae 

are graduate assistants in their de-
partments. 

There are sixty-six women N. Y. 
A. employees. Seven women stu-
dents are employed as clerks by 
the college. Five hold stenographic 
positions outside the college, and 
thirteen have secretarial posi-
tions, including college and outside 
work. Five do library work, four 
at the college, and one at Lubbock 
high school. Two women of the 
campus are bookeepers. One of the 
stengraphers is employed in her 
father's office. One typist works 
for the Women's Physical Educa-
tion department, and is also the 
department accompanist. 

Women Clerk Downtown 
Nineteen women students clerk 

in downtown stores, and five are 
cashiers--one for a theater. Six 
regular switchboard operators, and 
another is a long distance opera-
tor at Lubbock Bell Telephone 
company. One of the clerks is em-
ployed in her father's drug store. 

Fifty women do  housework, 
most of them for am and board, 
and some care for children in con-
nection with the houswork. "Nurse-. 
maid" is the position stated on six 
cards. Thirty-two women of the 
campus hold jobs waiting tables 
or doing other dining room work. 

Some of e g irls hold two posi-
tions. In most of these cases, one 
is housekeeping for room and 
board, and the other is doing 
stenographic work or holding come 
other office position, for a salary 

Jackson Gets 
Work Printed 

Members Of Art

Article Discusses Some 
Pertinent Question 
Regarding Pedant 
Jift•el  eye-brow, a shrug of 

the shoulders, a cynical smile or 
a sarcastic remark by the teacher 
will kill the spirit and confidence 
of a pupil very quickly," says Dr. 
Doyle D. Jackson, associate pro-
fessor of education, in an article, 
"Guidance for Teachers," appear-
ing the December issue of The 
Texas Outlook. 

In his article, Dr. Jackson asks 
and answers some pertinent ques-
tions regarding teaching as a vo-
cation, showing that it has risen 
from a lowly, despised position to 
one of recognition. 

In listing desirable characteris-
tics of the teacher, Dr. Jackson in-
cludes: a sincere interest in chil-
dren, control of temper, ability tc 
create a happy atmosphere, hones-
ty, truthfulness, intelligence, ener-
gy and tact. "Frankness may well 
be used as a virtue, but brutal 
frankness, with many individuals 
at least, becomes a vice, which the 
teacher should avoid as scrupu-
lously as does the good physician." 

A summation of characteristics 
of the ideal teacher is included. 
"The ideal teacher must be faith-
ful, sincere, and loyal. She must 
be sympathetic, honest, and noble. 
She should have courage and 
a strong will. She must be vigilant, 
alert, and resourceful. She must 
breathe forth justice, firmness, 
and love. She must be young, not 
necessarily in years, but in spirit. 
And without the ability to lead 
and to inspire, she has not the 
first qualification of a successful 
teacher."

Staff Appointments And 
Dorm Problem Face 
Members At Session 

At a called meeting of the board 
of directors, tentatively set for 
December 15 in Lubbock, the dorm-
itory problem, acceptance of a gift 
from the LaVerne Noyes Founda-
tion, and filling of faculty vacan-
cies are to be considered. 

President Bradford Knapp said 
that the LaVerne Noyes Founda-
tion of Chicago has offered to 
make a gift of the principle of the 
fund from which scholarships have 
been given to sons and daughters 
of World War veterans for sev-
eral years at Tech. 

To be used in payment of col-
lege tuition, scholarships of $25 
per semester are given. The board 
of directors must necessarily ac-
cept the gift of the principle be-
fore the gift could be received. 
Provisions for administration of 
the fund would also be made. 

Consideration will be given to 
possible application to the Recon-
struction Finance corporation for 
loan of funds for two dormitories. 

President Knapp will recom-
mend appointments to fill vacan-
cies, including that left by the 
recent death of Dr. W. A. Jackson, 
head of the government depart-
ment and dean of the graduate 
school. 

Until answers are received as to 
how many of the directors can at-
tend, the meeting will not be defin-
itely set.

Meeting Soon 

"All Queens .. Shall Be Elected By 
Popular Vote"--Constitution Reads 

(An Editorial) 
At times it becomes necessary for the Toreador to take an editorial 

stand which is distasteful because it involves personalities and friendships. 
However, on these occasions certain facts of vital interest to every student at 
Tech preclude any other course, for this publication is rightfully the organ up-
on which three thousand students depend for their knowledge of the happen-
ings on several hundred campus acres that comprise their world. And, in such 
instances, the Toreador attempts to present the unmitigated facts that students 
may form opinions of their own. 

Tuesday, Dec. 7, this paper was furnished a copy of a letter from C. M. 
Hendricks, M. D., director-general of the Southwestern Sun Carnival Associa-
tion, Inc. The letter, dated Dec. 3, 1937, was addressed to Dr. Bradford 
Knapp, President Texas Tech, Lubbock, Texas, and in part thanked Dr. Knapp 
and the Tech Athletic council for accepting the bid to be hosts at the Sun Bowl 
Festival, El Paso, on New Year's day. The second paragraph, however, per-
tained not merely to Dr. Knapp and the Athletic council but to the entire stu-
dent body. We quote this specified paragraph en toto: 

"I wish to invite you to have your student body elect a princess to 
represent Texas Tech in the Sun Carnval. This young lady will be a guest 
of the Sun Carnival Association during her stay. The Sun Carnival ac-
tivities begin December 29th with the El Paso Symphony Orchestra. The 
coronation of the Queen will take place on the night of December 30th at 
the Plaza theater at which time all princesses will be presented. Your 
princess will ride on the Queen's float in the Sun Carnival parade; be a 
guest at the Queen's breakfast, be in the receiving line at the coronation 
ball and will sir in the Queen's Court box at the Sun Bowl game. This will 
be a nice honor for someone of your beautiful young ladies." 

The fact that the Toreador received this letter the day FOLLOWING 
the election of such a princess made this paragraph sink home. For the letter's 
request "to have your STUDENT BODY select a princess" was not met to ex-
actness. Instead, the Matador football team made the selection, as, quoting 
from the news story of the Toreador, Saturday, December 4, 1937: "Officials 
in charge of the Sun Bowl association requested Tech to choose a queen for the 
January event, and the student council agreed it would be appropriate for the 
Matador squad to select the representative." 

It probably matters not one whit to Dr. Hendricks and the Sun carnival 
officials that; Tech's princess was seietted by the football team and not by the 
student body as he suggested. In fact, it would not matter to the Toreador ex-
cept for one thing—there is a student constitution clause that provides ex-
plicitly how such elections shall be held. This provision is clearly stated in 
Article 8, Section 3, division (a) of the Student Association constitution, to 
quote: 

"All beauties whose pictures are to occupy a beauty page in La Yen-
tana, all queens and others who are to represent the Association or any of 
the four classes shall be elected by popular vote of the students represent-
ed, the election to be supervised by the Student CounciL The Student Coun-
cil shall also have charge of any similar elections on the campus which it 
deems necessary or advisable to supervise." 

As amended it reads: 
All queens and others who are to represent the association or any of 

the four classes shall be elected by popular vote of the students represent-
ed, the election to be supervised by the Student Council. The Student 
Council shall also have charge of any similar elections on t h e campus 
which it deems necessary or advisable to supervise. 

To article 8, Section 3, paragraph c was added; it reads: 
All beauties featured in La Ventana shall be elected in accordance 

with a plan proposed by the editor of La Ventana and approved b y the 
Student Council, from a list composed of twice the number to be featured, 
which list shall be selected by vote of the student body in the manner 
herein provided. Nominations shall be made in accordance with plans to 
be provided by the Student Council. 

Here is plainly set forth the method of procedure that should have been 
followed in the selection of the Sun Carnival princess, for she will surely repre-
sent the Association, viz. every undergraduate student enrolled at Texas Tech-
nological college—article 2, student constitution. 

The Toreador would be the last to deny the privilege of selection to the 
football team were it constitutionally possible. And the Toreador far from 
criticizes the selection of Miss Maxine Fry as princess by the Matador squad. 
Truly she is one of the most outstanding young ladies on the campus and her 
selection as La Ventana beauty for 1937 recommends her highly for the honor. 

In order to rectify the Student Council's constitutional blunder, t h e 
Toreador recommends that an election, meeting the specifications set forth in 
the constitution of the Student Association, be held immediately. It also re-
commends that every student of Texas Tech go to the polls and unanimously 
elect Maxine Fry, president of the student body, La Vetana beauty, and choice 
of the Matador football squad, as this college's Sun Bowl princess. No better 
candidate could be found; nothing could be more fitting. 

However, the point at issue involves something more deeply seated than 
this single incident. If the Student Council, who above all should know the pro-
visions of the Student constitution, chooses to completely ignore the constitu-
tion in this instance, is it not likely that it may choose to do so again in the fu-

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1  Recent Prejudiced Ban On Girl Pep 
Leaders Is Unbecoming To School 

OFFICIAL rulings that Texas Technologi- 

cal college shall have none of its coeds 
cavorting about in trousers or skirts as a 
part of organized cheering at grid encoun-
ters displays prejudice scarcely becoming 
a growing college. 

The ruling was handed down after re-
cent agitation for girl cheer leaders and 
was based upon stigma attached to the 
college's one-time female cheering unit. 
Smudges incurred when the school w a s 
younger, however, should not be allowed to 
stand ad infinitum in the way of progress. 
And advancement must necessarily come 
from adoption of some activities that prev-
iously have been failures. 

But the verdict as rendered strictly 
disregards the points at issue. No girl 
cheering unit has been advocated. Instead, 
the election or appointment of two or more 
girl yell leaders is the controversial sub-
ject. Surely, it would be a relatively sim-
ple matter for college officials to control 
the public actions of only two persons 
should the situation warrant. No mass or-
ganization will be present for discipline, 
and girls in such positions of honor hardly 
will be prone to exceed the limits of ac-
cepted behavior. 

If the disapproval be due to moral in-
hibitions, an examination of cases should 
reveal its fallacy. Numerous colleges 
throughout the nation employ girl cheer 
leaders with little attendant malpublicity. 
High schools on every hand place trousers 
or skirts upon the most charming young 
ladies and let them lead the cheering. If 
the spectacle of girl pep leaders is unbe-
coming, parents of high school students 
would be first to recognize the fact and 
abolish the custom. 

Thus, it would follow that there is lit-
tle basis for logical disapproval of the pro-
posed change. This leaves only considera-
tion of the value girl yell leaderk would 
be to Tech. 

As evidenced at recent football games, 
something is lacking in student support. 
The Saddle Tramps give their voices to 
the cheers. Freshmen also yell with mini-
mum coercion. Apparently, then, there is 
a portion of the student body that fails to 
respond to the present system of cheer 
leading. This portion numbers upperclass-
men—the fellows and girls. To win over 
this large bloc, something new must be 
tried. If the added flash of pretty girls 
will bring forward this support, why 
should it not be given a trial? 

Another angle from which the subject 
might be approached is the viewpoint of 
the football players themselves. A consen-
sus of player opinion—revealed by direct 
questions to those concerned—is that 
girl pep leaders would do more than any 
other single thing to increase enthusiasm. 
To a man they averred that it would have 
an elevating effect upon players as well 
as upon fans. 

If there be no valid moral objections. 
if there is a possibility that girl cheer 
leaders might win over the now unenthus-
iastic bloc of fans, and if those most con-
cerned—the players—feel that the change 
would be for the better, why should one 
or two officials stand in the way of pro-
gress? Recognizing even the most elemen-
tary rules of argumentative reason, there 
can be no sound objections advanced.

Somewhat 
Literary 

At a time when biography, scien-

tific or romantic, has become one 

of the major passions, many read-
ers like to know how much of a 
story is fact or fiction. This novel 
of the life of Napoleon will, it is 
hoped, be read as a tale, to stand 
or fall upon its own merits as a 
tale. 

"So Great a Man" covers ten 
months in the life of Napoleon 
from March 1808 to January 1809. 
It was the period in which, at the 
height of his power, he decided to 
suppress the Bourbon dynasty in 
Spain and thus committed himself 
to the policy, which as Talleyrand 
saw it, would ultimately destroy 
him. We see him passing from a 
phase of his career, when he was 
free to dtermine his acts and might 
still keep his ambitions co mmen- 
surate with his resources, into a 
period when his conduct from day 
to day was determined for him by 
circumstances which had passed 
ueyond his control. 

Those who are unfamiliar with 
Napoleons' habit

re 
 of speech will be 

astonished by its inequality of 
.yle and substance. They will 

_Ind him in turns shallow, pro-
found, shrewd, ingenious, laconic 
verbose, simple, pretentious, swift, 
summating or infinitely tedious. 
and they may frequently suspect 
invention or interpolation when 
they hear him pass quickly from 
live thoughts to dead commonplace 
or from his usual swift economy 
of utterance to the rhetoric which 
he often used to impress the vul-
gar or impose upon himself. The 
author thinks that his character is 
too great a man to be confined 
within the limits of any simple or 
consistent presentation and the 
sum total of the effect he had up 
on his generation will best become 
evident by allowing him to be 
viewed successively by those who 
came into touch with him. Even 
then the writer did not become 

I very successful in making Napol-
eon a true flesh and blood charac 
ter. The impression that the read-
er has after finishing the book is 
of Napoleon in his common pose 
that is frequently described in the 

• book: He stood with his feet wide 
apart, his hands were twitching on 
the small of his back, his head was 
thrust forward, and suddenly he 
began pacing up and down the 
floor. 

In this book we see Napoleon 
through the eyes of friends. We 
see him through Walewska who 
loved him, of D.oc and Savory 
who served him, of Talleyrand who 
betrayed him, of Josephine who 
struggled to retain him, of the sol-
diers who fought for him, of those 
who lived nearest and furthest 
away. 

Liberties have been taken with 
the historical events on which the 
book is based, but the fundamental 
facts are true.

From Other Campuses Union Building Needed To 
Insure College Progress 

TEXAS TECH' needs a union building. 
This fact is forcibly brought home to 

a student or faculty member when he at-
temps to thread his way through hallways 
of the Administration building between 
classes and finds his path blocked by 
groups of students engaged in conversa-
tion. 

Gregariousness is a human instinct 
which cannot be suppressed. Even if it 
could, such suppreSion would not be de-
sirable. It is often said that associations 
and contacts made at college are of more 
benefit to students than formal class work. 
Arguments as to the truth of this state-
ment would be futile and irrelevant. Any-
one will grant the desirability of student 
get-togethers where wholesome discussion 
holds sway. Whether one subject would be 
world politicis or a frivolous matter, the 
social contact occasioned is stimulating to 
those who engage. 

Under our present conditions students 
have only one place to congregate—the 
college bookstore. Since this establish-
ment is a commercial enterprise, it should 
not be used as visiting headquarters to any 
great extent. Such usage would be unfair 
to the proprietor. Hence, students feel ob-
ligated to make their visiting at the book-
store brief in order that classmates may 
find room to drink a cup of coffee. Con-
sequently, hundreds of enrolles congregate 
in the halls during the interval between 
classes, obstructing passageways and creat-
ing chaos. 

Tech students are in no sense to blame 
for the condition which obtains. Neither 
should administrative officials be censored 
because of a situation which exists through 
inadequate campus equipment. Growth of 
Texas Tech has been so rapid and phenom-
enal that enrollment has far exceeded phy-
sical capacity. The recent depression halt-
ed construction' programs. But now that 
economic conditions are on the upgrade, 
there is no reason why Tech should longer 
be handicapped by lack of facilities. Texas' 
second largest co - educational institution 
deserves equal consideration when educa-
tional appropriations are made by our 
legislature. 

A union building at Tech would allev-
iate crowded conditions in building hall-
ways and the resultant evils. Disturbing 
noises would die into silence. Order would 
replace chaos. Passageways would be 
cleared. Students could gather between 
classes for intelligent discussions, social 
visits, study, and games. School spirit 
would be intensified. Finally, associations 
made possible by construction of such a 
building would tend to develop a feeling 

of unity among all Tech enrollees.

Another university has joined the 
company of those who would put 
subsidisation of college athletes on 
an open basis. 

Following an editorial in the 
Gameco le, a student weekly of the 
University of South Carolina, a 
movement has begun to put Caro-
line on an open subsidization plan, 
contending that if the Southern 
Conference does not revise its pres-
ent rules, the school will withdraw. 

The plan follows that of the 
Southeastern Conference which an-
nounces that it gives financial aid 
to leading athletic stars.
