Bauer has been rated as one of 
the three leading pianists In the 
world. 

He has appeared in concerts In 
all the larger cities of the United 
States and has made numerous 
Lours abroad to give concerts. His 
first appearance in this country 
was in Boston as soloist with the 
Boston Symphony Orchestra, in 
1901. 

Born Near London 
Bauer was born at Malden, ner 

London, and first studied violin 
and piano under his father. He 
was heard by Paderewski who ad-
vised to be a pianist rather than 
a violinist. He then studied under 
Paderewski a year.

Museum Gets 
Collections 

Invitations Mailed This 
Week For Annual Meet 

Here March 18 
A thousand letters of invitation 

are being mailed this week to 
members and other interested per-
sons for the annual West Texas 
Museum meeting which begins 
March 18. 

The program of talks by fam-
ous museum authorities and scien-
tists is outlined, and a general plan 
of the meeting is listed. About 300 
members are expected to attend. 

The rapidly growing number of 
museum exhibits includes this 
week more than fifty Indian arti-
facts, and a group of several me-
teorite and meteorode fragments, 
loaned by Floyd Seaman. of Plain- 
view. They were found in Texas 
and three other states. Seaman 
explains the difference in meteor- 
ites and meteorodes in that the 
latter is a meteorite in a fossilized 
condition. 

Receive Artifacts 
Another collection in prepara-

tion for exhibition was received 
during the week from Smithson-
ian Institute, Washington, and in-
cludes 110 Indian artifacts secured 
by seven states, Alaska, and Pan-
ama. 

The Smithsonian loan includes a 
plaster cast of a puzzling and un- 
identified artifact known as a 
"boat stone" because of its boat- 
like shape. Although its purpose 
is not known for certain it Is said 
by Porter Montgomery, museum 
assistant, that It is believed by 
some scientists  to have been a 
counter-weight on the "atlatl" 
throwing sticks used by the In- 
dians before invention of the bow. 

Get Insects 

A case of insects which live on 
wild vegetation, and farm and 
garden plants are shown through 
the courtesy of Prof. 0. B. Howell 
of the department of horticulture. 

A paper received during the week 
from Ex-governor 0. B. Colquitt 
of Dallas contains the first official 
proclamation of Mother's Day in 
Texas. The declaration was made 
on April 14, 1911 for the following 
May, and was one of the first in- 
stances of an official Mother's 
Day observance in any state. 

Puzzle Exhibit Loaned 

A puzzle exhibit, the only one 
of Its kind known to the museum 
staff was loaned by Dr. R. A. 
Studhaiter, head professor of biol-
ogy, and includes practically all of 
the basis puzzle designs that have 
been placed on the market during 
the past 20 years, and many of 
their elaborations. Sevral of the 
pieces can not be bought in any 
present day market. The collection 
was begun by Dr. Studhalter In 
1917 when he found puzzles a 
means of absorbing spare mo-
ments on his long train trips. In 
the showing are whittled a jig-
sawed wooden contrivances, metal 
string, paper, and glass pill box 
puzzles from several countries of 
the world. 

Nearly a dozen additional ex-
hibits from that many West Texas 
citizens have been promised for 
delivery in the next few days.

College Gets 
Spectroscope 
In Loan Grant 

Department Of Interior 
Loans Apparatus For 

Research Purposes 

CULMINATION of the first co, 
 operative agreement between 

the college and the U. S. depart- 
ment of interior has been announc- 
ed by Dr. Bradford Knapp. "Recog- 
nizing a need for information 
concerning chemical, physical, and 
geological characteristics of well 
cuttings and core specimens taken 
from the oil and gas fields of the 
Permian basin, the college and the 
bureau of mines will cooperate in 
planning and conducting experi- 
ments", Knapp said. These experi- 
ments will be designed to aid in 
the general advancemnt of know- 
ledge in the oil and gas industries. 

Loans Apparatus 
Under terms of the contract 

drawn up by the bureau will loan 
such appartus as is necessary to 
the college and will furnish tech-
nical advice or aid deemed neces-
sary by either party. 

Negotiations for the agreement 
were instigated by Dr. C. W. Sic-
bel, director and supervising engi-
neer of the Amarillo helium plant. 
Part of the equipment to be sent 
here will come from Dr. Seibel's 
laboratories. Dr. R. C. Goodwin. 
head professor of chemistry, was 
instrumental in securing coopera- 
tion of the bureau of -mines. 

Get Spectroscope 
Among the articles of scientific 

equipment to be furnished by the 
bureau Is a Hilger quartz spectro-
graph, an instrument used in pho-
tographing the visable spectra and 
a large part of the ultra-violet 
rays. Practical work with the 
spectrograph will be under super-
vision of Dr. William M. Craig, 
professor of chemistry. 

Dr. Knapp said he has had con- 
siderable perience with similar 
agreements at Oklahoma A. and 
M. and Alabama Polytechnic In-
stitute. 

Dr. Seibel was the first person 
to receive an honorary doctor of 
science degree from Tech. 

Plaintiff Loses 
In Libel Suit 

Jury Finds Wayne Sellers 
Not Guilty In $25,000 

Damage Case 
"We, the jury find the defendant 

'not guilty' of the charges and sug-
gest that the prosecuting attorne y  
be charged with "forgery." This 
was the statement of the foreman 
of the jury deciding the verdict of 
the case of Wayne C. Sellers, charg-
ed with libeling Reeves Henly, Tor-
eador sports editor, to the extent of 
$25,000. 

The case was tried by the Texas 
Tech Supreme Court Monday night 
in Doak hall courtroom. The prose-
cution made endeavors to show that 
Sellers did willfully and malicious-
ly libel Henly because he was dis-
appointed and frustrated at Henly's 
running for the office of next year's 
Toreador editor, an office which he 
was desirous of obtaining for him-
self. On the witness chair, "Blue 
Boy" Pender testified that he had 
received a letter from Sellers by 
mistake. In the letter Sellers call-
ed Henly "a half-cracked would-be 
column writer; that he (Henly) was 
"hot headed and that his columns 
were continually biased." 

Testimony Given 
Johnny Wells, assistant business 

manager of the Toreador, gave 
damaging testimony to the effect 
that Sellers had slandered Henly 
several times in his presence be-
cause of his frustrated political as-
pirations. Cecil Horne. head of the 
Journalism department, testified 
that In his estimation Henly was a 
promising and accurate sports writ-
er and that Sellers' statements were 
false. 

The defense sought to prove that 
the defendant "did not write the 
forementioned letter and that the 
whole suit was a plot to defeat Sell-
ers in his race for Texas Represen-
tative for the 107th flotorial dis-
trict." Sellers denied writing the 
letter and told of the plot fostered 
by the prosecuting attorney on the 
behalf of Jay Carter, also a candi-
date for Representative. 

The jury deliberated only about 
ten minutes before returning the 
verdict which exonerated the defen-
dent and may result In forgery 
charges against Sid Stout.

"girls' recognition garden," will be 
planted In rose bushes, recently 
donated to the college by T. G. 
Pollard, a member of the board of 
directors, and Mrs. Pollard of Ty-
ler. The 100 bushes, from Mr. and 
Mrs. Pollard's nursery in Tyler. 
are chiefly of the Texas Centen-
nial variety. Women recognized in 
spring recognition services will re- 
ceive bouquets from the garden. 

Have Mounted Directors

order that no student may develop the wrong 
idea about the purpose of our governing body, 
as taken from the student's handbook which 
was printed and distributed to an students at 
the beginning of the fall semester of last year 
and amendments securing since that date.) 

PREAMBLE:—We, the students of Texas 
Technological college, in order to be 

able to exercise the powers delegated to 
us by the college; to develop student gov-
ernment; to bring about a closer relation-
ship between the College Administration. 
the faculty and the Student Body; to rec-
ommend to the Administration and stu-
dent organizations action which we deem 
advisable; to uphold student rights; to 
promote democracy; and in general to pro-
mote the highest ideals and best service 
for Texas Technological college; do hereby 
establish the following constitution: 
ARTICLE 1:—Name 

The name of this organization shall be 
"The Student Association of Texas Tech-
nological college." 
ARTICLE 2:—Membership 

The membership of this organization 
shall consist of all undergradute students 
of Texas Technological college. 

ARTICLE 3:—Meetings 
There shall be no regular meeting 

times, but Hie Association shall at all times 
be subject to the call of the President of 
the Student Body. Fifteen per cent of the 
membership shall constitute a quorum for 
transacting business. 
ARTICLE 4:—Officers 

Section 1:—The officers of this Asso-
ciation shall be a President, a Vice-Pres-
ident, and a Secretary-Treasurer, elected 
from the membership of the Association. 

Section 2:—The President shall preside 
at all meetings of the Student Association 
and shall be ex-officio chairman of the 
Student Council. The President shall rec-
ommend such measures as he shall judge 
expedient, shall have the power to call 
special meetings of the Student Council 
and of the Association, shall see that the 
rules and regulations of the Association 
are faithfully executed, and shall appoint 
all committees of the Association or of the 
Council. The President shall perform any 
and all other duties properly incumbent 
on the chief of the Student Body. 

Section 3:—It shall be the duty of the 
Vice-President to act as president in case 
of absence or temporary inability of the 
President. The Vice-President shall be ex-
officio a member of the Student Council. 
In case of a vacancy in the office of Pres-
ident, the Vice-President shall assume the 
office and duties of President for the un-
expired term. 

Section 4:—It shall be the duty of the 
Secretary-Treasurer to keep a correct rec-
ord of the proceedings of Student Asso-
ciation and of the Student Council and to 
keep an account of all money belonging 
to the Association. On or before the last 
meeting of the school year, the Secretary-
Treasurer shall present to the Council for 
auditing and publication an itemized ac-
count of the receipts and disbursements 
made on behalf of the Student Association. 

The Secretary-Treasurer shall record 
all minutes and proceedings of meetings 
of the Council and the Association in dup-
licate, one copy to be filed in the Secre-
tary's book and the other to be filed in the 
office of the President of the college with-
in one week after each meeting. 

Section 5:—The officers of the Student 
Association shall assume the duties of of-
fice upon the last day of the spring semes-
ter of each year. Before entering upon the 
execution of their duties of office, the 
above officers shall take the following oath 
given by the retiring President of the Asso-
ciation: 

"I do hereby solemnly swear (or af-

Much to my 
disappointment, there are fewer students on 
this campus who know one line of the consti-
tution of their student body than any school In 
which I have been a student heretofore. Without 
a doubt It was written for the student body as 
a whole, and a reasonable knowledge of its 
contents should be required of all students, 
even if freshmen had to study it in orientation 
classes. 

Here are a few question to which I would 
like to know the answers: 

1. Is the constitution written; preserved for 
the students or reserved to students? 

2. Does It contain a bill of rights and if so. 
how many? 

3. Is It the privelege of any student to have 
a copy of the document or is it supposed to be 
published? 

4. When an amendment or clause is added to 
the constitution, Is there an election held and the 
student body allowed to vote on such measures? 

5. When was the present constitution written 
and who were its originators? 

6. How many students are on the student 
council., how many from each class, how are 
they supposed to be elected, and must they 
maintain a certain standard, etc., to keep the 
position? 

7. Are class officers allowed to hold their 
positions the second semester, and are their 
grades supposed to be checked at the end of 
each semester? 

8. How many students does it take to con-
stitute a quorum at a class meeting, and If a 
measure is voted upon, is it legal if a quorum 
is not present? 

9. Should a student or group of students 
violate the constitution, who acts as a court in 
such case? 

10. Is the student council supposed to be 
representative of the student body or are dorm 
residence students the only ones who are el-
gible? 

How many students can answer these ques-
tions? would be unfair I'm sure, but maybe the 
answers will give a few students a little more 
knowledge of Tech. There are more than ten 
questions I could ask similar to those listed 
above. but I'd rather save the space for answers 
to other questions from the student body.

This wonderful new book is the 
story of a genius, Susan Gaylord 
who wants everything and who 
can do anything better than any 
one else. 

This young lady lives in a small 
New England college town. How-
ever, there is very little of, the 
real setting of an American 'col- 
lege town nor does it express 
present-day life, but the genuine 
interest is around Susan, who is 
Independent of locale and time.
