The appropriation measure for Tech
passed by the Texas Legislature was
called an “‘excellent” bill by State Rep.
R. B. McAlister and Bill J. Parsley, vice
president for Public Affairs.

The measure, which called for $59.8
million for Tech and $18 million for the
Medical School over a two-year period,
must be signed by Gov. Dolph Briscoe by
June 17.

Both McAlister and Parsley agreed
that the most significant items on the bill
were the pay raises for faculty and non-
faculty personnel and the Medical School
funding.

“I think the legislature is trying to
bring the salary level of both faculty and
non-faculty personnel up so they can’t be
classed as second-class citizens,”’
Parsley said.

Medical School funding included a
special $176,000 for the establishment of
the Tarbox Parkinson’s Disease research
center at Tech and a $2 million allocation
for the building of the Panhandle Area
Health Education Center in Amarillo.

McAlister indicated that he was ap-
prehensive about the outcome of the
signing measure by Briscoe. The

governor may cut any portion of the
three-page Tech appropriations
measure, line by line.

“I have no concrete evidence that the
governor will cut anything,”’” McAlister
said, ‘‘but the rumors around Austin say
he’s been talking about ‘cutting out the
fat.” I think the governor wants to put
more emphasis on vocational-technical
and public school education.”

Parsley called the bill “‘as good a bill
for higher education as we’ve had in the
last 10 years”, and said he felt the
governor would see it as a good, honest
bill with no ‘fat’ on it. “But I'm still
crossing my fingers until June 17th,”
Parsley added.

In comparing the Tech appropriations
measure to those of other state univer-
sities, Parsley said, ‘‘I think we were
treated quite fairly.”

“The salary increase makes Tech
more competitive with the other in-
stitutions,” McAlister said. ‘“‘However,
this is a likely area for the governor to
cut out some fat.”

“My horseback opinion is that he’ll cut
back less funds on the Medical School
than on the general appropriations, but
we're doing everything we can to en-
courage the Medical School’s funding as

it now stands,”” McAlister said.

McAlister said the place most likely for
cutbacks in Medical School ap-
propriations is probably in the Tech
School of Medicine Regional Area Health
Education Centers in Amarillo and in El
Paso.

Parsley disagreed saying, “I think
what we're trying to do in medical
education has merit enough and is unique
enough that the governor will know how
important it is for the western area of the
state and leave the funding as is.”

One area of the bill with which
McAlister was particularly pleased was
a $100,000 appropriation for equipment
for the Textile Research Center at Tech.

“There’s a revolutionary type of
weaving process which they're ex-
perimenting with at the center,”
McAlister said. ‘“This could be the most
important step ever in establishing a
textile industry here. It could grow into a
billion-dollar income for this area.”

Appropriations for the establishment
of a veterinary school were again turned
down this session for Tech.

‘““Even though the Coordinating Board
of the Texas Colleges and Universities
systern okayed the vet school, the

legislature still didn’t like the idea,”
Parsley said.

“We'll have to make a solid pitch for a
veterinary school through our area agri-
businessmen, farmers and ranchers
from throughout this entire section of the
state - those who really need it,”
McAlister said.

*“The pitch should not be made only oy
our academians and politicians,” he
added.

The Tech museum received an ap-
propriation of $368,000. According to
Parsley, the Tech Museum received more
funding than any other museum in the
state.

The Tech Library was allocated $3.1
million. Of that figure, $1.2 million will go
for books, periodicals and binding and
the rest for other expenses.

Other appropriations for Tech in-
cluded:

$350,000 for research in wool, mohair
and cotton.

$1.1 million for repair and maintenance
of Tech buildings.

$300,000 for operation of the Tech
Center at Junction.

$80,000 for operation of the In-
ternational Center for Arid and Semi-
Arid Land Studies (ICASALS).
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Haldeman says Nixon delayed investigation

WASHINGTON (AP) - Former White
House chief of staff H. R. Haldeman
has testified that President Nixon didn’t
ask for a formal report on the Watergate
affair until this year and got all his in-
formation about the scandal second
hand, through aides.

“The principal source of information
would be inquiries that he would make of
me or John Ehrlichman as to the status
of the case . . . which I would sub-
sequently direct to John Dean,”
Haldeman said. ‘“In other words, I would
relay the question to John and relay the
answer back to the President.”

Ehrlichman was Nixon’s chief advisor
on domestic affairs until April 30 when

Haldeman and he resigned. Dean, White
House counsel, was firred by Nixon the
same day.

Haldeman’a testimony was in a
deposition taken in connection with a
civil suit filed by the Democratic
National Committee in the aftermath of
the bugging and burglary at the com-
mittee’s Watergate headquarters last
summer. While Haldeman testified about
the Watergate incident, he refused on the
advice of his lawyer to talk about any
subsequent coverup.

Nixon never talked to Dean about the
Watergate case face-to-face until a series
of meetings beginning last February and
even then did not ask Dean—or anyone
else-for a formal investigation or report
on the scandal until March 20, Haldeman
said in his deposition.

For almost eight months the White
House stood by President Nixon’s
statement of last Aug. 29 that Dean had
cleared all administration employes of
involvement in Watergate.

On April 17, when Nixon declared he
had found major developments in the
case, the White House said the
President’s original statement had
become inoperative.

Haldeman also indicated that he may
have been told before the Watergate
incident that political wiretapping and
espionage had had been discussed at
High-level campaign strategy meetings.
But he said he later got conflicting
reports on just what went on at the
meetings.

Haldeman’s deposition
statements that:

He had been told about accused
political saboteur Donald Segretti. But he
wouldn’t answer questions about
Segretti’s operations because his lawyer
claimed the information wasn’t relevant
to the DNC lawsuit.

 SA president to plan

strategy for fall session

Student Association President Rickey
Alexander is working this summer to
‘“‘get a good conception of our priorities
and then plan strategy for next fall and
spring.”

In order to lay the groundwork for
possible changes next fall, Alexander
and his staff are looking into such areas
as student affairs, cultural events,
academic affairs and student services.
Through the use of open forums,
meetings, student opinion polls and other
research facilities, Alexander hopes to
find out what the Tech Student thinks in
regard to major university affairs.

One such area that Alexander will be
researching is the recent controversy
over the extension of Indiana Ave.
Alexander said “First we want to get the
facts. Then, we want to communicate
them to the students.”

Alexander also plans to survey student
opinion before taking a stand, “Once we
know what the facts are and what
students think, then we’ll get a position
and stand on it.”

The use of student services fees will be
another realm for investigation.

Alexander plans to study the use of funds
at the Health Center. “We’'re asked to
give a large per cent of money to the
Health Center, but we don’t know how it’s
spent.”

The SA will also look into the delay of
the work on the recreation complex by
the Business Administration building.

“‘All they’ve done so far is put up those
expensive signs. We're going to try to get
things moving.”

Another area to be studied is the
possibility of a code of students’ rights
and responsibilities. This code would set
forth the responsibilities of students,
rather than listing disciplinary action for
something they did wrong.

Alexander will study the process of
teacher evaluation, academic recruiting,
registration, career planning, and in-
ternational student exchanges.

“We are in a unique position to have
more exhanges with Mexican and South
American students. We need to look into
what is being done to recruit in-
ternational students and schedule special
international  cultural events.”
Alexander also said Tech should send
more students out of the country on
exchange status.

-Nixon was frustrated last summer and
fall because whole story of the Watergate
incident was not being made public.

-Former Atty. Gen. John N. Mitchell,
who was director of Nixon's re-election
committee at the time of the break-in,
told Haldeman as late as last March that
it was possible deputy campaign director
Jeb Magruder had engineered the break-
in under pressure from White House
officials to get information about the
Democrats.

It allegedly was at the high-level
campaign strategy meetings to which
Haldeman referred that the Watergate
affair was spawned. The meetings took
place in early 1972, Haldeman said.

He said he had no recollection of being
told of the meetings during the time they
were taking place, but would not dispute
the statements of others that he did know

about them.

It has been reported that there were
three meetings, two in Mitchell’s office at
the Justice Department and a third later
in Key Biscayne, Fla. Haldeman said
Dean told him he attended the first two
along with Magruder and G. Gordon
Liddy, subsequently convicted as a
Watergate conspirator.

Nixon’s frustrations with the lingering
Watergate scandal were apparent last
summer and fall, Haldeman said.

“Whenever there was such a
development there was a concern ex-
pressed on the President’s part, usually
to me, that we try to get the facts in this
matter determined and made know,’’ he
said.

““There was a nartural concern on his
part being at that time up for re-election

and conducting a campaign for re-
election that the insinuations and ap-
pearances and allegations that were
arising would be detrimental to that
campaign effort and that there was
desire that the facts be known, cleared up
and established in the public mind as well
as legally so that those doubts would not
persist.”

Haldeman spent three hours Thursday
before a House Armed Services sub-
committee and denied that he was in-
volved in any coverup of the Watergate
affair.

In other Watergate developments:

-Former Nixon campaign official
Herbert L. Porter testified at the Senate
Watergate hearings that he had lied
during the trial of the wiretappers earlier
this year. He said he also had lied to FBI

investigators and the Watergate grand
jury, and admitted this only after being
told ‘‘the President has directed
everybody to tell the truth.”

The Watergate committee formally
opposed a legal move by special
prosecutor Archibald Cox to black out
some news coverage of a testimony by
persons facing indictment in the case.

Lubbock legislators rate ‘bad’

In a legislative session bent on
“reform,” Lubbock legislators ranked
“badly” on their voting records, ac-
cording to Milton Tobian, state coor-
dinator for Common Cause.

Tobian, speaking Wednesday to the
Lubbock chapter of Common Cause, a
national citizen's lobbying organization,
characterized the past Texas legislative
session as a ‘‘reform legislature.” He
cited five major pieces of legislation
passed as pillars of reform in Texas
politics, each with the backing of Com-
mon Cause’s lone lobbyist in Austin and
some 5,500 members across the state.

‘‘Most lobbyists are happy to get one or
two pieces of legislation passed in a
session, to get five passed as we did is
almost unheard of,”” Tobian said.

The five bills passed by the Legislature
include a conflict of interest (ethics) bill,
lobby control and registration, opening
meetings, campaign finance disclosures,
and public access to information.

Tobian was asked how Lubbock’s
legislators fared on reform legislation
votes.

‘“Representative Tarbox—out of eight
possible reform votes— voted favorably
only twice,” Tobian replied.

“We believe that this level represents a
bad record on reform.”

Senators were measured on a different
scale than representatives, according to
Tobian. Instead of their voting record on
the eight bills house members were rated
on, senators were ranked on 20 amend-
ments to two senate reform bills. Each
senator’s vote on those 20 amendments
determined Common Cause’s rating of

him as “pro” or ‘“‘anti’”’ reform, Tobian
said.

“Senator Blanchard, on reform, has
yet to cast a favorable vote,” Tobian
said.

Representative R. B. McAlister was
the only Lubbock legislator Common
Cause found to have a good record on
reform votes.

‘“McAlister has turned out to be a
friend of reform,” Tobian said.

‘‘He has voted favorably on all but one
occasion.”

Representative Bill Clayton, from
nearby Springlake, was also rated by
Tobian on reform votes.

“I can’t find any possibly favorable
votes from Clayton on reform,”’ he said.

Clayton recently announced his can-
didacy for the speakership of the Texas
House.

Tobian explained each of the reform
bills that were eventually passed by the
legislature-some a mere three hours
before adjournment.

The first was 'house Bill (HB)-1-the
conflict of interest law, or ‘‘ethics bill.”

“One of the essences of a good ethics
bill is a provision for financial disclosure
of one's income-how much money a
legislator makes and where he gets it
from while in office,”” Tobian explained.

“The thrust of HB-1 is that no elected
official ought to be able to profit by the
position he holds.”

HB-2 is the
registration bill.

“There’s nothing wrong with lob-
bying,” Tobian said.

“The right to petition government is
closely protected by the First Amend-
ment. But, the public has the right to
know when these lobbyists misuse that
right.

“We don’t want to stop lobbying,” he
said. ““We just want it out on the table in
the open.”

HB-3 is the Texas open meetings law.

“This means that not only the
legislature’s meetings, but city councils,
school boards, and commissions across
the state must open their meetings to the
public,” he said.

“We contend the public's business
should be done in public,”” Tobian
asserted.

HB-4 is the
disclosure bill.

“Common Cause has long known that
there is such a thing as a purchased
legislature,”” Tobian said.

It takes an awful lot of money to win a

lobby control and

race. For example, in the last election
John Tower and Dolph Briscoe (in their
campaigns for U. S. senator and
governor, respectively), spent in excess
of $2 million. In order to get this kind of
money, you must accept contributions
and, sometimes ‘obligations’ to donors
are incurred.

“All this bill says is that if a con-
tribution is going to a candidate, the
public has a right to know who it comes
from,” he said.

The final piece of ‘‘reform legislation”
is HB-6—public access to information.

“Documents produced by government-
-any government—are public property,”
Tobian explained.

““The public should have the right of
access to that property.”

““The Texas Legislature—of all unlikely
places--has done what no other
legislature in the country has been able
to do on its own—pass a series of strong
self-reform bills,” he said.

In a question-and-answer session,
Tobian was asked what he thought of Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby and his role in legislative
reform.

‘‘Hobby, to me, is the biggest disap-
pointment of this session,”’ Tobian
replied.

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Campaign lieutenant admits perjury

WASHINGTON (AP)
Herbert Porter, a Nixon
campaign lieutenant told Senate
investigators Thursday he lied
under oath at the Watergate
trial and admitted it to federal
prosecutors last April after
being told ‘‘the President has
directed everybody to tell the
truth.”

Porter said he gave perjured
testimony about the purpose of
$100,000 given to Watergate
conspirator G. Gordon Liddy.
He said he did it at the urging of
Jeb Stuart Magruder, the
deputy director of President
Nixon's re-election campaign.

Porter said he also lied to the
FBI and to the Watergate grand
jury.

Liddy, who has been con-
victed of conspiracy, burglary
and illegal wiretapping, was in
charge of ‘‘dirty tricks’ in the
campaign, Porter testified. He
said he had always previously
been told by Magruder that
Liddy was doing nothing illegal.

After the June 17 break-in of
Democratic Party headquar-
ters, Porter said, Magruder
came to him and asked:

“Would you corroborate a
story that money was
authorized for something more
legitimate sounding than dirty
tricks? Even though the dirty
tricks are legal, it still sounds

embarrassing.”

Porter said they worked out a
story that the $100,000 given to
Liddy was to pay 10 college
students $1,000 a month each in
salary and expenses for 10
months to infiltrate the
Democratic presidential
campaign in 10 cities.

That was the story that both
Magruder and Porter told at the
Watergate trial in January.

Porter said he met Magruder
on April 14 in front of St. John's
Church across from the White
House.

‘“‘He told me he had just come
from a meeting at the White
House and that ‘it’s all over,’”
Porter recounted.

*“I said, ‘what do you mean?’

““He said ‘the President has
directed everyone to tell the
truth.” Those were his exact
words.

““He said ‘I had a meeting with
Mr. John Ehrlichman and I told
him the whole story and boy was
he really shocked'...words to
that effect.”

U.S. Atty. Harold Titus has
announced that one of the
Watergate principals has
already agreed to plead guilty.
Sources say that individual is
Magruder.

Former campaign treasurer
Hugh W. Sloan Jr. said in
testimony Wednesday and
Thursday that Magruder tried
to persuade him to commit
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perjury by scaling down the
$199,000 he had given Liddy.
Sloan said Magruder first
suggested a figure in the $80,000-
$85,000 range, then $40,000-
$45.000. Sloan said he refused.

Sloan said his refusal to go
along with the plan cost him
friends at the re-election

committee.
He also said it became ob-

vious to him early this year that

no effort was being made to
purge people involved in
Watergate.

““There was certainly no at-
tempt, even at that point, to take
these people out of the picture,”

Sloan testified.
By that time, five of the men

involved in the burglary and
bugging had pleaded guilty and
two had been convicted in the
January trial-partly on the
testimony of Porter and
Magruder who disavowed any
knowledge of Liddy’s activities.

The 32-year-old Sloan told the
senators that after refusing to
lie or be silent about money that
went for the break-in at
Democratic Party headquar-
ters, he went to see President

South Vietnam refuses to sign
any new cease-fire agreements

SAIGON (AP) — The South
Vietnamese government an-
nounced Thursday it does not
intend to sign any new ceasefire
agreements drawn up in Paris
by the United States and North
Vietnam.

A second round of talks on
bringing an end to the present
Vietnam cease-fire violations
has been under way in the
French capital between Henry
A. Kissinger and Hanoi’s Le Duc
Tho since Wednesday.

After the announcement by
the Saigon government, the U.S.
presidential adviser called off a
planned morning session with
Tho but showed up for the
scheduled afternoon meeting
smiling and jovial. He said he
canceled the morning session
because ‘‘we just needed more
time to prepare something.”’ He

did not say what.

The South Vietnamese an-
nouncement raised the question
in some quarters that the
government of President
Nfuyen Van Thieu might be
doubtful about documents that
could result from the Kissinger-
Tho meetings.

The announcement came
from the government
spokesman, Bui Bao Truc, who
said: “We are not going to sign
anything."”

According to the South
Vietnamese, the cease-fire
documents signed on Jan. 27
were valid enough and the new
sessions in Paris were prompted
only by what they called the
truce violations by the Viet Cong
and North Vietnamese.

Saigon’s announcement
followed a meeting of the South
Vietnamese's National Security
Council and Thieu.

Thieu later met for three
hours with U. S. Ambassador
Charles Whitehouse.

It was after the Thieu-
Whitehouse meeting that
Kissinger and Tho opened their
delayed session.

It had been reported earlier
that the Kissinger-Tho
negotiations were aimed at
exploring methods to im-
plement the original agreement
rather than renegotiate or
amend it. These reports also
said that the Saigon government
had agreed in principle on 11
points in the original agreement
which should be implemented
but offered counterproposals on
how this should be done.

The Saigon government and
the Viet Cong have been dead-
locked both in the two-party
Joint Military Commission
talks aimed at stopping the
shooting and bloodshed and also
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in the bilateral political
negotiations in Paris.
Agreements on these matters
should have been concluded
months ago, under the timetable
set forth in the original accords.

A Viet Cong radio broadcast
Thursday night accused Saigon
government forces of con-
ducting nearly 300 ‘‘land-
grabbing operations” in the first
10 days of May. It also accused
the U. S. and Saigon of carrying
out more than 50 air strikes
against Viet Cong-controlled
zones in Fouth Vietnam. The U.
S. has repeatedly denied that it
1s conducting air strikes in
Vietnam, which are prohibited
by the original agreement.

Agricultural economics will
assume international aspects
this summer as 12 officials of
the Bank of Mexico attend a
two-week short course in
agricultural finance and farm
management at Tech July 15-28.

The short course will include
classroom study, seminars and
field trips to financial in-
stitutions and farms to
familiarize the Mexican
bankers with agricultural
finance at all levels, according
to Dr. Mark Fowler, chairman
of the department of
agricultural economics at Tech.

The course was designed by
four professors of agricultural
economics, Dr. Rex Kennedy,
chairman of the short course,
and Drs. Tom Bell, Billy
Freeman, and Kenneth Young.

Materials for the course will
be available in English and Sp-
anish. Interpreters and tran-
slation services will be
available to the participants,
said Kennedy.

The Mexican bankers will
study the mechanics of farm
and ranch budgeting and will
have a field trip to collect data
for use in the compilation of a
farm budget for the course.

ON ONE GROUP
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White House now labels releases as
‘not printed at government expense’

WASHINGTON (AP) - Sen-
sitivity prompted by the
Watergate scandal has led the
White House to label its most
recent ‘‘communications
mailing” to editors and
broadcasters, ‘not printed or
distributed at government
expense.”

Kenneth Clawson, White
House deputy director of
communications, said all such
mass mailings have routinely
been paid for by the Republican
National Committee since
President Nixon took office in
1969. He said the disclaimer of
federal finanacing is now being
used because of the climate
generated by Watergate
disclosures.

A fact sheet on Nixon’s em-
battled reorganization plan to
create a centralized drug law
enforcement agency within the
Justice Department was mailed
to several hundred editors and
broadcasters by Clawson on

May 31.
A covering message signed by

Clawson on a White House
letterhead bore a printed
disclaimer of government
financing at the bottom of the
sheet. The packet contained
nothing to suggest that the
Republican National Committee
was footing the bill.

Herbert Klein, who is
resigning as Nixon’s director of
communications, said he
initiated the policy of national
committee financing of mass
decision, Klein said he wanted
to bend over backwards lest
anyone accused the ad-
ministration of distributing
propaganda at goverament
expense.

NEW YORK (AP) - Financier
John L. Loeb was fined $3,000
today for persuading employes
to contribute to Sen. Hubert
Humphrey’s 1972 presidential
campaign and then reimbursing
them.

Federal Judge John Canella
imposed no prison term on the
70-year-old senior partner in the
Wall Street investment firm of
Loeb, Rhoades & Co. He could
have gotten three years.

“I can only repeat that the
violation was totally innocent
and unwitting,”” Loeb told the
judge about the disguised
contributions. It was the first
prosecution of a campaign
donor under a federal law that
became effective April 7, 1972.

Loeb had pleaded ‘“‘no con-
test” to charges involving three
employes for a total of $18,000.
The plea subjects him to the
penzlty without admitting guilt.

He originally was charged
with soliciting contributions
from nine employes and paying
them back a total of $148,000.
The other counts were dropped.

A philanthropist who has
contributed more than $1
million to Harvard University,
Loeb is a Republican, but
headed a fund-raising com-
mittee for the late Democratic
President Lyndon B. Johnson.

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Spacewalkers open

jammed power wing

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) Two Skylab
spacewalkers opened a jammed

solar power wing Thursday
during a bold and wun-
precedented space repair job.

Their orbiting laboratory im-
mediately received a boost in
electricity.

“One lousy little bolt in the
center”’ of a one-inch aluminum
strap had jammed the wing,
Skylab Commander Charles
“Pete’’ Conrad Jr. said.

The wing snapped into place
and the three solar power panels
in it unfolded partially. Mission
Control said two of the three
panels were 40 per cent
deployed and the other about 30
per cent. Officials said this was
enough to charge eight unused
batteries aboard Skylab,
providing a significant boost in
the workshop’s power.

Astronauts Conrad and Dr.
Joseph P. Kerwin reported the
successful repair job after being
out of radio contact with
Mission Control for more than
an hour.

Mission Control experts made
plans to turn the panels into full
sunlight to warm motors that
might make the panels unfold
further.

Conrad said he and Kerwin
freed the wing by cutting
through the aluminum strap
that had kept them tied down in
a malfunction shortly after
launch last month. They used a
pair of bolt cutters attached to a
long pole.

Skylab’s third crewman, Paul
J. Weitz, remained inside the
space station during the almost
three-hour space walk. He
beamed to earth television
views of his crewmates.

The repair effort began about
noon EDT when Conrad,
muffled in a white space suit
and attached to a long rope-like
tether which provided him with
air, opened a hatch and drifted
into space.

The astronauts assembled
five-foot lengths of rod into a 25
foot pole topped with the bolt
cutters. Conrad said the
assembly went ‘‘superslick.”

The only self-service Exxon
statiom in town ~is- limiting
customers to 10 gallons each.

“The manager told me
Monday we could only sell each
customer 10 gallons at a time,”
said Mike Pulaski, attendant at
the station.

“But it's crazy. If they drive
around the block, we have to let
them have another 10 gallons.”

A few customers get angry, he
said. - “Some of them  have
driven off, saying they could
find a. station that would sell
them all they wanted.

“Even if all the stations
limited sales to 10 gallons, it
wouldn’t work. All you have do
is go to the next station and get
another 10 gallons. If they go
around the block and come back
here, 1 can’t stop them.”

Stoke Holmes, Exxon
supervisor of retail sales in the
Central Texas area, said he has
heard of other stations rationing
gasoline in the Austin area.

Holmes said one station
manager tells his customers,
“If you'll take just five gallons,
I'll give you double stamps.”

The Austin City Council
established a hotline Wed-
nesday for reports, even
anonymous reports, of flagrant
use of electricty from 7:45 a.m.
to 5 p.m.

Coastal States Gas Producing
Co. has cut its natural gas
supply to Austin by 40 per cent.
The city uses the gas to generate
electricity.

The council has asked citizens
to cut their electricity con-

sumption by 30 per cent, but
thus far it has not worked.
Among the council’s

suggestions are the setting of air

Nixon nominates Kelley
as new FBI director

By FRANK CORMIER

WASHINGTON (AP)
President Nixon Thursday
nominated Kansas City Police
Chief Clarence M. Kelley to be
permanent director of the FBI,
saying Kelley will give the
agency ‘‘strong independent
leadership.”

The 61-year-old Kelley spent
21 years with the FBI before
becoming police chief of the
Missouri city in 1961. Atty. Gen.
Elliot L. Richardson told
reporters he felt Kelley's FBI
service would satisfy the many
senior officials of the agency
who had urged Nixon to pick a
director from their own ranks.

Morale within the FBI has
been shaky for some months.

J. Edgar Hoover, who had run
the FBI for 47 years, died 13

months ago.

L. Patrick Gray III, a retired
Navy officer, was named acting
director and then nominated for
the permanent job. But Gray
resigned April 26 following
disclosure that he had destroyed
materials taken from the White
House safe of Watergate con-
spirator E. Howard Hunt Jr.

William D. Ruckelshaus now
is caretaker chief of the agency
and\will remain until Kelley is
confirmed by the Senate.

Posing for pictures with the
tall, gray-haired Kelley, Nixon
said an exhaustive search for a
new FBI chief had finally been
narrowed to 27 candidates and
that Kelley was judged to be the
best of the lot.

Kelley, credited with helping
to produce a 25 per cent drop in
Kansas City’s crime rate in the

past four years, told reporters
he would work to foster close
cooperation among federal,
state and local law enforcement
agencies in order to mount
“concerted attacks on crime.”

Kelley’s zeal for providing the
Kansas City police department
with the latest in law en-
forcement technology has
caused him to be likened to
comic strip cop Dick Tracy.

A native of Kansas City,
Kelley joined the FBI in 1940
and with time out for service as
a Navy officer in World War II,
served until retiring in 1961 as
special agent in charge of the
FBI field office in Memphis.

When a reporter asked Kelley
in Nixon's presence to disclose
his political affiliation, if any,
the President interjected,
“Don’t tell them. We don’t even
know.”

Flack will perform

in television special

NEW YORK (AP) - The first
time ever I saw Roberta Flack’s
face she was singing before a
packed house at Mr. Henry's, a
small night club a few blocks
from Capitol Hill in Washington,
L

That was in 1968. Come June
19, she'll be singing to a national
audience as the star of her own
first TV special, a half-hour
ABC show called ‘‘Roberta
Flack . . . the First Time Ever.”

It should be excellent, if her
past performances are any
guide.

I have to confess I've been a
Roberta Flack cheerleader
since her Mr. Henry's days. At
that time, she had a small,
enthusiastic army of fans that
included both politicians and
established performers.

She sang beautifully, played
fine jazz piano and occasionally
conducted the best sing-along
any saloon probably will ever
hear. It wasn't simple bar-
bershop quartet stuff, either.

She'd announce a song, then
assign sections of the audience
fairly hard contrapuntal har-
mony parts, the kind that weave
around the main tune. It usually
sounded great.

Since leaving Mr. Henry’s,
Miss Flack has racked up one
best-selling album and three hit
records.

An Asheville, N.C., native
whose family moved to Virginia
when she still was young, she’s a
classically trained pianist, a
graduate of Howard Univer-
sity’s music school and a former
school teacher.

In addition to her performing
and composing, she owns two
music publishing firms and is a
partner in a production com-
pany with singer Donny
Hathaway, with whom she
recorded her ‘‘Where is Love”
hit of last year.

What does she think about
doing her own TV special?

“Well, naturally I think it's
great, although to be honest
about it I don’t know that much
about television,” said Flack,

who lives in Alexandria, Va. “‘I
know nothing about TV
production.

“We worked very hard on the
show, but what it all boils down
to is that we realy had to trust
the people who produced and
directed it.”

She said the hardest thing to
get used to was that the show,
taped in the Los Angeles area,
called for occasional stops and
restarts of a song when the
performance called for a
change in location.

“T"'m used to singing a song all
the way through, even when I'm
learning a new one, and it took
some mental adjustments,’” she
said.

Equal treatment
may decrease

criminal rates

HUNTSVILLE, Tex. (AP) -
Equal treatment under the law
could be the beginning of a
reduction in crime, a New York

district attorney told a
criminology seminar here
Thursday.

“Couple equality under the
law and dignity and you will
have the greatest advance in
justice in our history,” said
William Cahn in a presentation
at Sam Houston  State
University.

““To reduce crime we have to
build respect for the laws that
‘weexpect people to obey,” Cahn
Ssaid. .
~ The -Long Island, N. Y,
district attorney outlined
several changes in the crimial
justice system that he said
would bring about more ef-
ficient law and order for the
nation.

““There is no question in my
mind that penal reform is an
absolute necessity if we are
going to achieve any Kkind of
sanity in this country,” he said.

“I do not consider jail a place
for rehabilitation. A man cannot
be rehabilitated in a cage. The
prisoner should be deprived of
his liberties in jail, but not his
dignities.”

The summary showed the
plan contained provisions for
illegal entry by federal agents,
examining mail before delivery,
monitoring overseas telephone
and telegraph circuits and more
college ‘‘campus sources,’” The
Times said.

Huston's summary, repor-
tedly sent to former White
House chief of staff H. R.
Haldeman, also noted that
surreptitious entry by federal
agents ‘“‘amounts to burglary,”
The Times said.

The Times said the plan was
approved by Nixon through
Haldeman in July 1970 after
Hustan told Haldeman: ‘“‘We
don't want the President linked
to this thing with his signature
on paper...because all hell
would break loose if this thing
leaks out.”

Nixon acknowledged in a
statement issued May 22 that
the plan contained a provision
for surreptitious entry by
federal agents but said he
rescinded his approval of the
plan five days after ordering it
put into operation.

But Nixon gave no hint that
the committee that recom-

mended lifting
restrictions against breaking
and entering by intelligence
agents also warned that the
‘““use of this technique is clearly
illegal,” The Times said.

The Times said the document
backed up its recommendation
for surreptitious entry by saying
the FBI ‘‘used to conduct such
operations with great success”
and that the information thus
provided was ‘“‘invaluable.”

Huston wrote a second
memorandum on July 15, 1970 to
J. Edgar Hoover, the late FBI
director, and the heads of three
federal intelligence agencies to
inform them to approval of the
plan, The Times also reported.

Hoover ‘‘went through the
roof”” when he read the memo
because he felt it was a threat to
his authority at the FBI, ac-
cording to a participant in the
preparation of the report who
was quoted by The Times.

The third Huston memo
provided Haldeman with
background on the Interagency
Committee on Intelligence’s
deliberations and with a
strategy for securing Hoover’s
cooperation, The Times said.
