TV Channel Grant 
Blocked by FCC 

Grant of TV channel 5 in Lub-
bock to Texas Tech was blocked 
yesterday by the Federal Com-
munications Commission. 

Millard F. French, FCC exam-
iner, had recommended the grant-
ing of the VHF channel to Tech 
for the operation of a non-com-
mercial educational station. 

Marshall L. Pennington. vice 
president and Comptroller said 
that he had not been informed 
of the action. 

In holding up final action the 
commission said that it was In-
terested in proposals of Lubbock's 
two competing commercial sta-
tions to help with the firiancing 
of the Tech station. The stations 
are  KCBD-TV and KDUB-TV. 
• The commission may also recon-
sider the American Broadcasting 
Companys' protest that the grant-
ing of channel 5 to Tech would 
kill any chance of  an  ABC net-
work outlet in Lubbock. ABC's 
protest had been previously over-
ruled.

Tech's Building Rate 
Continues to be High 
(Editor's note: This Is the se-
cond in a series of articles THE 
TOREADOR is presenting to fill 
Terhsans in on Tech's building 
progriun — past and present.

There are 185 structures cost-
ing from $50 to $1,500,000 apiece 
scattered over the Tech campus. 

Included in the group are struc-
tures that are built by state funds 
and those that the college must 
raise money to build. 

THE FIRST GROUP includes 
all structures used directly for ed-
ucational purposes. 

The second group includes those 
structures, such as dormitories, 
College Bookstore Tech Union, 

J Casa Linda and Jones Stadium. 
that are self-supporting and not 
used for a direct educational pur-
pose. 

The first group has 164 struc-
tures included in it and the sec-
ond group has 21. 

A FIVE-CENT ad valorem tax, 
collected by the state, is used to 
build the first group, while bonds 
are generally used to finance the 
building of the last. 

Two new men's dormitories will 
be added to the second group next 
year. 

At the end of 1925, Tech's first 
year of existence, Tech had built  a 
beef cattle shed, four farm resi-
dences,  a  farm residence garage, 
the stock judging arena, 13 poul-
try houses, Textile Engineering, 
Home Economics and the Presi-
dent's Home for  a  total of 24 con-
structions. 

THE TRADITION of building 
all buildings in Spanish Renais- 

sane style had been initiated. 
Contrary to popular belief, the 

"Barn" (old gym) is not the oldest 
building on the Tech campus. It 
was built in 1926. The  new  gym 
opens next month. 

Other major structures built in 
1926 are College Bookstore re-
modeled in 1948 and again in 
1956) and Speech building. 

WEST ENGINEERING  was 
built in 1928 and Chemistry  in 
1929. 

The first dormitories were con-
structed in 1934 — Doak and 
West. 

Casa Linda (recently torn down 
to make  room  for the  new  wo-
mens' dorm) followed in 1937, 
Sneed in 1938 and Drane in 1939. 

The Library, to be replaced. 
in the  near  future, was built in 
1938. 

JOURNALISM was built in 1941, 
and Agriculture in 1942. 

1997 was  a  bumper year for 
Tech expansion  as  the old infirm-  : 
ary, Horn, Knapp, Gordon, Bled-
soe Rec Hall and Jones Stadium' 
were completed 

Jones Stadium will be remo-• 
deled in the near future and the 
old infirmary was replaced last 
year by the sparkling new Len. 
and Harriet McClellan Infirm-
ary. 

THE MUSEUM was added to 
the growing list of Tech buildings 
in 1949. 

1951 was another bumper year 
as Agricultural Engineering, East 
Engineering, Music, Science and 
Tech Union were built. 

The most recent dormitory,  New 
Womens' Dorm No.  5  was added 
this year. 

I 	Co-Ed

Each co-ed, during her years in 
college, becomes somewhat of an 
artist, though she may he any-
thing from a BA major to an 
elementary education major. This 
artistic ability usually  can  only 
be seen in the various notebooks 
of a co-ed and may consist of 
hearts, Greek letters, names, and 
modern designs that she has per-
fected semester by semester. 

Her ability grows over her four 
years in college according to the 
number of eight o'clock classes, 
head-nodding lectures, and mono-
tone-voiced professors. Her artist-
ry can be seen in the margin of 
her notes. or it may even be 
that her notes can be seen in the 
margins of her artistry. There 
can also be a sort of community 

artistry, such as in those 	col- 

lege classroom games of tic-tac-

toe and dots. 
These games are usually played 

on rows toward the back of the 
room, for one must be more sub-
tle on the front row. Now, it the 
co-ed has  no  artistic inclinations;

literary material such as letters 
to  relatives and friends and 
themes that  are  due either that 
same period  or  the next hour. 

All in all, this classroom acti-
vity gives -the co-ed-a -chance for 
self-expression. a vent for her 
emotions,  a  chance for her to 
grow in literary and artistic gen-
ius — and a chance for an F  on 
the next test. 
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AN IDEA for a possible location for the 
new library which we haven's heard of-

ficially discussed, but which offers several 
unusual possibilities is the Museum. 

Building the library where the Mu-
seum now is would involve some unique 
complications and aspects in the con-
struction and some complications con-
cerning the Museum property itself. 

However, by the factors considered 
in discussing other poossible locations, 
this location would add up well. These 
are efficiency of location, the leaving of 
College avenue open, harmony of cam-
pus layout and conflict with downtown 
commercial interests. 

But first, what would be the con-
struction complications and aspects, and 
how would it be necessary to go about 
building the library at the Museum loca-
tion. 

The major complication would be 
the Rotunda mural, located just inside 
the main entrance to the Museum. This 
magnificent painting is one of the finest 
in the Southwest. It is obvious, since 
the painting is on the walls of the Rotun-
da, it would be all but impossible to move 
or tear down the building without des-
troying the mural. 

The value of the mural is priced not 
only in dollars. Itt has an aesthetic value 
that is priceless. So it would be more 
than insane to destroy this mural. 

The only way possibly not to des-
troy it would be to leave the building, or 
at least the Rotunda, intact. Then the 
library building could be constructed 
either as an extension of the present build-
ing, or the Rotunda could be left and a 
building built from it. 

The Rotunda could then be the en-
trance to the new library. This would 
furnish a truly distinctive aspect. It 
could be a thing to set Tech's library 
apart from those of other schools. It 
would add much to the new library in 
beauty. In fact, it could even become a 
distinct pleasure to go to the library. And 
one thing is for certain. More Tech-
sans would see the mural than do now 
at its location in the Museum. For out-
of-town people who come with inten-
tions of seeing the mural, there would be 
no particular inconvenience to them in

With a crooked cue — or no cue at all? 

In the Tech Games Room there are 
three billard tables and two snooker ta-
bles. Usually, three or four people are 
playing at these tables throughout the 
day. There are now fourteen cues avail-
able for use. The biggest majority of 
them are as crooked as a snake in a thick 
bamboo patch. 

Both billiards and snooker are games 
of precision and skill, and a person can-
not shoot his best when he is looking down 
a cue that reminds him of a middle lane 
of a highway going around a hill. 

Stacked over in a corner of the 
games room are 13 cues which are be-
yond repair. In a rack behind the coun-
ter are 14 cues getting new tips, which, 
incidentally, aren't expected to stay on. 

The cues in the games room are so 

coming to the library instead of the Mu-
seum. 

And where to put the Museum? It 
has been explained that Tech will expand 
to the west. The Museum could be relo-
cated either to the west or to one side of 
the campus. For instance, from the 
viewpoint of convenience to visitors and 
for much needed parking space, the 
building could be located behind the Col-
iseum. The highway there would give 
easy access and there also would be more 
room for parking. 

As for building problems, it would 
not seem to be too difficult to simply 
build out on the present structure. The 
building goes out in two wings. These 
could be built out and up with sideward 
expansion if needed. From this stand-
point, this location would seem very 
practical. 

Further, this location would leave 
the Broadway entrance open to Tech stu-
dents and faculty. There would be no in-
convenience of driving around to side 
entrances for students and faculty living 
in the section between Fourth and Nine-
teenth streets toward town. Also, down-
town commercial interests would not be 
hurt by cutting the live connection that 
direct traffic affords between Tech and 
the city of Lubbock. 

This location would be sufficiently 
efficient as far as population centers of 
Tech student and faculty and class build-
ings are concerned. The library would be 
on the east side of campus. This would 
be inconvenient to students living in 
dorms to the west, but it woud be con-
venient for students living in town. 

And there would be no question of 
the location harmonizing with campus 
layout. 

Perhaps the largest weakness of this 
location would be the parking problem. 
It is difficult to see where a parking lot 
might be placed near the building for 
off-campus students, as the surounding 
area already is filled with buildings and 
dorm parking areas. 

The Museum location has many in-
tangible complications such as owner-
ship of the Rotunda mural and others, 
but, on the whole as far as technical con-
struction and location problems are con-
cerned, it might well be an excellent lo-
cation. 

old they cannot be expected to last much 
longer. They were first used when the 
pool room was in the Union, and then 
they were transferred to the present site. 

The crookedness of the cues now be-
ing used is not to be attributed to the 
players, but to the racks. The racks now 
in use hold the cues at the bottom and at 
a point a little above the middle. To 
properly hold the cues, racks should be 
constructed to hold them at three points 
—the bottom, above the middle and at 
the top. 

Each table in the Games Room 
takes in 60 cents an hour while in use, 
and they are used constantly. It seems 
that this revenue could go to a good 
cause. 

We suggest that the Union Director 
look into this shortage and crookedness of 
cues and faulty racks and make a favor-
able decision.

The records that completed the M 

collection were presented to the 

Museum last spring by the Mat- 

ador Land and Cattle Company RO TC 

from Dundee, Scotland. 

Arriving last spring, the records 
came in 30 large boxes that were 
shipped from Scotland. These re-
cords completed the collection that 
was begun 27 years ago when 
Dr. Bailey Carroll received per-
mission to bring the records to 
Tech from the old Matador lianch 
some near Motley County. 

The American Headquarters re-
cords have been in Denver sit, t , 

 1919. They include correspondeng 
books, ranch manager's repel 
and other information. These It.tt 
been added to the previous coli,. 
lion from 1887 to 1952. 

The Matador Empire began 
1978, when A. M. Britton enteitH 
into  a  partnership with H. II. 
Campbell. Campbell had purchased 
a small herd of cattle an had 
made his headquarters in an aban-
doned dugout at Ballard Springs 
in Motley County.
