DALLAS, Nov. 1 (AP)—The lop 

Texas officer of the National 
Assn. for The Advancement of 
Colored People today told his fol-
lowers that "no people has ever 
been liberated without the shed-
ding of blood."

College students taking the 
third biennial European history 
tour sponsored by the Texas Tech 
history department have that op-
portunity. 

The complete six-week tour, 
which will begin June 6 and last 
until July 16, will take place 
during the first summer session 
at Tech. Participants will return 
in time to register for the se-
cond session, stated Dr. W. M.

Those taking the tour will en-
roll in two European history 
courses (History 3314 and 3315). 
Academic work on the tour will 
consist of lectures and slides on 
the historic centers to be visited.

The exact amount will be deter-
mined by the number going on the 
trip. 

The Tech group will fly via 
K.L.M. Royal Dutch Airlines from 
Houston to Amsterdam, Holland, 
on June 6. They will travel in 
Europe and Great Britain by bus 
and train. 

After touring Holland they will 
move on to Brussels, Belgium, 
where they will visit the World's 
Fair, and then go on to Cologne, 
Germany. Next on the schedule 
will be a trip up the Rhine River 
to Wiesbaden and visits to Frank-
fort, Heidelburg, Munich and Inns-
bruck. 

Two days will be spent tour-
ing Venice, Italy, before they visit 
Florence, Rome and Naples, near-
by Pompeii and the Isle of Capri. 

The group will tour Nice in 

Southern France and visit Mona-
co before traveling up the Rhone 
Valley for a tour-day stay in 
Paris. After traveling to Geneva. 
Switzerland, the students will go 
by train and steamer to London. 
England, for another four - day  
visit.

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'Fast Swimming Pool' 
Boosts Meets, Classes 

The new pool has a new style smell of chlorine in the water 
ventilation system that erases all and makes the swimmer feel  as  if 

he were swimming in  an  outdoor 
pool. 

Pool dimensions are 75 feet by 
42 feet and there is  a  gutter 
all around the pool with adequate 
depth to provide proper sanita-
tion and less splashing of water. 

"I'm sure you have heard of a 
fast race track? Well, we have 
what is called  a  fast swimming 
pool," Kireilis said. 

He went on to explain that 
the pool would be exceptionally 
fast because  of  the new type gut-
ter system and lane markers in 
the water. Both of these features 
will make the water more calm, 
thus providing faster swimming. 

The pool is the only facility for 
women in the natatorium, as they 
will occupy the old gym for other 
physical education classes. They 
will be permitted to use the pool 
as much  as  they desire, however. 

Kireilis said that several SWC 
dual meets will be held in the 
pool this year. He is making an 
effort to line the meets up with 
the basketball games dates. This 
will provide fans  a  chance to see 
a swimming meet in the after-
noon  and then the basketball game 
that night. ID cards will be good 
for admission to the dual meets. 

The Natatorium will offer re-
gular recreation swim hours with 
no charge to the student. Facul-
ty members are urged to take 
part in the Natatorium-Gymna-
sium activities when facilities are 
not being used by the students. 

The gym area will include two 
74 foot and  one  94 foot basketball 
courts for the  use  of varsity, in-
tramural teams, and men's phy-
sical education classes. 

Other facilities in the natator-
ium are a locker room, check 
out room, drying room, staff of-
fices, two classrooms and a wo-
men's locker adjacent to the pooL 

Gymnastic room, wrestling 
room, weight lifting room and 
handball courts were originally 
planned, but were cut out because 
of lack of funds, Kireilis said.

Before reporters were barred, 
Dixie had told the meeting there 
had been no settlement in the vio-
lence-torn strike "and as far as 
we can see there will be no settle-
ment." 

... NAACP 
termed  three  "legitimate weapons" 
—the  vote, negotiation and legal 
action. 

Branch members from all parts 
of the state gathered for the 3-
day session to map out political 
strategy  and regroup their forces. 

The Texas NAACP, restrained 
from engaging in certain activ-
ities by a state court earlier this 
year, switched its convention site 
from Longview to Dallas after 
bumping into opposition in the 
East Texas city. 

"Nothing  remains for us but 
the  courts,"  Hall said. "They are 
for honest people. Use them." 

Taking verbal pokes at the pre-
vious state administration, he 
said, "although we have had the 
worst, hostile race - hating gover-
nor and attorney general in of-
fice  we have ever had, we actu-
ally have desegrated at least 125 
schools below the college level 
in Texas. 

"As of now we have elected in 
Texas  a  good attorney general, 
Will Wilson, and another hostile 
governor, Price Daniel," Hall ad-
ded. 

"There are yet some 1,700 
schools to be desegregated," he 
said. "Often  a  school board might 
actually desire to be sued. They 
think that you are right but un-
popular." 

The outgoing chief executive of 
the  Texas branch told delegates 
they must lead their race in an 

•intensive  poll tax campaign and 
keep  their people informed by 
urging them to read newspapers 
and listen to radio and television. 

"Most of the press is fair and 
will print your side of the story 
if  for  no other reason than to 
sell  their papers," Hall said. 

Following Hall's address, the 
parley heard a 6-point report sub-
mitted by an NAACP ministers 
conference held earlier. The re-
commendations urged Negro 
churches to offer financial aid 
to the NAACP and better liaisons 
work between majority and min-
ority  racial groups. 

44 states and three provinces 
in Canada. 

Members of the association, at 
the present time, include 44 states, 

Alaska and Canada. In the years 
since World War II representa-

tives from European countries 
have attended the annual meet-
ings. 

As an outgrowth of interchange 
between the association and Euro-
pean countries, the organization 
has been asked this year to read 
and pass upon Standards of the 
National Scheme for Comprehen-

Wiggins is backed up by half-
back Duane Wood who gave the 
Raiders plenty of trouble last year. 

BUT probably the Aggies most 
dangerous weapon is their pass-
ing attack. They have two fine 
passers in quarterbacks Dick Soer-
gel and Dave Cross and several 
excellent receivers in ends Jon 
Evans, Jack Motley, Jim Wood 
and Don Hitt. 

In the line the Raiders hold a

Tiger Coach Dies 
PRINCETON, N. J., Nov. 1 

(AP)—Charles W. Caldwell Jr., 
Princeton's football coach since 
1945 and before that one of the 
university's finest all-around, 
athletes. died today in Princeton 
Hospital. He was 56. 

A university spokesman said the 
cause of death was cancer. Cald-
well was given a leave of absence 
from his coaching duties Sept. 23, 
less than a week before the start 
of the football season. He was 
taken to the hospital last Monday 
and placed in an oxygen tent. He 
had been confined to his home, al-
though he made a brief visit to 
Palmer Stadium to talk to the 
team just before the first game.

Upset Minded Hogs 
& Mustangs Today

Texas A&M and Texas, hurry-

ing toward a showdown in South-
west Conference football, could hit 
slowing down snags Saturday if 
that grinning tormentor, Upset, 
got in some agonizing licks. 

BUT CERTAINLY the stage is 
set for the little guy with the 
forked tongue to do his stuff. 
faxes A&M meets Arkansas at 
Fayetteville  on  Homecoming Day. 
Texas battles Southern Methodist 
at Dallas  on  a similar occasion. 

AND adding to the grim re-
minder that this is the upset stage 
of an otherwise pretty much fol-
low form campaign, Arkansas and 
Southern Methodist are making 
their last stands. Each must wain 
or forever hold his peace. 

THE TWO games will be send-
ing three of the nation's top-
. asked teams into combat. Texas 
A&M, undefeated in  one  and six-
tenths seasons, is ranked No.  1 
in the country right now. Arkan-
sas, which has lost only  one  game 
this year,  is  No.  11.  Texas, which 
dropped two but has decided those 
were mistakes, is ranked No. 13. 

SOUTHERN 9IETHODLST 
which has beaten only California, 
tied  one  and lost two, isn't men-
tioned in the top 20—or 50 for 
that matter — but represents a 
tough challenge for the young 
Texas team that's bound  to  do 
something wrong again eventual-
ly. Just to show you how Texas 
and Southern Methodist battle 
each other, consider the fact that 
in three years there has been only 
two points difference. They tied 
13-13 in 1954, Texas won 19-18 
in 1955 and SMU eked out 20-19 
in 1956. 

TEXAS A&M and Texas have 
won two conference games and the 
battles Saturday represent half 
the race for the championship. 

COMPARISONS indicate Ark-
ansas is virtually equal to A&M. 
Arkansas beat Texas Christian 
20-7 and Baylor 20-17. A&M dow-
ned Texas Christian 7-0 and wal-
loped Baylor 14-0. 

TEXAS would appear superior 
to SMU. The Longhorns have 
just finished trimming Rice 19-14 
and Rice beat Southern Metho-
dist 27-21. 

BAYLOR and Texas Christian, 
who sadly look over their records 
and find they already are out 
of the race, clash at Waco. Bay-
lor is the most dismal outfit in 
the league. It was supposed to be 
fighting for the champion-
ship about now but flopped be-
cause of injuries, illness and ina-
bility to move fast enough. Texas 
Christian is exceeding expecta-
tions. The Horned Frogs, inex-
perienced but willing, are as tough 
as they come. 

IT'S HOMECOMING at Baylor 
though and the Golden Bears, 
burned up over the jibes of the 
fans, could become what they 
were expected to be, at least for 
a day. 

BICE, CHAGRINED over an un-
expected licking from the Texas 
Teenagers, will be trying to add 
to the league's already terrific 
intersectional record. The Owls 
play a most dangerous Clemson 
at Houston Saturday night. Cle-
mson beat South Carolina 13-0 and 
it was South Carolina that dow-
ned Texas 27-21.

THAT MIGHT be taken  as  a 
tongue-in-cheek offer to let some. 
one else try it, because Oklahoma 
could be very rough at this stag( 
of the season. The Sooners suf• 
fared their narrowest escape it 
years last week, when they beat 
Colorado 14-13. and they lost then 
accustomed place at the top  of 
The Associated Press national 
poll rankings to Texas A&M. 

MERTES, however, says what 
he's talking about is the thrill a 
team  or a  coach, gets from play-
ing the best teams in football, ever 
if there's only a very slim chance 
of winning. 

ON THAT BASIS, not only Kan-
sas  State, but Arkansas, Michigan, 
Florida and Navy should derive 
considerable pleasure from today's 
games, win  or  lose. They're op-
posing the top five teams in the 
national ratings and at least a 
couple are conceded chances of 
registering upsets. 

THE K-STATE Wildcats, whc 
upended Iowa State last week, 
aren't expected to do much better 
than last year. when they took a 
66-0 drubbing from Oklahoma. The 
Sooners should bounce back from 
their close call and be stronger 
and  more  eager than ever. 

ARKANSAS, playing top-rated 
Texas A&M still is very much  in 
the running for the Southwest 
Conference title and the  Cotton 
Bowl bid. Although the Razor-
backs lost to rapidly improving 
Texas, they are ranked  11th na-
tionally and have one of  the 
strongest defenses of any college 
team. 

MICHIGAN, playing at home, 
is given an even chance against 
Iowa in the national TV game. 
The Wolverines recovered  from 
their drubbing  by  Michigan  State 
and last week belted Minnesota • 
right out of the running  for the  . 
Rose Bowl. Iowa. lucky to  beat 
Northwestern in the mud  last  I 
week, has to win this  one to  stay 
even with Ohio State, which faces 
the winless Wildcats of North-
western today. Both Iowa and 
Ohio State  are  unbeaten in Big 
Ten play. 

FLORIDA, with  a  3-1 record  so 
far, encounters fourth-ranked Au-
burn, the Southeastern Confer-
ence leader, in a battle of pro-
bationed powers. Both teams  are 
under NCAA probation for re-
cruiting violations and ineligible 
for bowl bids. 

NAVY, beaten only by North 
Carolina in  a  big surprise, encoun-
ters fifth-rated Notre Dame. 
There's a feeling in some quarters 
—even at South Bend—that Notre 
Dame's luck can't last indefinitely 
and it might run out against the 
Midshipmen. The all-winning Irish 
are about the  same  team that 
couldn't win last year. but great-
ly improved  on  defense. The ques-
tion is whether this defense is 
good enough to stop Tom Forest-
al's passing and Ned Oldham's 
runing — and whether Navy's first 
team  can  go the route. 

PAIRINGS for other teams 
ranked in the top ten are Michigan 
State  6  at Wisconsin, Duke 7 at 
Georgia Tech, Ohio State  8  vs. 
Northwestern, Army  9  vs. Colgate 
and North Carolina State 10 vs. 
Wake Forrest. 

IN A SEASON like this one,  it 
isn't safe to call any team  a  soft 
touch, but if there are any, North-
western and Wake Forest should 
provide them. President Eisenhow-
er and his 1915 West Point class-
mates are due to watch Army 
meet Colgate, a team that en-
gaged the Cadets in a wild 55-96 
affair last year.
