1 , 1.s, boarded the USS Palau, an 
itircraft carrier, at Norfolk, Va. 
on June 14. The ship was schedul-
ed to make a six-week cruise to 
Turkey and back home, but, say 
Grimes and Douglass. it didn't hap-
pen just that way. 

The Cruise activities were nor-
mal during the 15 days from Nor-
folk to Istanbul, but after four of 
the scheduled ten days there, the 
Palau was suddenly ordered out of 
port and given new operation or-
ders. The crew knew nothing of 
what was taking place until the 
ship dropped anchor in Haifa, Pal-
estine. New orders were to evacu-
ate the late Count Folke Berna-
dotte's staff and equipment from 
Haifa to Rhodes. Greece. 

With the exception of Count 
Bernadotte, who flew to his head-
quarters at Rhodes, his complete 
staff and all equipment, including 
20 jeeps, 3 radio trucks, and a light 
plane, was loaded aboard the Pa-
lau. The equipment had been dam-
aged by gunfire and firing could 
still be heard south of Haifa, re-
ported Grimes. 

Grimes said he had the pleasure 
of meeting Mrs. Bernadotte and 
her two sons at the beach in 
Rhodes, where he had been as-
signed from the ship as a life-
guard. 

After 12 days in Rhodes a new 
US staff boarded the Palau and 
was taken back to Haifa, From 
there the Palua started for home 
but was forced to stop at Malta to 
leave the ship's doctor and a pa-
tient. a polio victim, at the Royal 
Naval hospital there. The Palau 
arrived back in Norfolk on Aug. 7. 

Count Bernadotte wrote a letter 
to the personnel of the Palau ex-
pressing his gratitude for their 
aid, a copy of which was Inserted 
In the service records of Grimes 
and Douglass. 

Grimes is attached to the Naval 
training center on the campus. 
Douglass is a member of the in-
active naval reserve.

Mrs. Walker explained that the 
final report on Tech's member-
ship to the AAUW goes before the 
committee in December. She lidso 
explained the importance of this 
organization to the women stu-
dents. If Tech should become a 
member, graduate students will be 
qualified to participate in groups 
and organizations at other col-
leges and universities. 

"Theresponsibility in making 
the Tech campus the outstanding 
one for women in Texas rests with 
you,' Mrs. Walker told the dorm 
residents.

He 
pointed out that the Gallup Poll 
has found that there are rarely 
any significant changes between 
June and July as to the way vot-
ers will mark their ballots In the 
November elections. Lydgate said 
that poll surveys show that there 
is a fifty-fifty chance that the Re- 
publicans will lose control of the 
Senate in the forthcoming elec-
tions. The poll's election forecast.. 

A student proposal that the Bay-
lor-Tech game be made the offi-
cial out-of-town trip for the year 
has been voted down by the Stu-
dent Council, Clint Formby, presi-
dent, announced yesterday.

A staff of 1,000 interviewers cov-
er the country asking questions 
decided on by Lydgate, who works 
with Dr. George, Gallup of the 
American Institute of Public opin-
ion. The poll is supported by news-
papers publishing the poll's find-
ings and does no commercial work.

ment, registrar. 

"To glve the student a warning 
as to the quality of his work", 
stated Clement," Is the purpose of 
the system to be initiated next 
week when freshmen reports are 
due," 

"These grades will not become a 
permanent record. They will mere-
ly be an estimation at the time they 
are issued", explained Clement. 
Grades will be mailed to parents 
and students to avoid the dreaded 
lines and confusion in the regis-
trars office. 

Organizing the system will pro-
bably be slow, but machines will 
do the work promptly. Periodic 
grade averages will be submitted 
for students by each Instructor. 

In the past it has been possible 
for a student to be reported satis-
factory at mid-semester, and yet 
have a poor final average which, 
had he been aware of the situa-
tion, he might have Improved. 
Actual grades will be "more mean-
ingui to the student", the regis-
trar added, "than were vague re-
ports."

The Plague Continues ... 
Tech, since the war, has been plagued with traffic problems 

of one kind or another that just wouldn't quit. First, it was the 
problem of parking space, solved to a certain extent by provid-
ing graded parking areas. Then came the regulation of traffic 
and provision of safety lanes for the pedestrian . . . We called 
in the cops; finally managed to install traffic lights. 

Now that we have them, we're faced with the problem of 
making these traffic lights serve the purpose for which they 
were installed. Either lack of regulation, or lack of information 
concerning regulations has caused a great deal of confusion 
among both student and non-student drivers. 

Foremost of our needs is a definite understanding about right 
turns on red lights. A quick glance around the campus will 
show even the casual observer that several lights will lose their 
usefulness if right turns are allowed while the stop light is burn_ 
ing.

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Quiet Voting Zone ... 
Once again Tech has chosen its class officers. But these offi-

cers are more than mere student officials, existing in name only 
on the Tech campus. They are a symbol of Tech to the outside 
world. The positions merit attention to the responsibility they 
carry. 

These officers should not only possess the qualities of spirit 
and loyalty expected of the average Techsan. They shold be per-
sons qualified for leadership and willing to step forward and 
take an active part in directing campus life; making Tech a 
more pleasant place for the student to live and go to school. 

If even one of our new officers has any qualities of leader-
ship, however, the student body is getting more than it deserves.

The informa-
tion is passed out to the players 
and soon every player is familiar

Red Raiders Grapple 
With Bears Tonight

Dell Morgan's Red Raiders meet 
Bob Woodruff's Golden Bears to-
night at 8:00 p.m. in Memorial sta-
dium at Waco with the Raider. 
rated underdogs for their fourth 
straight game. The Raiders have 
duped the experts in two out of 
three tussles. The question is—
will they be able to upset the 
Bears? 

The Bears have played three 
games, beating Tulsa 42-19, play-
ing a 7-7 tie with Mississippi State 
and downing Arkansas 23-7. Tech 
has played four games, downing 
West Texas State 19-0, upsetting 
Texas A&M 20-14, losing a 41-6 
game to SMU, and upsetting Tulsa 
by a 41-20 score. The Bears are In 
the same position as last year 
when they beat the Raiders 32-6, 
then wound up in the Southwest 
Conference cellar with only one 
win, and that over Arkansas 17-9 
in a game just prior to meeting 
Tech. The Raiders are in better 
shape for this year's tussle, since 
last year at this time they had 
won 2, and lost 2 by large scores. 
If the respective scores over Tul-
sa could be used for a marker, 
Baylor has a two point advantage 
over Tech. 

Baylor has quite an advantage 
in line weight, the Bears being able 
to field a team with a line averag-
ing around 205 lbs. whereas Tech's 
line will only average around 191 
lbs. In the backfield, Woodruff 
seems to have shifted from a com-
bination of beef and brawn to 
the Georgia Tech style, featuring 
speed and deception. With Lyle 
Blackwood, George Simms, Frank 
Boydstun, and Hayden Fry, who 
handles the down-under position,  

the Bears will have more speed 
and deception than last year. 
George Simms made the record 
books last year when he tied for 
second In national pass-intercep-
tion-runback yards and came with-
in 7 yards of equalling the all-time 
record. In the passing department 
the Bears have Adrian Burke, a 
new passing sensation, who helped 
in completing 11 out of 20 pass at-
tempts against Mississippi State, 
and passed for Baylor's only touch-
down. 

In Tech we have the same situa-
tion as existed in three previous 
games. The team, although one of 
the best In their class, will meet a 
team, that has them outclassed 
and outweighed. In two of the 
three previous encounters sheer 
fighting spirit placed the Red 
Raiders on top. Even if Baylor 
wins and by a large score, they 
will still realize they have been In 
a scrap. Although not being too 
philosophical, a quote from Eddie 
Stanky, the Braves' sawed-off 
second baseman, fits our situation 
perfectly: "It's not the size of the 
man In the fight that counts, but 
the size of the fight in the man." 

Army and Notre Dame are neo-
phytes at this business of compil-
ing consecutive win streaks as wit-
ness the fabulous 1920-25 string of 
the incredible California Bears 
who went 54 games without finish-
ing on the short count. There were 
four ties Included in this skein.
