Information from Leigh Bureau 
discloses that Lydgate believes 
"public opinion is vital to Democ-
racy but polls of public opinion are 
farm from perfect. 'Sampling' polls 
are the best means of discovering 
quickly what the nation thinks 
about any important public ques-
tion." 

"Answers to the Gallup Poll 
questions may he hasty, long-
winded, glib, profound, cockeyed, 
or wise, but added up, they make 
good sense", maintains Lydgate. 
"Now. more than e, he says, ver" 
"the people doubt, compare, and 
evaluate. They are not nearly so 
gullible as they're supposed to be." 

Lydgate, who has "been feeling 
the pulse of the nation for more 
than a decade", asks questions in 
the poll about anything from po-
litical problems to life after death 
opinions. He asserts. "Throw the 
people a• fast question and they'll 
answer you with another —only 
faster." 

A year of illness ended his teach- 
ing career, and the Kindels rode 
out the last years of the depres-
sion barnstorming with small road 
shows and circuses. Kindel spent 
his spare time working out with 
the 124th Texas National Guard 
Cavalry hand, and enlisted witls 
this group in 1940. 

Back in service again, Kindel 
was sent to El Paso and Ft. 

A war job 
in Ypsilanto, Mich., came next, un-
til Kindel saved enough money to 
buy a home in Brownwood, where 
he -and the present Mrs. Kindel 
lived while he attended Brown-
wood junior college. He was band 
director at La Feria high school 
last year and came to Tech in Sep-
tember. 

When asked about present day 
music. Kindel expressed dislike for 
much of the strident "hokum" 
served young people today. "Be-
bop" he termed "wild as Africa," 
and said he still thinks people 
favor plenty of variety in their 
musical diet.

Veteran of two World Wars, 
Loyd "Peppy" Kindel has come to 
Tech to complete work on his B. 
A. degree. Now 59 years old and a 
junior hand major 'with 80 se- 
mester hours, Kindel chose Tech 
because he wanted to work under 
Prof D. 0. Wiley. Tech band direct- 

Kindel started to college for the 
first time In 1907, at Texas univer-
sity. He was a civil engineering 
major then, because his father was 
so opposed to a musical career for 
his son. He left school in 1908 to 
play with the 4th Texas Infantry 
band at summer camp. He went 
back to school for a while in the 
fall, but left again to travel with 
Doc Rucker's Wonder show, com-
binging drama with patent medi-
cine sales. 

In 1912, he joined the band with 
Howe's Great London circus, "just 
because I always wanted to be 
with a circus." Later came jobs 
with the Al G. Barnes circus and 
the famous Barnum and Bailey 
Kindel declared that Barnum and 
Bailey in those days really was 
"the greatest show on earth," and 
recalled riding horseback while he 
played in parades. 

"It was really a comfortable po-
sition," said Kindel, "but you had 
to learn just one thing—to keep 
your horn pointed to one side.

The questions to be asked "the 
man on the street" are decided by 
Lydgate and the findings are in-
terpreted for over 100 leading 
newspapers throughout the coun-
try after being voted on by various 
nation-wide Gallup surveys, fur-
ther states the Leigh Bureau of in-
formation. 

Lydgate, the son of a minister, 
was born and educated in Hawaii 
where he attended private schools 
and the university of Hawaii. A 
graduate of Yale, he ran the "Yale 
Daily News". Before the the 
Gallup poll, he was a writer on

Then came World War I. Kindel 
tried to enlist, but was rejected at 
first. Later he was accepted and 
sent to France where he took 
charge of Col. Sam Robertsons 
band In Abainville, France.

When Kindel returned to civilian 
life, he started organizing pit 
hands to supply mood music for 
silent films. 

"We started playing for 'The 
Perils of Pauline' in the Southwest, 
worked through the Midwest on 
the next 800 installments, and 

and up in Pennsylvania with 
Pauline still hanging from the 
same cliff." said Kindel with a 
smile. 

It was while on this trip that 
Kindel hired a pianist and arrang-
er for the band then married her. 
He also bought the clarinet he still 
uses. The travel-scarred case shows 
signs of the thousands of miles it 
has traveled. 

In the middle thirties Pauline 
and her perils went out with silent 
films, which left Kindel looking 
for a new job. He became assist-
ant band director In Waco public 
schools. His junior band won a 
first rating at the state contest, 
and he still remembers that with

Tech Gridders Batter 
Tulsa U. Eleven 41-20

Before a crowd of 11,277, the Red 
Raiders, of Texas Tech, broke loose 
with long slashing runs through 
the Tulsa Golden Hurricane's de-
fense to bury the home eleven un-
der a 41-20 deluge Saturday after-
noon. 

Bothered by a severe case of 
fumblitis for the first quarter Tech 
for the third time this year found 
themselves two touchdowns be-
hind and the game hardly under-
way. 

It was not to be a Hurricane af-
ternoon, however, as Charley Rey-
nolds, senior from Odessa, showing 
the speed that made him Border 
Conference dash champion, reeled 
off touchdown jaunts of 62, 65, and 
85 yards. Besides this, he also 
booted five extra joints in five 
tries and got away on another run 
for 51 yards that did not go for a 
touchdown. 

Tech's other scoring was done by 
Cal Steveson. halfback f rom 
Brownfield, from the 1-yd. line, and 
by J. W. Thompson, fullback from 
Odessa, on a slashing, twisting run 
from Tulsa's 42-yd. line. J. L. Gul-
ley, senior end from Quanah, took 
a pass in the end zone from Earn-
est Hawkins, senior quarterback 
from Lamesa, for the other Tech 
wore. 

Tulsa cashed in on the first of 
Tech's fumbles by scoring in five 
plays from the Raider's 32-yd. line, 
Joe McGraw, Tulsa's -fullback go-
ing over from the 8-yd. line. An-
other fumble, a few moments la-
ter. gave Tulsa its second chance 
to score, but Tech held for downs, 
and punted out from Its own 22-yd. 
line. Tulsa was not long in punch4 
ing across another score. 'raking 
the ball on its own 42, Tulsa, aid-
ed by Jimmy Ford's 40-yd. run, 
rammed the ball over and the 
score stood Tulsa 13, Tech 0. 

Tech's first touchdown came 
about the middle of the second 
period when Milton Rathbone, jun-
ior quarterback from San Angelo, 
passel complete to Lewis on Tul-
sa's 8. Earl Jackson, fullback from 
Phillips, and Steveson moved It to 
the one, from where Steveson 
pushed it across. Reynolds booted 
his first of five successful convers-
ions, and the score stood 13-7, Tul-
sa! 

With only 45 seconds left to play. 
Reynolds took Halter's punt on his 
own 35, cut to the east side line 
and galloped 65 yards for a score. 
He calmly booted his second con-
version and the score stood 14-13 
in favor of Tech at the half. 

Early in the third quarter Tech 
found itself stymied after driving 
to the Tulsa 4-yd. line. The Golden 
Hurricane drove out to mid-field 
only to fumble, and Keith Butler, 
fullback from Rising Star, recov-
ered on Tech's 40-yd. line. Using a 
combination of running and pass 
plays, Tech ran the count to 21-13 
with Gulley making a beautiful 
catch of Hawkin's pass for the 
score. 

Early in the fourth period, Rath-
bone gave a lateral at the line of 
scrimmage to Reynolds and the 
speedster went 62 yards for Tech's 
fourth T.D. Taking the kickoff fol-
lowing Tulsa's third touchdown, 
Charley Reynolds, after fumbling 
the ball, raced 85 yards for Tech's 
fifth and his third counter of the 
game. The scoring was not yet 
over, as in the final minutes of 
play, J. W. Thompson scored on a 
42-yard run, Reynolds booted his 
fifth conversion and the final 
count stood 41-20. 

Reynolds was the "star of the 
day" but it was by no means a 
one man show. The Raider for-
ward wall turned In some beautl-

backs loose, and its blocking was 
hard and vicious. 

Johnny Andrews, tackle from 
Amarillo, played good ball, along 
with Dan Pursell, guard from 
Gladewater, and Don Williams, big 
tackle from Phillips. 

The backs all performed well 
and it's really something when a 
coach is able to use several com-
binations in his backfield, and still 
get results, as Tech did Saturday.
