Freedom of the press has never been easily defined. After 
the Revolutionary War, editors began to print more and more 
news criticizing public policies and public officials. The feel-
ing was so strong that at the time the Declaration of Independ-
ence was drafted publishers demanded that some provision for 
a free press be made in the document. Thomas Jefferson was 
chiefly responsible for adding the press freedom clause. 

Just what is freedom of the press? Most people believe it 
to be the right of editors to criticize public policies and public 
officials, to expose evil anywhere they find it. For awhile after 
this new freedom was granted, many people abused it by print-
ing facts injurious to the character of individuals. Since that 
,time certain limitations have been placed upon the printing of 
Such news. This then is why freedom of the press cannot be so 
easily defined. 

Press freedom as we know it isn't a true freedom, but it 
is true enough to criticize poor policy on the part of the govern-
ment. In fact, the only limitation is that placed on news which 
is defamatory to the character of individuals. 

Freedom of the press is a vital source of power in the 
world today. Destroy this freedom and democracy is destroyed. 
Suppression of the press would mean the rise of dictatorship. 
The newspaper is the soul of a community. Its purpose is to 
present all sides of a question fairly and completely, praising or 
criticizing as it sees fit. 

The newspaper leads the way to progress in a community. 
in both business and employment. National newspaper week, 
Oct 1-8, was established to make people aware of their news-
papers. Take a good look at your local newspaper and be proud 
of it.

"Sniff, sniff" is probably the sound heard most often on the 
campus during the past few weeks since a majority of Techsans 
have a common cold. 

A report from the infirmary indicates that 90 per cent of 
its winter ailments are colds, which means between 300 and 400 
students a week come in to be treated for this virus infection. 
That does not take into account the many persons with colds 
who "stick it out" without aid from the infirmary. 

Lack of sleep is considered the predominant cause for so 
many colds ampng students. The body gets into a run-down 
condition from lack of rest and is susceptible to diseases. Nor 
can the body combat disease germs effectively in this state of 
health so colds tend to linger. 

Cold preventives for the average Techsan are simple. If 
a student would sleep eight hours each night, drink plenty of 
water, and dress in accordance with the weather itself, not the 
forecasts, then he would find he was not nearly so apt to take 
a  cold. 

Snifflers who are interested in how to get rid of the colds 
they have unwittingly contacted already, should go to the in-
firmary. Students who refuse to go because "it's just in the 
sneeze and sore throat stage" can at least try these four simple 
home remedies. 

First, drink lots of water and fruit juices. Second, eat lightly, 
and sta, away from heavy foods which tend to "clog" up the 
system. Third, gargle a glass of warm salt water often and 
finally get more sleep. 

Should these prove to be ineffective, however, go to the 
infirmary—that's what we have it for! 	 . .  D.A.

Placement Service 
Industrial Library

A little known duty of the Tech 
Placement service Is its function as 
a library, a library which furnishes 
information on many types of busi-
ness. industrial and federal employ- 
ment. 

This library contains handbooks 
and pamphlets from major busi-
ness concerns and industries as 
well as bulletins on such federal de- 
partments as the armed forces and 
the civil service. 

Contained in these pamphlets is 
information on such topics as the 
history of an organization, its dif-
ferent fields of endeavor, personnel 
information a n d opportunities, 
working hours, pay rates and bene-
fits. 

A major function of the place-
ment service, of course, is to sup-
ervise the filling out of personnel 
information sheets by graduating 
seniors. 

Another service performed is the 
arrangement of interviews for stu-
dents with various business and in-
dustrial concerns. Approximately 
90 such interviews were scheduled 
last year, averaging 35 students 
each. The office also handles letters 
from such concerns offering em- 
ployment and notifies interested 
students of these opportunities. 
Files are kept providing informa-
tion on employment obtained by 
graduates. 

The placement service also re- 
ceives requests from schools offer- 
ing teaching positions and sends 
out announcements of such oppor-
tunities. 

The service was set up Nov. 1, 
1947, but did not assume active 
duty until it moved to its pres-
ent office on the second floor of 
the Ad building Feb. 1, 1948.

The gentleman 
who does this scouting is recog-
nized as one of the' better football 
scouts in the nation: besides this 
work, he has full-time chores as 
head basketball coach and end 
coach of the Raiders. 

Polk Robison was horn in 
Springfield. Tenn., but moved to 
Texas early enough to' attend 
Ranger High school for three 
years and Lubbock High school for 
one year. He was graduated from 
the latter in 1929. He did not gain 
any athletic letters In either school, 
but it was in these pre-eollege days 
that Robison developed the inter-
est in basketball that led to his 
being one of Tech's all-time cage 
greats. 

Coach Robison came to Tech in 
1930 and was out for football in his 
freshman year although he was 
only 16 and weighed a mere 135 
pounds. Robison soon discovered 
that he was too small for college 
football and centered his interest 
on basketball, winning letters in 
1933-31 as a regular center. He 
was also a member of the college 
tennis team for three years, but 
during those days no letters were 
awarded for participation in this 
sport. 

After graduation from Tech in 
1934, Robison went to Burkburnett 
High school as head basketball and  

bison resigned his coaching posi-

tion in 1940, worked for General 
Motors for a time, then went back 
to Tennessee and worked for the 
Portland Cement company in Cum-
berland. After five months there, 
he resigned and accepted the posi-
tion of basketball coach at his al-
ma mater. He has held this posi-
tion since 1941 except for the sea-
son of 1946-47, when Burl Huffman 
returned from the military service 
and resumed his former position 
as head basketball coach. During 
thewar he walked with the train-
ing program at Tech. 

Robison is married to the former 
Stephanie Corley from Houston. 
They have three children, one boy, 
9, and two girls, 6 and 5.
