Tech Dairy Team 
Returns From East 

Four members of Tech dairy 
products judging team returned to 
Lubbock Sunday night after an ex-
tended trip through the east to 
Atlantic City, N. J., where they 
competed in the Collegiate Stu-
dents' International judging con-
test, Dr. J. J. Willingham, head of 
the department of dairy manufac-
tures, announced. 

Competing against 78 men from 
26 other colleges throughout the 
United States, Tech's team placed 
fifth in cheese judging with Dur-
ward L. Vickers placing twenty-
fourth in individual grading of all 
products. Members of the team 
and their standings in overall 
judging in addition to Vickers 
were; Milton L. Peeples, 41; and 
Henry R. Sprouls, 59. William H. 
Plummer served as alternate. 

Sprowis was among the top 10 
individuals in the cheese judging, 
winning seventh place. Just a few 
points difference on the scores of 
the three Tech men would have 
meant a victory over Michigan 
State college who took first place 
in that event, Willingham said, 
and added. "I am still very pleased 
with the showing our team made 
at the contest." 

The team members left Lubbock 
two weeks ago with Dr. Willing-
ham, stopping in Columbia, Ohio 
for a dairy products show at the 
university there.

Total estimate of surplus equip-
ment is valued at $14,500, said S. 
T. Cummings, purchasing agent.

An action appropriating $135,000 
,dditional funds to be used to com-
plete the museum building, was a 
highlight of the three-hour session. 

The increase in faculty salaries 
will make it possible for Tech to 
obtain and keep faculty members 
of the highest calibre, Wiggins 
said. The new basis for salaries in 
the instructor and assistant pro. 
fessor level are on a parity with 
that of the University of Texas, he 
added. 

Basis for the salary schedule is 
as follows: instructors (nine 
months) $2,600 to $3,300; assistant 
professors (nine months) $3,400 to 
$3,900; associate professors (nine 
months) $4,000 to $4,400; professors 
(nine months) $4,500 to $5,200; de-
partment heads (nine months) $5,-
300 to $5,600; deans (twelve 
months) $5,600 to $8,000. 

The board voted an $18,000 ap-
propriation to be used to get a cot-
ton research program underway on 
the campus. The $18,000 combined 
with a $7,000 appropriation from 
the research fund will make the 
laboratory available for use in the 
cotton research program. A $20,000 
quonset but has already been made 
available for the research work. 

Construction of the new museum 
building will get underway in the 
near future. Charles, Thompson 
chairman of the board said after 
the meeting. 

The building when complete mill 
represent an outlay of approxi. 
mutely 5300,000. Value of the pres-
ent basement unit is estimated at 
$75,000. The board had previously 
voted a $50,000 appropriation 
which was matcher by a $42,000 
contribution by members of the 
West Texas Museum association. 

The completed building will con-
sist of the present basement unit, 
two stories, including five large 
classrooms, an doffice space for 
faculty members. Wiggins said. 

Routine matters taken up by the 
Board included granting of a num-
ber of out-of-state travel leaves for 
faculty members, and salary ad-
justments for several were also ap-
proved. Included in the group was 
the employment of Dr. Frederick 
P. Kallina as assistant college phy-
sician at an 11-months salary' of 
$7,200.

WT Frosh 13-6 
For Initial Win 

Winning TD 
Scored Late 
In Contest 

The Tex. Tech "fish" had their 
first taste of victory when they 
took a 13-6 decision over the West 
Texas State freshmen at Canyon 
Friday night. 

Tech drew first blood in the sec-
ond quarter when Harold Haynes 
of Roscoe hit paydirt on a fourth 
down plunge. The score climaxed 
a 60-yard sustained drive. Tom Air-
hardt put the WTSTC "fish" back 
into the game by taking the fol- 
lowing kickoff on his goal line and 
racing the length of the field to tie 
the score 6-6. 

The first year men from Tech 
went ahead again in the fourth pe-
riod with Bobby Close from Sham-
rock carrying off tackle for the 
marker. Jack Davis of Littlefield 
kicked the extra point to give the 
Raiders the edge of a 13-6 score. 

The game was action-packed 
with both teams threatening on 
several occasions, but on statistics 
the Picadors held the edge, gain-
ing a net 142 yards rushing and 
completing four of eight passes for 
71 yards. The Buffs gained a net

sans and Raider partisans that 
were on hand for the 19th home-
coming game were treated to a 
good football game all the way. 
The Raiders proved to be tough 
opponents and they most certainly 
did no harm to their prestige by 
losing. 

The Owls struck fast for their 
two talleys, one through the air 
and the other on the ground. Early 
in the first quarter Bobby Lantrip, 
190 pound fullback for the Owls, 
took a handoff from Tobin Rote 
on the Tech three and crashed 
over his own right tackle for the 
first score. Froggy Williams added 
the point after with a perfect boot 
through the uprights. Just before 
the end of the first half of play 
Rice capitalized on a pass inter-
ference penalty and gained a first 
and goal to go on the Tech nine 
yard line. Two plays were run and 
Rice was offsides but on the third 
play Tobin Rote tossed to all con-
ference end Froggy Williams in 
the end zone for the TD. Williams' 
kick was again good and the score 
was 14-0 as the half ended a few 
plays later. 

Tech's lone score came seconds 

Earl Jackson, 185 pound fullback, 
took a handoff and circled his own 
right end on a trap play and ran 31 
yards for the touchdown. Charley 
Reynolds kicked the point and the 
score was 14-7. 

On the Initial kickoff Texas Tech 
won the toss and chose to receive 
and defend the north goal. S. J. 
Roberts' long kick got away 
from Walter Maloney and Rice re-
covered. The Raider forward wall 
rose gallantly to the occasion and 
the Owls were unable to gain and 
the ball went over on downs to 
Tech on its own 30 yard line. Tech 
could not gain either and Zac Hen-
derson got away a booming punt 
that traveled well into Rice terri-
tory.
