Tech will receive ap-
proximately $4 million of state 
funds for the eight year program, 
Dr. D. M. Wiggins.

'roe animal husbandry depart-
ment has announced the purchase 
of 180 feeder lambs from the W. P. 
Peveler ranch near Tatum, New 
Mexico. 

The lambs, bought for experi-
ment purposes, were selected from 
a group of 800. The purchase was 
arranged by Frank Parris, mana-
ger of the Lubbock Livestock Auc-
tion and Commission company. 

Experiments or feeding trials will 
be divided Into two parts. The first 
trial is intended to show the com-
parative feeding values of a stan-
dard ration, compoaed of alfalfa 
hay, cottonseed meal and mils. 
With such a feeding program the 
lambs will harvest four acres of 
African millet and 8 acres of mils. 

The second feeding trial has been

True 
there were some tempers ()airing, 
elbows. moving, but for the most 
part  it  was just a good rugged 
game, with both teams really hav-
ing something to play for. Those 
people who came out with the ex-
pectations of seeing a scoaing bee, 
as  most of as did, were disappoint-
ed. Tulsa, to us. never did threaten 
to any extent. The Raiders had its 
offense stalled several times by 
penalties and fumbles, but on the 
whole, we  thought they Molted 
pretty good. In fast we believe that 
this game went a long way toward 
giving the Raiders some much 
needed confidence. On defense they 
were superb. Not only the forward 
wall, but the secondary was throw-
ing up a good pass defense. In fact 
they broke up almost every Tulsa 
arise with timely interceptions. Er- 
nest Hawkins looking particularly 
good at safety. 

Though tke line looked good 
throughout, we thought that Jer-
re! Price, sophomore tackle from 
Brownfield, was probably the out-
standing lineman on the field. Play-
ing only on defense, Jerry, time af-
ter time. moved 'to the opposite 
side of the field to make earth jar-
ring tackles. Also looking very good 
on  defense was a newcomer to the 
spotlight. Dick Cavazos, a guard 
that played defensive end. Dick 
was  the one who smashed through 
to drop Tulsa a back for a safety 

, and the first score of the game. In 
talking about Price, we forgot to 
mention that Jerry did something 
that a tackle rarely ever gets a 
chance to do. He intercepted a 
Tulsa pass and scored Tech's last 
touchdown. 

It  would be hard to pick out any 
other Individual lineman, since 
they all played bang-up ball. An-
drews. Pursel, Gettys, Pirtle, 
MeSwain. Williams, they all were 
giving a good account of them-
selves. 

In the backfield,  it  is about the 
same  story. Bud Conley was his 
usual hard running self. In fact 
game after game, you can depend 
upon Bud giving a good account of 
himself. Earl Jackson, to us, is one 
of the better Raider backs. We 
don't mean to take anything away 
from any of the rest, MA Earl is 
the kind of ball player that we like 
to see in action. He is faster than 
he looks. runs with a lot of power, 
and is very deceptive. Earl reverses 
his field very good, and he makes 
the most of his downfield block-
ing. With both Conley and Jack-
son  running from the fullback slot, 
Tech need never worry about that 
position. Ike Stuver looked very 
good, and his punting was the best 
Tech has had this season. A curious 
situation seems to develop at the 
quarterback slot in every game. 
With three very able men at that 
position, Coach Morgan seems to 
shuffle them around until he finds 
the right combination. 

A thing that impressed us about 
the Golden Hurricanes was their 
tackling. They were hitting very 
hard, and we saw very few times 
that  a  Tulsa player missed a tackle

After five games have been play- 
ed this season. Bud Conley, full- 
back from Quanah, ranks as the 
leading ground gainer for the Tech 
Red Raiders, and ranks high in the 
national statistics. 

The hardchargIng junior fullback 
goes into Saturday's game with the 
Baylor Bears with 291 net yards to 
his credit, and an average of 4.6 
yards per try. Last Saturday 
against Tulsa the fullbacks, Con-
ley, -Earl Jackson and J. W. 
Thompson, made .142 of the 151 
yards made by the Raiders on the 
ground. 

Ike Stayer, junior halfback from 
Ysleta, ranks second in net yard-
age with 201 and is leading in aver-
age per carry with a net of seven 
yards per try. Earl Jackson, junior 
fullback from Phillips, is third with 
186 net yards and, a 4.5 average, 
while Thompson, senior letterman 
of Odessa who has played only 
briefly due to a foot injury, has 66 
yards and a 5.5 average. Tim 
Hatch, junior halfback from Well-
ington, has a net of 82 yards and 
a  five-yard average. 

In the passing department quar-

terback Ernest Hawkins, Lamesa, 
has connected with nine of 25 pass-
es far 128 yards. One Pass con-
nected for a touchdown. Milton 
Rathbone, San Angelo, has nine 
of 25 also, for 84 yards and three 
touchdowns. Bill Lyman. Little-
field, has hit six of 18 for 54 yards. 

Hatch is the leading receiver, 
catching six for 113 yards. Snaring 
TD passes have been Bobby Close, 
Shamrock; Jack Davis, Littlefield; 
and Elbert Johnson, Temple. Sla-
ver joined these ranks also, against 
Tulsa by taking a Hawkins pass 
for a score. 

Stuver has done the most punt- 
gag, putting 19 boots 721 yards for 
a 36.8 average.
