What promises to be the  hottest 
election campaign in several years 
is underway. 

When 69 candidates announce for 
26 posts, you can ne certain of a 
furious battle. Especially is that 
true in the fight for the arts and 
sciences seats  on  the Student Coun-
cil—eighteen persons out for  seven 
vacancies. When you have to beat 
17 others, you are going to do a fair 
lot of politicking. 

Although the campaign started 
rather quietly, it has gained consid-
erable speed within the last week. 
Machine-printed posters are being 
tacked and taped up everywhere on 
doors and windows, and some eye-
catching hand-painted signs are ap-
pearing. 

But in the midst of the campaign-
ing, an old problem has arisen: the 
issue of "independent" vs. "social-
ite." 

That question has not been prom-
inent in elections of several semes-
ters past. We had hoped that it had 
died out entirely and that student 
campaigns would be run strictly on 
a basis of qualifications, not club 
affiliations. That hope is gone.

One of the finest things about 

Tech is its spirit of democracy. 
That is one of the firmest elements 
of its reputation. Tech has come to 
be known as a school headed by stu-
dent officers who place the good of 
the college itself ahead of their per-
sonal feelings and social obligations. 

In years past, the persons chosen 
to head the student association have 
worked hard to give students more 
voice in the management of their 
affairs. How: well they succeeded, 
can be determined today. The Stu-
dent Council has independence and 
power unique among councils in 
schools of this section. That inde-
pendence and that power were gain-
ed for the council by persons who 
thought of the welfate of all stu-
dents, not of a few. 

It will be the job of next year's 
council to see that that independ-
ence and power are used wisely. 
Once they are lost, that freedom 
and strength might he impossible 
to win back. That is why it is 
more than ever essential that we 
choose student officers with the 
wisdom to make the right decisions. 
That is why we must consider a 
candidate's qualifications and not 
his egtra-curricular activities.

Selecting the best people  as  rep-

resentatives of the student body is 
always important, but this time it is 
doubly so.

those persons, That percentage  is 
going to be the officers who repre-
sent the mass of students.  It is 
from those officers that the visit- 
ors will get an impression of the 
rest of the registrants here, 

That is a second reason why  we 
have to think of a candidate's abil-
ities.

the election campaign stirred up the 
argument of independent against 
socialite. 

To us at Tech, such a problem is 
needless. We don't have the snob-
bishness of Greek letter fraternities. 
A person who doesn't belong to  a 
social club has the same privileges 
and opportunities as one who does. 
It is our belief that those who join 
social clubs do so because they  en-
joy the companionship and because 
they like to go out among people, 
not because they  feel  that becoming

Christa Strobranck is the name of 
the little Polish war orphan who 
has been adopted by Las Chaparri- 
tas social club. Christa, a 6-year-old 
Polish girl whose father died in a 
concentration camp in Russia and 
whose mother is now in a public 
sanitorium for tuberculosis, is in a 

• ••Plan" supported colony in Belgian, 
Mary Alice Mitchell, Las Chapar-

ritas president, received a letter 
this month from Mrs. Jane Chase 
Rogers, educational director of the 
"Plan," In which she was informed 
of the child selected. No specific 
nationality was designated by the 
club when it agreed to take on the 
responsibility of the child. The club 
has adoptedd Christa through the 
Foster Parent's Plan for War Chil-
dren, Inc. (usually called "The 
Plan"). 

Each member pledged 40 cents 
every month or 10 cents each club 
meeting, to make up the $15 neces-
sary monthly for the child's support. 
Adoption is financial only and 
amounts to a responsibility of $180 
per year. Extra money will be used 
to send presents to Christa.

Animal Husbandry 
Cattle Experiments 
Finished Tuesday 

An experiment in cattle-fattening 
begun Nov, 11, 1948, by the animal 
husbandry department was conclud-
ed Tuesday. The project was divid-
ed into three phases. 

The first phase included a 172 day 
winter stocking period. Phase num-
ber two consisted of a 185 day graz-
ing period. The third phase involv-
ed a 152 day dry lot fattening per-
iod. 

The three phases constitute a de-
layed fattening program. The steers 
when purchased as calves had an 
average of 417 pounds. At the close 
of the first period the average 
weight was 673 pounds. An average 
of 891 pounds was reached at the 
end of the sdcond period and at the 
close of the third period the average 
weight was 1196 pounds. 

A gross ptofit of 891.60 per calf 
was realizedr at the end of the ex-
periment. Tile calves were shipped 
to Fort Worth yesterday for mar-
keting and slaughtering, where fig-
ures for both marketing and slaugh-
tering will be obtained.

Born In Berlin 
The German people were shot or 

imprisoned for listening to outside 
radio stations, but Monasch and his 
family were never caught. The Brit-
ish Broadcasting company was the, 
station that they listened to most 
because it was the easiest to hear. 
Many times the German police cut 
off the electricity outside their 
house and went in to find out what 
station they were listening to. 

Monasch was horn in Berlin in 

1886 and was educated in Berlin 

schools. He received his Diplom-In-

genieur, equivalent to a H. A. De-
gree, from the Berlin Technological 
university. He established the Isola 
Company for Insulation Against 
Heat and Cold (translated name) 
before World War I. He was a 
lieutenant in the engineering branch 
of the German Cavalry during the

"You don't have to tell me what 
hell is like; I already know," A. 0. 
Monasch, assistant professor of me-
chanical engineering, stated. 

Monasch lived in Germany dur-
ing World War II as an anti-Nazi. 
In 1893 the Nazis took his business 
and refused to Set him work. 
Later he was forced to work 10 
hours per day in a factory, doing 
manual labor, and was given very 

little pay. 
"I never hated a man, but this 

man, I hated like I never thought 
I could," Monasch said, talking 
about Hitler. He never met Hitler 
personally, but he felt the sting of 
the dictator's power many times.. 

Soon after he went to work in the 
factory, German police arrived out-
side the factory and ordered him 
and some of his friends into trucks 
to be hauled off to jail. Monasch 
tore some incriminating papers in-
to pieces and stuffed them between 
the side of the truck and the can-
can cover before he got to jail. They 
are probably still there, he said. 

Loses Home 
"I stayed in jail only two weeks, 

but it tools over a year for me to 
recuperate," he said. The prisoners 
had to lie with their arms held 
tightly against their bodies to make 
room for everyone. Some days they 
were fed and others they ate noth-
ing, and the line was two or three 
hours long at the wash basin. 

Monasch lost his Berlin home in 
February 1944 when it was hit by a 

He was married in 1912 to Hedwi,T 
Mettke. He now has two sons, Ear-
nest R. and Gerhard, and one 
daughter, Charlotte. After the war 
he returned to his business and 
stayed with it until the Nazis took 
it from him. 

After World War II, when the 
American troops entered Berlin, 
Monasch got a job teaching in the 
American University of Berlin, and 
filled out papers at immigration of-
fices for transportation to the Unit-
ed States. He and his family sailed 
on a troop transport and arrived in 
September 1918. Since the fall se-
mester had already begun, he could 
not begin teaching until January 
1949. 

"I know many countries in the 
world, but none so friendly as the 
United States," Monasch stated. He 
has filed papers for citizenship and 
expects to become a citizen as soon 
as the required five years have ex-
pired.

The animal was dragged onto the 
stage after Joe Meador, Tech grad-
uate, Interrupted comments of beau-
ay judges Chip Wadley and Brien 
Webster and offered to show them 
a pure beauty of "a farm girl." . 

The judges called Dr. Doyle D. 
Jackson, advisory sponsor of the 
show, to the stage and got his per-
mission to have Meador's "beauty' 
brought inview of the spectators. 

So the calf, much against its will, 
came before the footlights and 
promptly sat down.  It  was still sit-
ting as it was pulled offstage. 

The dances were more expertly 
done than they have been in recent 
Varsity shows. The actors put  as 
much feeling into their lines as the 
script allowed. 

But the show badly needed speed-
ing up. Unless the production gain-
ed tempo last night and maintains 
It tonight, audience reaction Is quite 
likely to be unfavorable.
