'Man, Civilization' 
End Talk Series 
By Homrighausen 

Civilization exists for souls and 
not souls for civilization, Dr. E. G. 
Homrighausen. said in the final 
lecture of the Willson series 
Thursday morning. 

"The focal point of God's great 
purpose is the Individual, and He 
will judge us on what we have 
done to personalities and to our 
own  lives, not according to the 
material successes of life," the the-
ologian stated. 

In speaking about "The Voca-
tions of Individuals Today." Doc-
tor Homrighausen said that the 
primary purpose of the individual 
is fulfilling  his vocation of human 
existence. 

"The biggest problem is to get 
a philosophy of life, of the whole 
world and your place in it. We 
are upset today because our ex-
ternal order is unsteady. The in-
ner  being must be in perfect bal-
ance  to offset the external effects, 
and this is indeed arare thing. 

':The true vocation of a man is 
spoiled by his own actions. Christ-
ianity admits something Is wrong 
with human nature. We were cre-
ated for high things and yet we 
have to make the same mistakes 
alp over again." he said. 

Vocation Through The Family 
He closed his final lecture by 

stating that man's vocation must 
be attained through family life, as 
homemaking Is the great vocation 
of the human race. 

Dr. W. C. Holden, dean of the 
graduate division, introduced the 
speaker after the inovatIon given 
by the Rev. Cecil Matthews of the 
Wesley foundation. The Rev. Da-
vid Seiberg of Shepherd King 
Lutheran church pronounced the 
benediction. 

"The first task of the church is 
that it must become conscious of 
its purpose," Doctor Homrighaugen 
mid in his lecture Wednesday on 
"The Vocations of the Church To-

Committee Invites 
Applications For 
Publications Offices 

Notice is hereby given to the Stu-

dent Body of Texas Technological 

college that the Publications com-

mittee of the college, through its 
student chairman, Bill Trenfield. 
will accept applications for editor 
and business manager of The Tor-
eador and editor and business man-
ager of La Ventana for the 1950-51 
school year. 

The above announcement marks 
the first time which the amendment 
voted Into the student constitution 
last spring will be put Into action. 
Heretofore the publications Offices 
have been filled by a general vote 
of the students In the regular spring 
elections. 

However, the new amendment 
sets the following regulations con-
cerning the offices: "The editor of 
The Toreador will be chosen jointly 
by the following student and fac-
ulty members of the Publications 
committee. (11 A student repre-
sentative from each division (2) 
Student chairman of the Publica-
tions committee (3) Faculty sponsor 
of The Toreador (4) Faculty chair- 
man of the Publications committee 
who is granted a vote if necessary 
to obtain a proper majority. Not 
less than two weeks before April 

'1, formal notice must be made in 
The Toreador inviting applications 
or the position of editor. 

"The current editor of The Torea-
dor shall submit three names of 
candidates whom he considers best 
qualified. The faculty sponsor of 
The Toreador shall submit three 
names of candidates whom he con-

' siders best qualified. Names of the 
suggested candidates and letters of 
application from all candidates, in 

 the suggested candidates, 
i who desire to be considered. shall 
be received not later than April 1, 

"The editor shall be selected be-
fore the expiration of thirty days 
following April 1. Five votes shall 
be required to elect with a quorum 
of seven members present(' The 
above was taken from Article VH, 
section 704 of the student constitus 
Mon. 

The editor of La Ventana and the 
business manager of both publica-
tions shall be selected In a like 

anner. 

To he eligible for any of these 
offices a student most have a one 
point grade average and In the 
case of business managers must 
have passed at least 60 semester 
hours prior to the semester.in which 
he is elected. 

For editor of The Toreador a stu-
dent most have nine hours credit in 
the journalism department includ-
ing one semester's work on The 
Toreador staff and must have pass-
ed 90 semester hours prior to the 
semester in which he is elected.

35 Active Members 
In Tech Radio Club

If you have seen some stu. 
dents running around with a 
house-hungry look in their 
eyes, inspecting every avail-
able hut, it was in all probabil , 

 ity one of the 35 active mem-
bers of Tech Radio club. It 
seems they have been on the 
lookout the last two months 
for a home for their organiza-
tion. 

The problem is this: the building 
in which the club had its equipment 
set up and from which it operated 
was needed by the industrial engi-
neers for a laboratory. Thus radio 
club members, or "hams" as they 
are commonly called, were moved 
out overnight. The expensive equip-
ment they own was put into stor-
age, their radio contacts were lost, 
and the club has been unable to 
function for two months. Unable 
to function, perhaps, but not inac-
tive. It has continued to meet, and 
has concentrated its energy or. find-
ing a place in which to install the 
equipment. 

Financed By Members 
Tech Radio club, entirely financ-

ed by members, was started by a 
few interested hams last year. A 
building was secured; and several 
months and dollars were spent put-
ting the building in repair, building 
a transmitter, and setting up an an-
tenna. 

"We felt the college had a definite 
need for such a club as most of the 
top-ranking colleges in the nation 
have such radio facilities. To name 
a few who are active In this type 
work, there are University of South-
ern California, Southern Methodist, 
Georgia Tech, MassachUsetts Insti-
tute of Technology And Texas A & 
M„" said Gerald Edson, president 
of the organilation. 

Sponsored by C. E. Houston, asso-
ciate professor of electronics, the 
club became an active organization 
on the campus last year. Classes 
were set up for teaching radio the-
ory and morse code to aspiring 
hams. Eight persons got their li-
censes through the Radio club last 
year, said Edson. 

Old hands at the "ham" radio 
business had facilities for experi-
mentation in the club, as it was set 
up. And the newest project under-
taken by the students was the ar-
rangement of schedules with ama-
teur radio operators in other towns 
so that Tech students could con-
tact friends and members of their 
families.

The Plant Industry club has a 
rather unique method of raising 
funds—it sells crop and grass sam-
ples to any high school which may 
want them. 

These samples are mounted in 
groups of 50 on sample boards 
which are sent to high schools or 
other interested parties upon re-
quest. The crop samples sell for 
$8.25 and the grass samples for $10. 

The success of this unusual fund-
raising method has not been achiev-
ed without a considerable amount 
of hard work. The tedious process 
by which these samples are made 
would seem to indicate the money 
is well earned. 

This is especially true of the grass 
samples. Members of the club must 
go out and hunt until they find the 
particular sample for which they 
are looking. Once they have collect- 
ed a group of samples, they must 
look up and classify each of these 
samples under its scientific name. 

Trains Crop Judgers 
This is just the beginning. Next, 

the grass or crop sample must be 
dried and pressed out. As the final 
step, a group of 50 samples is 
mounted on an 11 and one-half by 
20-inch mounting board, together 
with common and scientific names. 

This work Is done by the Plant 
Industry club under the supervision 
of Judd Morrow, assistant professor 
of plant industry. It is connected 
with training for the crop judging 
contest which is held each year in 
Chicago. Cecil Ayers, associate pro-
fessor of plant industry, trains the' 
teams for this contest. 

The club uses money obtained 

from samples for club function 
such as meetings, banquets, and at 
annual steak fry, and also buy 
medals for contest winners. Then , 

 include winners of the freshman 
sophomore and junior- senior con 
tests at Tech and also winners o 
high school contests. 

Plans For Scholarship 
At present, the club is planniet 

to initiate a scholarship fund whict 
will also come from the money 
raised from samples. Roy Martin 
president of the club, said. The 
work of collecting and mountinj 
samples was originally conductec 
by the plant industry, departmen. 
but was turned over to the clot 
several years ago. 

Last Monday's initiation raise, 
the club's membership from 39 to 
approximately 60, Martin said.
