EDITOR'S NOTE: While 
Dr. and Mrs. W. C. Holden 
were In Santa Fe during the 
Easter holidays recently they 
witnessed a ceremony per-
formed by a religious group 
which has been excommuni-
cated from the Roman Cath-
olic church. Since very few 
people, who are not of that 
sect, have been allowed to 
watch the ceremonies Torea- 
dor Reporter Joan Maples in- 
terviewed the Doctor and his 
wife to get the following story. 

"About nine o'clock a procession 

came out of the door of the mor-
ado—there were several men in the 
group most of them chanters and 
three flagellants. The flagellants 
each had a whip made of 30 or 40 
bear grass leaves and about every 
ten steps the entire procession 
would stop and they would beat 
their own backs with these whips. 
Before the thing was over, their 
backs looked like raw hamburger 
meat. The procession went down 
to the church which was about one-
third of a mile away, went in for 
some 30 minutes and came back 
to the morado" Dr. W. C. Holden, 
head of the graduate division and 
director of the Museum on the 
Tech campus related. 

Doctor and Mrs. Holden witness-
ed the ceremonies of the Penitentes 
while in Santa Fe during the Eas-
ter holidays. The Penitentes are a 
group of men banded together in 
a secret organization which has 
branched off from the Roman 
Catholic church. The group pre-
sents Passion Plays during Holy 
Week preceding Easter. Their 
plays do not stop with mere por- 
trayals of the last week in Christ's 
life—they actually perform the 
scourging, and until recently, the 
crucifixion. 
Missionaries Introduce Christianity 

This group originated with In-
dians who were brought into the 
New Mexican area by Spanish mis-
sionaries who thought that Passion 
Plays might induce the Indians to 
be more interested in the Chris-
tian religion. When the Penitentes 
got out of hand, to the point of 
crucifying one of their members 
each Good Friday, they were ex-
communicated from the church. 

When this did no good toward 
cutting down their activities, the 
church took them back in an ef-
fort to control them. Today their 
ceremonies are not so rigorous as 
they have been; they have elimin-
ated the crucifixion entirely, but 
still continue the other things they 
have been doing for two centuries. 

•  Processions Continue All Night 
"After the group returned to 

their morado and stayed there for 
another twenty or thirty minutes 
they came out again. Each of the 
three flagellants had a cross placed 
on his shoulders by two men and 
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each dragged the crosses down to 

the church where they left them 
and went in. They come out, took 
the crosses and went back to the 
nrado. 

"We left then, and do not know 
what happened after that, but it Is 
reported that the procession went 
back and forth between the morado 
and the church all night. The 
crosses were made of rough wood—
the long piece was about 16 feet 
and the cross piece about eight," 
Dr. Holden continued. 
Crucifixions Not Practiced Today 

In the early days the "Cristo" 
waa actually crucified with nails, 
and usually died as a result of 
shock and exposure. They wear 
only a pair of light cotton trousers 
that look like pajama pants. Later 
the chosen one was tied on the 

cross with ropes 	 hours 

and then cut don n. Today there 
are no crucifixions. 

"When the Penitentes were 
younger they would kill or seriously 
injure anyone caught watching 
them. Later they would run them 
off by stoning them and if a vis-
itor could outrun the Penitentes 
he was usually safe. 

There has been one case •hei 
a writer published a hook about 
the ceremonies and was found dead 
a few days later. Today they do 
not mind being watched, m long 
as they are shown proper respect 
and not bothered. Any one who is 
silly enough to throw a beam of 
light on them even now is prac-
tically guaranteeing himself an 
early entry into the pearly gates,'' 
Dr. Holden concluded.
