During the last few weeks we 
have had much talk about sub-
jects ranging from existentialism 
to freedom of the press all of 

which, if indirectly, revolve about 
the general subject of freedom. 

Yet I wonder how many of us can 
define freedom or can say who is 

and who is not free. 

THIS IS, of course, an obvious 
question: Americans are free and 

Communists are not; and as for 
freedom, freedom is the right to 
do what you want to do; and if, 
perhaps, in a sense these all too 
obvious answers are true but are 
also gross misrepresentations in 
another and far more important 
sense. 

If by saying that freedom is the 
right of an individual or a society 
to do as it wishes, we can at the 
same time say that there is no 
freedom and that talk of freedom 
is to talk nonsense. 

BUT THEN WE can say that 
there are two types of freedom; 
freedom to say and to do what 
we wish within a certain class 
structure—to accept certain vio-
lations of our independence as be-
ing necessary and so, right and 
proper; and the other freedom is 
freedom of the anarchist—the 
idea that might makes right, and 
man is free so long as he can still 
wield a club efficiently. 

American freedom is the free-
dom of the class and the society; 
the freedom of the concept that 
what Society deems right is right 
and what Society deems wrong Is 
wrong.

WEBSTER DEFINES freedom 
as the state of being "not subject 

to an arbitrary external power.. 
Assuming this definition to be on, 

of the same class the definition of 
a table as being a piece of furni-
ture having four legs, etc., we  can 
say that freedom simply does not 

exist. Man is and by his very na-

ture must be dependent upon ex-
ternal forces; his own psychologi-
cal and physical situation con-
trols him just as does the govern-
ment and the society under which 
and in which he lives. 

People do not realize the extent 
of their own lack of freedom; ask 
a man on the street corner if .he 
is free and chances are he will 
say yes—it is expected of him just 
as it is expected of him that he 
will go home to his wife and chil-
dren and live the good life. 

IN THIS SENSE our society is 
no better than the Communist 
society. The only basic difference 
between the two is that the Com-
munist society (as we see it) is 
one ruled by a despotic govern. 
ment over which the people as in-
dividuals have no control whereas, 
on the other hand, the American 
society is one ruled by an equally 
despotic public conscience over 
which the people as individuals 
have no control but are hypocrites 
enoJgh to think they do. 

Paradoxically as it may  seem 
therefore all that  can  be said is 
that in talking of freedom  we  can 
only talk of our own special 
brand of lack of freedpm.

In previous years, last year in particular, 
- there has been confusion as to election rules for 

Student Council positions, These rules are pub-
lished below in order that they be presented be-
fore the Tech student body and for people plan-
ning to run for office in the spring elections April 
16. 

PETITIONS MAY BE PICKED up at the 
Council office starting Monday morning for of-
fices. A copy of the election rules may also be 
gotten at the office. 

Any points not clear or not covered in the 
rules will be ruled upon by the Elections Com-
mittee of the Council. 

QUALIFICATIONS 
1) A one-point grade average of over-all 

work, semester elected, semester preceding elec-
tion and during duration of office is required. 

2) Classifications: A senior will be consider-
ed a student who has completed three-fourths 
of the total hours required for graduation in his 
major, or 90 hours: as determined by the dean of 
his school; a junior will be a student who has 
completed one-half of his required hours, or 60 
hours; a sophomore will be a student who has 
completed one-fourth of his required hours, or 
30 hours; a freshman will be a student who has 
less than one-fourth of his required hours. 

3) All candidates must be regularly enrolled 
carrying 12 hours or more. 

CAMPAIGN RULES 
Expenditures: 
1) The following limits have been set as 

maximum amounts of money to be spent in cam-
paigning: School-wide offices (Student Council 
officers, cheerleaders — a maximum of $40 may 
be spent and may be distributed between the 
first election and the election run-off as the 
candidate so desires. School representatives —
the candidate may spend up to $15 for the first 
election, and only $5 for run-off election. 

2) Each candidate must submit a list of ex-
penditures to a member of the elections commit-
tee or to one of the executive Council officers 
by 5 p.m. Monday, April 14. All materials used 
in campaigning must be itemized with receipts 
for each purchase evaluated at the cost of ma- 

terials (or estimated cost if receipt is not avail-
able) and printing according to standard rates 
and totaled. No donations are allowed. If a can-
didate is found guilty of exceeding the specified 
limit by the Elections Committee of the Council, 
the penalty will be disqualification. 

Posters, 
1) School representative candidates may 

have as many as 50 posters, only 5 of which may 
be as large as 22"x28". The other 45 may be 
no larger than 11x17." 

2) Executive office candidates or cheerlead-
ers may have as many as 100 posters, only 10 
of which may be as large as 22"x28." The other 
9$ may be no larger than 11"x17." 

3) Posters and placards must conform to 
the above dimensions and will be limited to the 
interior of buildings. This does not exclude the 
use of hand bills and cards. 

4) No painting of any type will be allowed 
on campus property. 

5) Masking tape will be used to place all 
posters. Candidates must hang posters with 
masking tape on the back side so that no tape 
is in sight. Posters not conforming to this rule 
will be taken down. 

6) All candidates are responsible for remov-
ing posters 48 hours after election, or run-off. 
Masking tape must also be removed. Posters 
should be placed so that the top edge of tree pos-
ter is no higher than eight feet from the floor. 

7) Each candidate is held personnally res-
ponsible for any damage by the placing of his or 
her posters. 

8) No posters are to be put in the wings 
of the Administration Building. 

9) No posters are to be placed in any class-
room. 

10) No posters arc to be placed in the Li-
brary. 
GENERAL .., 

1) There shall be no campaigning (written 
or oral) within 15 feet of the polls the day of 
elections. 

All publicity and campaigning most be ap-
proved by a member of the elections Committee 
or by no executive Oil leer at the Student Coun-
cil.

BOOK REVIEW 

Man's Flight From Siberian Hell 

Is True Story, Reads Like Novel 
by ANNETTE AUSTIN 

As Fax as My Feel Will Carty 
Me, Josef M. Bauer; Random 
House, New York, 1957; 347 
pages; $4.50. 

Siberia—a name which still 
strikes fear in the hearts of many 
men throughout the world. 

Josef M. Bailers As Far as My 
Feet Will Carry Me, reads like a 
novel, but it is essentially a true 
story of one man's personal hell 
in the wastelands of Siberia. 

THIS STRANGE and amaz-
ing story tells of Clemens Forell, 
a German prisoner of war senten-
ced to 25 years of forced labor in 

the' lead mines of East Cape, Si-
beria. 

During the first years of For-
ell's imprisonment his rebellious-
ness grows as he sees the detrue-
tive harshness of the cold country 
slowly murder the 1.200 prison- 

ALFONS MATTERN was 
only seventeen when sentenced to 
25 years for stealing potatoes—
only a boy who carried' hidden 
within his heart the secret which 
shamed him so deeply that he 
found some personal retribution in 
the dust and terror of the lead 
mines. 

Willi Bauknecht, a student with 

arnamazing calendar memory who 
always knew the exact day and 

month of the year, kept time alive 
for the men in the mines, until he 
returned to the mines one year 
after an impromptu escape, a 
broken, crippled mute. 

AFTER FOUR YEARS, and 
with the aid of the German doctor 
at the camp, Forell plunges into 
three years of a lonely, fear-
haunted flight across thousands of 
miles of desolation in pursuit of 
life and freedom. 

Bauer reveals the bitterness, 
hates and competition which 
spreads among men who are fight-
ing for their very existence as he 
takes his readers down into the 
dampness and darkness of the 
caves and tunnels in the .mines 
where the men live and work. 

HE IS PRESENTING essen-
tially the story of a man to whom 
he was introduced in 1954, the 
man he refers to as Clemens For-
ell. This first meeting resulted in 
a long series of interviews, from 
which the extraordinary facts and 
circumstances of his flight were 
put in orderly sequence for publi-
cation. 

As Bauer notes in his author's 
foreword, "Farrell himself is satis-
fied with the book as I have 
written and concluded it."
