For What It's Worth 

Tech Building in Good Shape 
ONE OF TECH'S potential problems 
received a healthy delay Tuesday with 
the approval of the addition of a com-
bination class and office building and an 
addition to the Textile Engineering 
Building. 

The class-office building will be lo-
cated where the Old Infirmary now is 
located. It will provide 27 class rooms 
plus office space for 81 faculty mem-
bers. This will be room for 1,400 stu-
dents per hour, 

The Textile annex will be built on-
to the northeast corner of the build-
ing. The textile engineering department 
will move into it, providing class space 
for other engineering classes in the pre-
sent building. 

At present Tech has an average of 
about 120 square feet per student. This  

is below some other institutions such as 
the University of Texas, the University 
of California and the University of 
Chicago, but on the other hand, it is 
better than some other colleges. 

This average area is about the same 
as  when Tech started, so it would seem 
we are holding our own. 

The additional space provided in the 
new building and in the Textile Building 
will help this average. How long it will 
help depends on how fast the enrollment 
increases. But if building continues at the 
present rate, things should hold their own. 

Considering the new dorms, the ad-
dition and paving of parking lots, those 
new buildings and others provided for 
in the allocation, future students at Tech 
should be provided for some time to 
come.

This adds up to voting 
on the person by the merits of his 
ability. 

RUT IS THIS system practical? 
It wasn't for the original U. S. 
governrrient. It  can  be argued that 
it isn't for Tech today because 
John Q.  is  going to be thrown out 
on a cruel world with nothing but 
political parties everywhere, and 
he won't know how  to  react. 

He will be literally eaten up by 
the political wolves. 

The core of this situation is 
(horrors!) education. The answer
