Sixty-three per cent of the 339,-
000 students who took the Selec-
tive Service College Qualification 
Tests last Spring and Summer 
made a score of 70 or better, Ma-
jor General Lewis B. Hershey, di-
rector of the Selective Service, re-
portered recently. He said a fur-
ther breakdown of the results of 
the formes tests would be availa-
ble within a short time. 

The new series of tests will be 
given Thursday, December 13, 
1951, and Thursday, April 24, 
1952, by the Educational Testing 
Service of Princeton, New Jersey, 
at more than 1,000 different cen-
ters throughout the United States 
and its territories. The blanks 
may be obtained by the registrant 
at any local board office.
