Dr. S. S. McKay. professor of his-
tory at Tech, Is writing a biography 
of ex-Governor E J. Davis. which 
is to be published by the Dictionary 
of American Biography. 

Governor Davis, native of Florida 
and Union general in the Civil War, 
was the only Republican ever elect-
ed governor of Texas. He served 
from 1870 to 1874, following an elec-
tion in which the freed negroes par-
ticipated and from which ex-Con-
federates were barred. During his 
term there were two negro senators 
and ten negro members of th low-
er house of the Texas legislature. 

'The Davis administration, accord-
ing to Dr. McKay. is well known as 
a period of high taxes, wholesale 
graft, and oppresan e legislation. 
Davis was defeated by Richard Coke 
for re-election, but refused to give 
up the office. He and his radical 
legislature held the first floor of the 
capitol at Austin for a week, guard-
ed by negro troops, while Governor 
Coke and the Democratic legislature 
were administering the state gov -
ernment from the second floor of 
the capitol. There was constant 
danger of an armed clash between 
the rival factions, but Davis gave 
way when President Grant refused 
to intervene. 

The administration of Davis was 
the subject of Dr. McKay's master's 
thesis at the University of Texas.

Rhodes Trustees 
Announce Dates 

For Applicants 
Tech Candidates For Ox-

ford Scholarship May Se-
cure Application Blanks 
From Dean Gordon 

The 1929 election of Rhodes 
Scholars evil be held December 7, 
and students of Tech must file their 
applications with the secretary of 
the state committee of selection be-
fore October 19. according to a re-
cent announcement from Frank 
Aydelotte. American secretary to 
Rhodes Trustees and president of 
Swarthmore College. 

A Rhodes Bcholarshm, the most 
coveted of all under-graduate 
awards, entitles the holder to two 
years of study at Oxford University, 
with an annual stipend of 400 lbs. 
(about $2,000). If. at the end of 
the second year the scholar presents 
an approved plan for an additional 
year of study, the Rhodes Trustees 
will then extend his scholarship to 
cover a third year. Rhodes Scho-
lars are elected without examina-
tion on the basis of their records in 
school and college, and no restric-
tion Is placed upon their choice of 
studies. 

To be eligible a candidate must 
be an unmarried male citizen of the 
United States, between the ages of 
nineteen and twenty-five. and must 
have completed at least his sopho-
more year in college before the time 
he goes to Oxford. He must then 
be one of the men chosen to repres-
ent this institution In the compe-
tition. Scholars selected on Decem-
ber '7, 1929, will go to Oxford in Oc-
tober. 1930. 

The qualities which will be con-
sidered in making the selection are 
literary and scholastic ability and 
attainments. qualities of manhood, 
truth, courage, and moral force of 
character, and physical vigor as 
shown in outdoor sports or other 
ways. Exceptional athletic prowess 
is not essential to election. 

These scholarships were created 
by the will of Cecil Rhodes, the fa-
mous South African statesman and 
capitalist, who died in 1902. Their 
purpose is expressed in the terms 
of his will, 

"I also desire to encourage and 
foster an appreciation of the ad-
vantages which I ',monody believe 
will result from the union of the 
English-speaking peoples through-
out the world, and to encourage in 
the students from the United States 

. an attachment to the country 
from which they have sprung, with-
out, I hope, withdrawing them or 
their sympathies from t he land of 
their adoption or birth"

In keeping 
with the demands upon the Textile 
Industry, the Textile weaving de-
partment at Tech has purchased 
material to make a hundred yards 
of 144x72 broadcloth. The warp is 
ready to place in the loom and fil-
ling threads are also In shape to 
start production of the cloth in the 
near future.

Over 100 Have Borrowed 
From These Funds: Re-
ports Say No Student Has 
Failed To Repay 

/ME SE ARE nine loan funds 
available for students of Texas 

Technological college, the total 
amounting to about $27.000. More 
than 100 students have already bor-
rowed from these funds, and re-
ports are to the effect that no stu-
dent has yet failed to repay a loan. 

The largest of these funds is the 
George T. Morrow Student Loan 
Fund of 020.000, a permanent be-
quest created by the will of the don-
or. The interest only of this amount 
will be used for loans, the capital 
sum being invested. Some $800 in-
terest will become subject to loan 
by Sept. 1, 1929. The terms of the 
will specified that the president, 
business manager and registrar of 
the college should administer the 
fund. 

Rotary Fond $5.000. 
Early after the organlsation of the 

institution the Rotary club of Lub-
bock started a loan fund which now 
amounts to $5,000. It is administer-
ed by a committee appointed bo the 
Rotary club. Dean J. M. Gordon to 
now chairman of this corranittee. He 
reports that 111' students have bor-
rowed from the fund, and that there 
are now outstanding GO loans. Of 
this large number of students bor-
rowing not one has been considered 
a bad risk. This fund is available in 
small amounts to students who have 
attended the college a year or more 
and demonstrated their worthiness 
and ability. 

The Twentieth Century club Tech 
Students' Loan Fund was originat-
ed in 1925. $200 being raised the 
first year by an assessment of $5 
per member, Mx students have bor-
rowed frrm this fund which now 
amounts to $415.90. Intereet, tate is 
foiir percent and loans are made to 
either men or women. 

The Home Economics club loan 
fund was established the first year 
of the school by the Home Econom-
ics club. This organization holds a 
sale about Thanksgiving each year. 
The first sale netted $87 and $80 
to $100 has been similarly raised 
each year. Money is loaned on the 
recommendation of the Home Eco-
nomics council and with the appro-
val of Dean Margaret Weeks. Four 
percent interest Is charged and it 
Is open to home economics students 
who need the money. Often loans 
are made to help students over reg-
istration. one girl hating been as-
sisted twice in this manner. Two 
girls who are teaching this year 
have just repaid $50 loans. Seven

Sometime this term the En-
gineers will throw their annual pic-
nic. This is also a time when all 
the Engineers forget their cares and 
all join in for a good time.

Richard Cavett 	  Advertising Manager The graphic language, engineer- 
	  ing drawing, is rapidly becoming an 
Engineering Edition  Walter Burns, Editor integral part of our everyday life. 

In this engineering rtge our written 
language is Inadequate for the des• 
cription of the physical construc-
tions which provide comfort, con-
venience and means for the progress 
of civilization in all its phases. It 
is becoming increasingly necessary 
for the truly educated man to save 
a certain fluency In the graphic lan-
guage as well as in mathematics and 
literature. 

Before many years ytudents in 
liberal arts will study the graphic 
language as they now study various 
courses in English and foreign lan-
guages. in order to increase their 
intellectual capacity—their ability 
to thint, to visualize and to under-
stand. 

Al the present time the Depart-
ment of Engineering Drawing gives 
special courses for the School of 
Apiculture and the School of Home 
Economics—and offers courses Ior 
students in chemical engineering, 
education and other fields than en-
gineering. The graphic language is 
becoming of increasing value in the 
fields of business, commerce, jour-
nalism art, science, and literature. 

All the professions now touch upon 
engineering or engineering upon 
them. Graphic charts, diagrams, II- 

PROGRESS 	 lustrations and the regular engi- 
neering and architectural drawings 
have permeated the literature of 
modern times. 

Th.e use of drawing instruments 
enters into parts of certain courses 
just as penmanship or writing is 
necessary in the study of English.

AN ENGINEERING EDUCATION—DOES IT PAY? 

. 	When a student graduates from High School he is 
capable of earning on the average about $1000 per year 

.,far the next four years. If he goes to college instead of 
taking up some occupation he has thus invested about 
4000 in this enterprise. Further his tuition, books and 

supplies in an engineering school of a public institution 
will cost about $150 per year wIrich would amount to 
$600 for the four year period. Board, room and clothing 
would he approximately the same whether in college or 
out so it is not considered. Thus an engineering student 
Invests somewhere between four and five thousand dol-
lars for his four year college course in a public institu-
tion.

 merit is made in terms of dollars its financial return may 
be first considered. In 1924 the Society for the Promo- be 

of Engineering Education obtained data from over 
5000 engineering graduates which showed that the en. 

,p,ineering graduate on the average earned approximately 
-$210,000 up to age 60. The College of Business Admin-
istration of Boston_ University made a similar survey of 
a representative number of high school graduates and 
found that the average of this group earned a total of 
about $78,000 up to age GO. 

On the basis of these data it is seen that the aver-
age engineering graduate earns approximately $132,000 
more up to age GO than does the average high school 
graduate. In other words the original investment of say 
$5,000 has brought a return of $132,000 which is a pret-
ty fair dividend. 

The philosophers and sages are constantly admon-
ishing against the wasting of time as the wasting of life. 
Their appeal may be too abstract to seriously affect many 
of us, but perhaps the economic side may he more ap-
preciated, by students of engineering especially when 
from the foregoing facts it can be shown that for every 
hour which a student is nominally expected to study he, 
is the gainer to the extent of about $20. This is arrived 
at by taking an average of 1500 hours of study and class 
room work requred per year by the average engineering

White House Relic au ,  11 a talk on the art in

A rectangular block of pine wood 
which was taken from timbers in 
the roof of the White House while 
the structure was being remodeled 
In 1927 has just been received by 
Professor R. A. Studhalter. For 112 
years these longleaf pine beams held 
the roof of one wing of the execu-
tive mansion safely over the heads 
of twenty-six presidents of the Uni-
ted States. 

The wood was originally built in-
to the mansion during the adminis-
tration of President James Madison 
In 1815. Year before last when the 
supporting timbers of the roof were 
taken down the wood was found to 
be in perfect state of preservation. 
although no treatment had been 
given to lengthen the life of the 
wood. 

Mr. Studhalter is very proud o: 
this relic and will see that It gent ,  
a prominent place in the propose 
museum for the college.

His lecture dealt principally with 
the life and works of his father, Leo 
Tolstoy, who is internationally 
known for his writings and educa-
tional experiments. Tolstoy started 
the first free school In Russia. "The 
student," he said "must have the 
right to refuse those forms of edu-
cation which do not satisfy his in-
stincts. Freedom is the only criter-
ion.

One of the most recent donations 

is a pick counter manufactured by 
the Root Pick Counter Company. 
This device is used to measure the 
amount of cloth woven by a loom 
and its readings are taken as a basis 
of wages paid to weavers. Pick 
counters are installed in some of the 
largest and most modern mills in 
the United States. 

Another useful contribution is 
that of the Klipstein & Company 
through their Southern agent, Paul 
Haddock, of a hundred pounds of 
warp sizing. Correct treatment be-
fore weaving of the lengthwise 
threads of a cloth is one of the 
prime essentials of good weaving. 
This treatment consists of starching 
the yarn to prevent friction and 
chaffing of the cloth as it is being 
woven. 

Art-Silk Warp Donated 
A hundred yard art-silk warp has 

been donated to the weaving de-
partment by the Viscoe Company, 
and an attractive piece of cloth is 
xpected to be taken from the loom 

'n a short time. Artificial silk is 
being rapidly developed into a stable 
marker item and indications are 
hat it will equal or even surpass 
cal silk in textile use. This warp
