back Texas Tech in its bid for Southwest conference admittance 
May 9 and 10 when the conference faculty committee holds its 
spring meeting. 

*This will be Tech's second bid for entrance in the elusive 
conference in the last three yea's. Tech applied for admittance 

* * * 	
in 1948 but was turned down in 
a secret vote by the committee 

Painter Abdicates which also barred any school from 
seeking entrance for a period of 
three years. 

The Board of Regents at Texas 
instructed the University's repre-
sentative to favor Tech's admis-
sion "consistant with efficient 
and orderly operation of the 
Southwest conference." 

"No Comment" Stand 

Other members of the confer-
ence took the "no comment" stand 
following the announcement con-
cerning Texas U's decision. 

Coach DeWitt Weaver has con-
tacted officials of the remaining 
schools (excluding Southern 
Methodist) on the matter and has 
met with co-operation in all cases. 
Southern Methodist will be con-
tacted April 9. 

Tech officials on the whole  are 
very enthusiastic over the turn 
of events and have great hope 
for Tech's chances in the coming 
meeting. 

Tech Has Played SWC Teams 

Tech has been playing South-
west conference teams for years, 
sometimes meeting as many as 
five in one season. Its record has 
been respectable and in some 
instances remarkable. Last year, 
for example, Tech beat Texas 
Christian, the Southwest confer-
ence champ. 

Tech has a stadium seating 20,-
000, but it is being enlarged to 
30,000 for next fall and can be 
enlarged to 40,000 if necessary, 
Weaver said.
