If such a group, 
styled to fit Tech's particular 
needs, can be formed, it will be 
enthusiastically supported by The 
Toreador.

Much campus gossip ha, • • 
bored lately around the group of 
students which has been meeting t 
to discuss the formation of a new e 
campus organization, which, it was t 
understood, would be an lode- t 
pendent Students association. In 
tact, the leaders of the movement 
to form the club have frequently a 

 referred to it as an -independent le 
 organization. One meeting was le 
 held Monday, Dec. 7, in Knapp ' d 

Hall, where girls interested in 
such a club Were addressed by one 
of the leaders of the movement. 
He told his audience, it is re-
ported, that the idea had first 
been brought up before the inter-
dorm senate, since he and others 
are convinced that at Tech there 
is no adesidate social outlet for 
students not belonging to nat-
ionals. 

Such an organization," he is 
quoted as saying, "would give stu-
dents the opportunity to meet 
others and develop qualities of 
leadership.." It was proposed that 
the club receive new members 
thrOugh a pledgeship, similar to 
the system used by "Greeks." The 
group was to be a social rather 
than a political one. 

At that point, The Toreador edi-
tor was prepared to take a stand 
against the use of the word "in-
dependent" in the name of such 
a group. which limits itself to 
members completing a pledgeship 
and which is devoted to social ac-
tivities. Such a group would not 
be "independent" by any interpre-
tation of the word. 

Howevtr in an interview yester-
day with the same student who 
made the speech in Knapp Hall, 
the editor was Informed that the 
group is no longer proposing the 
formation of an Independent Stu-
dents association. They are, in-
stead, desirous of establishing a 
new social club at Tech, intended 
to sene the needs of those Tech-
sans who—to paraphrase that stu-
dent's words—need an outlet for 
social activities, feel the need for 
"belonging" to a group, and do 
not belong to Greek-letter . social 
societies. (It was added, almost 
as an after-thought it seemed, 
that the proposed club would be 
open to all students, including 
"Greeks.") name for the club' 
will be chosen by those interested. 
The student interviewed suggest-
ed that a Greek-letter name may 
be used. The group would also 
undertake service projects. 

Apparently, then, the persons 
interested in the club have wander-
ed from their original aim of unit-
ing the independents of Tech and 
now wish to construct for them-
selves a group similar to the social 
fraternities already existing here. 
(It is interesting to note that a 
social club, unique in that it had 
both men and women for mem-
bers, was formed several years 
ago at Tech. It was short-lived.) 
The question of such a group us-
ing the completely inappropriate 
name of "Independent" will there-
fore not arise. 

The editor's concern now is: Is 
there a need for another social 
group at Tech? 

The student interviewed yester-
day stated that he does not feel 
that the social programs offered 
by the dormitories, the Student 
Union and the church centers are 
adequate social outlets for the non-
Greeks. The proposed club is de-
signed to serve the needs of the 
student who, for various reasons 
of time and money and such, 
does not belong to one of the exist-
ing social groups. 

The spokesman was quoted 
earlier as saying that the club will 
give students an "opportunity to 
meet others." We feel that the 
"Howdy" spirit which is so char-
acteristic of Tech makes it almost 
impossible for a student NOT to 
meet peonle here. 

The group proposed would avoid 
politics, it was stated. How are 
the "qualities of leadership" go-
ing to be developed if the mem-
bers do not hold positions of lead-
ership, the attainment of which is 
inevitably involved with campus 
politics? 

Concerning the idea that the 
dub will serve the needs of stu-
dents who cannot (or do not 
choose to) spend the time and 
money required by the Greeks, al-
low us to quote a maxim familiar 
to anyone who has ever gone 
through Rush (and for that rea-
son it will undoubtedly be familiar 
to some of the leaders of this

the campus. Creamery' Supt. M. L. 
Peeples declared today. 

The creamery, not to be con-
tused with Tech dairy, buys milk 
from the dairy, pasteurizes, bot-
tles and delivers it. Campus needs 
are supplied, with surpluses being 
sold on off-campus routes. Since 
the dairy cannot maintain a herd 
of cows adequate to meet the needs 
of the dormitory enrollment, about 
two-thirds of the milk is sent by 
refrigerated truck from Missouri. 
Peeples explains that to keep a 
herd large enough to supply the 
fall and spring dormitory students 
would be impractical since the 
summer enrollment would not be 
large enough to prevent a loss. 

After weighing the ten-gallon 
cans brought from the dairy, the 
creamery pasteurizes all milk in 
Two large vats. The milk is then, 
by a vacuum process, lifted into 
the the machine which controls 
the bottling process. The rotating 
bottler is able to fill and cap 28 
bpttles per minute, All milk used 
is Grade A pasteurized or homo-
genized.

ed solely for laboratory purposes 
and are not sold. Coffee cream, 
whipping cream and buttermilk. 
however, are sold. 

About 15 students are employed 
by the creamery. These students 
are responsible for the entire pro-
cess which the milk goes through 
plus the delivery. Peeples super-
vises the operation. 

"Within the next few years," said 
Peeples, "we plan to expand the 
creamery to three times its pres-
ent size by adding a second story 
and an additional 120 feet to the 
north." With this increase in size 
it will be possible to maintain a 
retail sales room, which accord-
ing to Peeples, is badly needed. 
Along with this expansion comes 
the proposal for the purchase of 
new equipment that will include 
a modern pasteurizer to replace 
the present vat system, and var-
ious other replacements. 

Every precaution is used against 
germs. The bottles are carried by 
a conveyor belt from a lye solu-
tion, through two hot-water rinses 
to a chlorine rise. They are then

For 29 seasons Tech has played 
football. In only eight of these 
years have the Raiders lost more 
than they have won. In seven 
seasons they lost one or less games 
and in 14 they lost three or less. 
In 14 years of competition for the 
Boxier Conference championship, 
Texas Tech has won the crown 
nine times. 

The Daily Texan sports editor 
recalled that the Raiders played 
one SWC team this year, Texas 
A&M, and the Aggies finished last 
in the league winning only one 
conference game. 

All teams will occasionally have 
a bad day as the University of 
Texas fans will agree. The Long-
