Big Fossil Skull Found by 

Geology Teaching Fellow 

Texas can again brag about 
possessing "a biggest" This 
time it is the skull of an am-
phibian found by Earl F. Green, 
teaching fellow -  in geology-at 
Tech. 

Mr. Green said the 22 inch-
longskull that he found in rocks 
of Triassic age In Crosby Coun-
ty Is the largest ever found on 
the North American continent. 
These amphibians are character-
istic of the Triassic period. 

After finding the skull in 
December, Mr. Green spent two 
months cementing the parts to-
gether. This skull is now on dis-
play in the Museum. 

Texas University posssses the 
smallest such skull of this type. 
It was found in Howard County, 
also in rocks of Triassic age. 

The only larger skull than the 
one found by Mr. Green was 
.found in Europe and is a yard 
long.

Sororities in '55 
Sororities may outnumber II a- 

ternitics on the Tech campus by 

the end of next year. Tech may 

be a nine-sorority school by late 

1955 if the need arises, while it 
is unlikely that there will be more 
than eight fraternities. 

A three-year colonization plan 
was set up last year to take care 
of the growing interest among 
women who want to belong to 
sororities.

Clarence Manion will speak on 
"Slate Rights vs. Communism" 
at 8 p.m. Tuesday in the 0. L. 
Slaton Junior High School audi-
torium. Frazier Hunt will speak 
on "The Tragedy of the Pacific" 
at 8 p.m. Wednesday in the Stu-
dent Union Building. 

Gen. Bonner Fellers will give 
talks twice on May 13: at 5 p.m. 
to ROTC units in the Tech gym 

•on "Was There a Hidden Hand 
in the Military?" and again at 
8 p.m. in the 0. L. Slaton Junior 
High School auditorium on "The 
Strategy of Defense." 

All four lectures of the seri-
are open to students, faculty as,,: 
general public free of charge. 

Mr. Manion, the first speak,: 
is former dean of the School o: 
Law of Notre Dame Universltj. 
noted authority on the Constitu-
tion, author of ''The Key to 
Peace," and a practicing attorney. 
The Freedom Foundation's Award 
was presented to him at Valley 
Forge in both 1949 and 1950. Un-
til recently, Dean Manion was 
chairman of President Eisenhow-
er's Committee on Intergovern-
mental Relations. 

President E. N. Jones gave 
credit to Mr. Manion in his All-
College Recognition Day Address 
for the thought-provoking "Ten 
Word Cycle of Civilization." 

Mr. Hunt, the second lecturer, 
is a world traveller, adventurer 
and student, who has interviewed 
almost every major figure of his 
time from Pancho Villa, in an 
outlaw's holdout, to Lenin in the 
cold walls of the Kremlin.

Gen. Fellers, third speaker, a 
West Pointer and retired army 
general, is an advocate of our 
change in military tactics from 
mass land armies to reliance on 
Air.
