Appear During 	Se-- of baffled Techsans War Fund Drive 
Ends This Week

DR. CLIFFORD B. Jones resigned as president of Texas Tech- 
nological college Wednesday. He was unanimously elected 

president emeritus by the college directorate that accepted the 
resignation at a special meeting in Fort Worth. 

The resignation was "accepted with the deepest regret on the 
part of the board members, individually and collectively," Char-
les C. Thompson of Colorado City, chairman, reported to the 
Lubbock Evening Journal by long-distance telephone. 

Doctor Jones telephoned an explanation for his action saying 
he was resigning to protect his health. For the past two years he 
has not been up to par physically and he has at three different 
times offered his resignation. He first wanted to be relieved of 
his duties on April 11, 1942, when he suffered difficulty with his 
heart and high blood pressure. At that time he withdrew his re-
signation and was given a leave of absence until his health im-
proved. Last month Jones submitted another letter at a board 
meeting, and the board withheld formal action until this week. 

"I should like to emphasize," Doctor Jones said, "the great 
pleasure and satisfaction it has been to work with boards of 
directors such as Tech has now and has had over the 21 years of 
my connection with the college. They have been composed of men 
and women of rare ability and vision and devotion to the college." 

The third president of Tech, Doctor Jones became connected 
with the college before its "blueprint" stage in March of 1923 as 
a member of the first directorate. The doors of the institution 
were not opened until the fall semester of 1925. He was second 
chairman of the board until his resignation on the day of his 
election as president Nov. 23, 1938. 

Doctor Jones is the first president of Tech to leave office 
lather than by death. He was prece- 

air ded as president of thtrAlo"e by 
the late Dr. Paul Wh  
who was elected on November 22, 
1923, and who headed the college 
until his death here on April 13, 
1932; and by Dr. Bradford Knapp, 
elected on July 18, 1932 and who 
died here June 11, 1938. 

This 'West Texas top hand", who 
Is at home in the saddle and a 
branding pen, was born at Rico, 
Colo. on April 9, 1885. His family 
moved to Kansas City, Mo., In 1886. 
He was a graduate of the Central 
High school and had planned to 
enter Yale university. He was of-
fered a position as purchasing 
agent of the Kansas City Bag 
Manufacturing company and two 
years later was made vice-president 
and treasurer of the Jacques Steel 
company at the age of 24 yours. 

Two years later, when his father 
became manager of the Spur 
Swenson interests, he came to 
West Texas. He was not unprepar-
ed for ranch life, having learned 
the cattle business as a cowboy on 
the ranch of Gov. John Sparks of 
Nevada. He held the position as 
assistant manager and two years 
later as manager of the 500,000-
acre Spur ranch until he resigned 
to become president of Tech, ex-
cept for leave during World War 
I and during 1933 at Fort Worth 
as Regional Adviser of the Public 
Works administration of Texas. 
New Mexico and Loulsana. For the 
duration of the World War he 
served either as chairman of the 
Dickens County Draft board or at 
Fort Worth as a member of the 
District or Appellate Draft board 
for the Northern Judicial District 
of Texas. Also he served as special 
agent for the Texas State council 
of Defense. 

Besides retaining considerable 
business interests in the Spur area, 
including forms and city property 
and Spur Security bank of which 
he is president and has been for 
some time, Doctor Jones is serving 
as a director of four railroads. He 
Is a member of the Episcopal 
church, Sons of the American Re-
volution, Rotary club, Fort Worth 
club, Esquela Golf club, Philosophi-
cal Society of Texas. National 
Council of National Economic 
league and West Texas Historical 
association. 

No information has been received 
as to whom will succeed President 
Jones when this paper went to 
press. However, the resignation will 
not become effective until the end 
of this semester. 



A TECH tradition has been broken this year by the absence of 
a varsity show. We who have enjoyed the show in years 

past are sorry that it is not being put on as usual, but under-
stand that it is just one of the many war casualties. However, we 
think it filled, a definite need for college entertainment, and since 
it will not be produced, we believe something else should be 
substituted. 

Sock and Buskin members put on plays about twice a month, 
but these productions have always been given for that organi-

zation's members only, behind closed doors, in the Campus play-
house. By this means Sock and Buskin avoids paying royalties 
on the plays. Royalties generally run from $15 to $25 for each 
presentation. If these plays were put on for the student - body 
and an admission price were levied, we believe Sock and Buskin 
would have no trouble breaking even, and probably making a 

• small profit on each performance. 
The playhouse will seat 84 people. If Sock and Buskin were 

to make its $15 royalty plays public and charge 25 cents admis-
sion, it would break even on 60 ticket sales. If they sold out of 
tickets, they would take in $21, leaving $7 profit. This amount 
is not stupendous, but it seems to us that it would beat nothing. 
They could perhaps present one play a month this way and still 
keep their higher royalty plays private. 

Tech has excellent talent in its speech department, but many 
of the members go through four years of training and their 
fellow students, who pursue courses of study other than speech, 
never see them in any performance, hence never recognize their 
ability. It would be good training for these speech students to 
give several public performances during the year. They do a 
great deal of difficult work in directing, makeup and sound -ef-. 
feet, as well as the usual acting; it wotild certainly add to their 
self confidence if they were allowed to win the approbation of 
the student body. 

Therefore, if the Campus playhouse doors were opened to 
all Techsans for some of Sock and Buskin's plays, it would work 
to the advantage of both the Speech department and the rest of 
the student body. There is still time for two plays during this 
semester. We suggest that they be given as an experiment now 
and if the enterprise proves profitable that they be continued 
in the years to come.—E.H.M.

WE, HERE at Tech, are attending college on one of the largest 

campuses in the nation. Yet to many of us, it extends little 
beyond our rooms, our little cliques, or at best our department. 

We get up, we go to classes, we go home. Sometimes we 
hang around at the Bookstore or on the Avenue to kill time.

The benefits afforded are 
worth more, for we Techsans do not want to spend the rest of 
our lives with our conversational facilities limited to the latest 
picture show. 

We should take' advantage of each opportunity the college 
provides for our entertainment and education. If we wish to 
show our appreciation, we can have a large attendance. If this 
should happen at each program, then Techsans could ask for a 
fuller Artist course and an auditorium on the campus for its 
accomodation. For the present let us be content to attend the 
piano cone, and see how much enjoyment can be attained.—G.J.

Students Prefer To 
Furnish The Gasoline 
But None Of The Oil 

"I don't think I'll go to break-
fast. I'd rather sleep." Such seems 
to be the early morning thought 
o fa number of Techsans, according 
to a dietary survey conducted by 
a group of nutrition students re-
cently. That 10 o'clock hunger is 
then -satisfied by a trip to the 
Bookstore or the Avenue fora roll 
and a cup of coffee or a coke. 

Coffee contains no nutritive value. 
and sugar, cream and rolls con-
tribute practically nothing but 
calories. So the student spends half 
the day without providing his body 
with the necessary food materials. 
He has furnished the "gasoline," 
but not the "oil." 

Further evidence furnished by 
the survey shows that many stu- 
dents spurn vegetables, particular-
ly one like turnip greens, which 
are loaded with vitamins and mM-
crabs, and supplement their diet 
with sundaes, candy bars and 
cokes. Note to those with ideas of 
reducing—an average serving of 
vegetables contains only 20 to 50 
calories, while a sundae contains 
410, a candy bar 435 and a coke 75. 

There is nothing harmful about 
sweets. The idea that candy ruins 
teeth has been practically aban-
doned. It's only fault is that it 
may squeeze something more im-
portant out of the diet. 

According to the Texas Food 
Standard, en adequate diet for a 
day should contain at least one 
pint of milk, one egg, oneserving 
of meat or cheese, one serving of 
potatoes. one other vegetable, one 
serving of citrus fruit, raw cab-
bage, or tomatoes, one other fruit, 
one serving of whole grain pro-
ducts, and butter or margarine 
with vitamins added, plus any oth-
er foods desired. Does your diet 
check?

Raising Sugar 
Beets Discussed 

Increase Of Beet 
Production Noted 

Tech's experiments on raising 
sugar beets in this section were 
discussed for farmers in a meet-
ing Thursday night in the Lub-
bock County Agent's office. The 
discussion was lead by the follow-
ing speakers: H. E. Knapp, mana- 
ger of the American Crystal Su- 
gar company at Rocky Ford, Colo.; 
C. W. Briggs, agronomist for the 
zomPally; and H. M. Elaine, ag-
ricultural agent for the Santa Fe 
Railway company at Amarillo. 

Purpose of the meeting was to 
stimulate production of sugar beets 
in Texas by increasing production 
acreage to 1.000 acres. The Ameri-
can Crystal Sugar company is de-
signing such a program to relieve 
the present shortage and to aid 
farmers. A field man will be avail-

able to assist farmers in the Loc-
kney-PlainvIew and Lubbock ter-

ritories, A price of $12 to $13 a 
ton has been set as an average re-
tail price, but will vary with the 
sugar content. 

On the irrigated lands of Tech 
farm, variety yield tests have been 
made on sugar beets since 1938. 
The approximate average yield for 
the commercially used beets is 12 
tons per acre, according to Dr. 
A. W. Young, head of the plant in 
dustry department. Yields on the 
variety teats have averaged over 
21 tons per acre. The sugar con- 
tent has been about 17 to 18 per 
cent. while the average for the 
United States stands at about 16 
per cent. In Texas the average for 
the last four years has been 18.23 
per cent. 

Students Get 
Commissions 

Foods and nutrition majors are 
investigating the possibilities of 
becoming apprentice dietitians 
leading to appointment as full di-
etitians and commissions as Sec-
ond Lieutenant Army Hospital 
Dietitians. 

The need for hospital dietitians 
is great and the prospects qualified 
for immediate commissioning are 
limited; therefore, these appren-
tice dietitian courses are being of-
fered in Army hospitals, according 
to Dean Margaret W. Weeks. 

To qualify as an apprentice, one 
must have a bachelor's degree with 
at least 12 semester hours of gen-
eral, organic and physiological or 
food chemistry; six hours of bio-
logy including human psychology 
and bacteriology; six hours of so-
cial science; six hours of food pre-
paration and meal planning; six 
hours of nutrition; and six hours 
of institutional management and 
quantity cookery. In addition, one 
must have either completed a six-
month student dietitian course; had 
one year's experience in a medium-
sized hospital; had two years' col-
lege teaching of food, nutrition, or 
Institutional management; h a d 
two years' high school teaching of 
foods and management of school 
lunchroom cafeteria; or had two 
years of nutrition work with a 
social service or public health ag-
ency. 

Apprentice applicants must be 
between the ages of 20 and 39 years 
and meet certain physical require-
ments. Apprentice dietitian courses 
in this area are offered in Brooke 
General hospital in San Antonio. 
Applicants receive a net income of 
about 380 a month after their ex-
penses are paid. Prospects are ur-
ged to write Dallas Officer Pro-
curement District, Eighth Service 
Comand, Dallas, Texas, for appli-
cation blanks and further infor-
mation.

Material Shown 
Textile Society 

Samples of mates ials made from 
some of the rare animal fibers 
were shown members of the Tex-
tile Engineering society Tuesday 

evening_ Path lightweight and hea- 
vy samples of vicuna, probably the 
rarest of all fibers, were shown. 
Only about one person out of 
4,000,000 could possibly own a gar-
ment made of vicuna wool be- 
cause of its scarcity, if not its 
price, according to L. E. Parsons, 
head of the textile engineering do 
partment The little animals from 
which it is obtained must be kil-
led, and only almall amount of 
hair comes from each animal. 

Other samples shown included 
cashmere, llama, and alpaca. Some 
of the fabrics cost as much as 
$250 a yard. All materials made 
from them are usually warm be-
cause the animals live in the moun-
tainous regions of South America 
and other cold climates.
