Veterans, Freshmen Return 
In Larger Number This Year 

Enrollment had reached the number of 2,303 at 2.15 o'clock 
Thursday afternoon. This is an increase of 557 students over the 
total of 1,746 at this time last year. The proportion of men stu-
dents has greatly increased due to returning veterans and the 
increased size of the freshman c ass. 

Living quarters for the unex-
pected men students is offering 
quite a problem. For the first time 
addresses of rooms are being re-
leased without approval of the 
Dean of Men, James G. Allen, who 
says that if the boys are satisfied, 
they should be permitted to live 
wherever it is possible. 

Because of the Increase in wo- 
men students last year and the lack 
of available living facilities, West 
Hall, men's dorm, was filled with 
women by reservation before peace 
was declared. The dorm had been 
empty for a year after the A.S.T.P., 
army personnel, was transferred 
from Tech. 

Tech enrollment reached its peak 
in February, 1941 when the number 
exceeded 4.000. It was between 
3900 and 4000 during 1939 and 1990.. 
In Feb. 1944 the total was less than 
1500, which was the smallest num-
ber during the war. 

According to R. A. Mills over 
1500 Artist Course Tickets have 
already been purchased. The num-
ber of La Ventana subscriptions 
was not available at the time the 
paper went to press. 

Doak, Leidigh, Gordon 
Retain Staff Positions 

Four new deans assumed posi-

itions at Texas Tech at the begin-
ning of the fall semester. R. C. 
Goodwin took over duties as dean 

of arts and sciences. Mrs. Johnnye 

Lang-ford is new dean of women. 

W. L. Stangel is dean of agriculture 
and Dr. W. C. Holden assumed the 
vacancy left by Dean Goodwin as 
dean of graduate studies. 

This first major change of ad-
minsistrative deans at Tech was 
brought about by the retirement of 
three deans, all members of the 
original faculty. Their appointment 
as deans emeritus was announced 
May 28, following a meeting of the 
college board of directors. The 
deans are Dr. James M. Gordon. 
retiring as dean of arts and 
sciences; Mrs. Mary W. Doak, re-
tiring as dean of women: and Prof. 
A H. Leidigh, retiring as dean of 
agriculture. All three changes be-
came effective Sept. 1. 

The three deans, relieved of all 
administrative duties, will remain 
as members of the faculty, Dr. 
Gordon as professor of philosophy 
and education, Mrs. Doak as pro-
fessor of English, and Mr. Leidigh 
as professor of agronomy. The pro-
fesorship appointments are for the 
1945-46 college year. 

Dr. R. C. Goodwin whd will suc-
ceed Dr. Gordon as dean of arts 
and sciences wit also retain his 
title as professor of chemistry. Mrs. 
Doak was succeeded by Mrs. Lang-
ford who will also be professor 
of physical education; and Mr. 
Leidigh will be succeeded by Pro-
fessor Stange], who will also re-
tain his title as professor of animal 
husbandry. Dr. Holden evil retain 
the title of professor of history. 

Professor Stangel, new dean of 
agriculture, came to Texas Tech 
from Texas A. & M., where he 
graduated with a bachelor of 
science degree in animal husban- 
dry ffi-1914, and served as a mem-
ber of the agriculture faculty until 
he came to Tech in 1925. He is 
married and has two daughters. 
Mary Menon Stangel, a govern-
ment employee in Washington, D. 
C., and Ava Ruth Stangel, senior 
student at Tech. He is called upon 
to judge more often than any other 
man in the state. 

Dr. Goodwin, new arts and sci-
ences dean, came to Tech from the 
University of Florida in 1930, where 
he taught from 1926 until 1930. A 
gr ad u ate of Brownwood High 
school, he received his bachelor's 
degree from the University of Tex-
as in 1923. He was awarded his 
doctorate at Harvard university in 
1926, where he was part-time in-
structor from 1924 until 1926. He 
came to Tech as professor of chem-
istry and was made dean of the 
graduate division in 1938. He has 
conducted extensive research in 
chemistry. 

Mrs. Langford, formerly Miss 
Johnnye Gilkerson, came to Tech 
from Columbia university, where 
she studied in 1925 after graduat-
ing from the University of Texas 
in 1924 with a bachelor of business 
administration degree. She received 
her master's degree from the Uni-
versity of Southern California in 
1929. She married in 1934. 

Dr. Gordon, retiring arts and 
sciences dean, is leaving his admin-
istrative duties after two decades 
of active service with the institu- 
tion. He was one of the first mem-
bers of the faculty to arrive on the 
campus in advance of the opening 
of the fall semester in 1925 and 
served through the college's early 
years as dean of men and also dean 
of the division. He graduated from 
Trinity university at Waxahachie 
in 1903 and was an instructor in 
Latin and Greek at that institution 
until 1907 when he attended the 
University of Chicago where he 
received his master of arts degree 
in 1908. 

He returned to Trinity as dean 
and remained until 1916 when he 
accepted the position of President 
of Central State Normal college, 
at Ada, Okla., where he served 
until 1920 when he was elected 
president of Henry Kendall college 
at Tulsa, now Tulsa university and 
in the spring of 1925 was selected 
as a member of the first faculty 
of Tech. He was honored with a 
LL.D degree from Trinity in 1919. 

Dean Mary W. Doak came to 
Tech from the University of Texas 
in 1925, where she had taught Eng-
lish for seven years. She received 
her M. A. degree from Texas uni-
versity where she was a member of 
the American Association of Uni-
versity Women, Delta Kappa Gam-
ma, Texas conference, Modern 
Language association, and the Na-
tional and State Association of 
Deans of Women. 

Prof. Arthur Henry Leidigh, dean 
of agriculture came to Tech in 1925. 
He was one of the first members 
of the faculty to arrive on the cam-
pus In advance of the opening of 
the fall semester in 1925. He re- 
ceived his B. S. degree from Kan-
sas State Agriculture college in 
1902 and his M. S. degree from 
Texas A&M in 1923, and was assist-
ant director and agronomist from 
1923-25 before accepting his Tech 
position in 1925.

Each student seek-
ing appointment must have a "C" 
average in all college work and 
must have passed at least nine se-
mester hours with a "C" average 
last semester. Sixty semester hours 
most be recorded to the credit of 
the candidate at the time of as- 
suming office. 

An average of "C" is based on 
the quality point system and must 
be maintained during the tenure of 
office. The quality point system 
is an average of at least one grade 
point for every hour for which the 
student is enrolled. 

TWO major elective offices may 
riot be held simultaneously by the 
same person, according to the stu-
dent constitution.

He served for two years as as-
sistant reference librarian and one 
and a half years as chief cataloguer 
at Mechanics Mercantile library. 
San Francium. For two years he 
served as librarian of the principal 
branch of the Kern County Free 
library with headquarters at Ba-
kersfield, Calif. He was also city 
librarian of Boise. Idaho, for foul 
years. 

Gaylord held the position of li-
brarian in charge of the Industrial 
Laboratory library, Mare Island 
Navy yard, Calif., before coming to 
Lubbock. His duties there included 
full responsibility for building up 
a working collection in the field of 
science and technology, organizing 
a yard-wide service to the military 
and civilian personnel, and estab-
lishing a distributing center for 
publications of the various techni-
cal departments of the Navy. 

His wife, also a trained librarian, 
was formerly head of the circula-
tion department at the University 
of California library at Berkeley, 
Calif. 

Miss Emma Main. who has been 
Acting librarian of Tech library 
since the retirement of Miss Eliza-
beth Howard West, requested ear-
lier that steps be taken to fill the 
position of Tech librarian. She will 
carry the title of Associate librar-
ian with duties in the cataloguint 
department. 

The sum of $50,000 was allowed 
Tech library in the' recent appro-
priations bill and is to be used for 
LI br a r y equipment, preparation 
and installation of which will be-
gin as soon as materials are avail- 
able.
