Wilder Satire, Wit

The ANTA Touring Players 
proved tEetnselees to be compe-
tent, professional actors Monday 
night when they produced Thorn-
ton Wilder's "The Skin of Our 
Teeth" before a small audience 
in Lubbock High School Audi-
torium. . 

Fewer than 700 persons only 
halfway filled the auditorium, 
but those who did come were re-
warded amply by Wilder's satiric 
wit and by versatile acting per-
formances. 

The play, a Pulitzer prize win-
ner, was a satire on the human 
race and centered around the An-
trobus family. Mr. Antrobus, play-
ed by Robert Donley. was "Of 
very old stock and worked his 
way up from next to nothing." 
Other members of the family were 
equally distinguished. 

Lizabeth Blake as Mrs. Antro-
bus and Peg Murray as Sabina 
gave excellent performances, and 
if Miss Murray occasionally re-
called Talullah Bankhead, who 
played the part in the original 
stage play the effect was pleasing. 

Although at times the play lack-
ed a snappy pace, this fault was 
compensated for by the excellence 
of the best scenes, which left the 
audience laughing at the all-too-
human antics of the characters.

If the bill is passed -by both 
houses of the LegiSlature, it will 
make possible a maximum $20 
compulsory fee. The final say on 
the amount rests in the hands of 
college boards of directors.

Science Tells How —
Not Why, Where 

"Science explains the how, but 
never the why or wherefore," Dr. 
Carlyle Marney told Tech stu-
dents and faculty Monday morn-
ing at the second of the ninth 
annual series of the Willson Lec-
tures.

Applications for business man-
ager of either publication must 
have made passing grades in at 
least 60 semester hours of course 
work by the end of the semester. 

The selection will be made by 
a  committee composed of a stu-
dent representative from each di-
vision, the student chairman of 
the Publications Committee, the

Athletics May Be Out 
The plan before the House will 

presumably break down in the fol-
lowing manner, according to Glenn-
Rainer, president of the Student 
Council, Athletics may or may 
not be included in the Activity 
fee. Student Council and the Art-
ist Course will receive approxi-
mately $3; Health fee, approxi-
mately $6; Student Union, exclud-
ed in the present plan, will re-
ceive $5. Other activities will re-
ceive amounts set by the -Tech 
Directors. 

If the bill is passed, what is it 
supposed to accomplish? Here at 
Tech it will prevent the aban-
donment of some 'organizations 
which are doomed to failure un-
less more money is made avail-
able. It will provide the neces-
sary capital for those organiza-
tions which will be able to sur-
vive, but are restricted in the at-
tainment of greater recognition 
for themselves and the college. 

Better Methods Appear Needed 
Is it practical to exclude ath-

letics from the activity fee? More 
activity fees are purchased for 
attending the athletic events than 
anything else. Therefore, it is 
unlikely that the department of 
athletics would be hindered, by the 
exclusion. The exclusion would 
certainly affect the amount of 
any future compulsory fee assess-
ment. This may lead the way to 
acceptance of a compulsory fee 
that would not force a hardship 
on some students, and make possi-
ble their support of an activity 
which is more to their interest. 
Not all students go to football 
and basketball games, or use the

Score at halftime was 40-26 and 
the Miners increased that to a 22-
point lead in the second half.

On Quartz Helices
