1 at a Board of Directors meet-
ing. 

IF PASSED the plan will be 
available to all students of Texas 
Tech taking at least 6 semester 
hours. It will be on a voluntary 
basis and no student will be re- 

Tech Student Dies 
Of Strangulation 

John Orman Stalnaker Jr., a 
21-year-old Tech freshman from 
Houston, was found dead in his 
bed at his rooming house at 2101 
13 St. shortly after 6:30 a.m. Sat-
urday. 

Justice- of the Peace George 
McCIesky returned a verdict of 
accidental death due to strangu-
lation. Investigating officers said 
Stalnaker apparently became ill 
after going to sleep, then vomited 
and strangled. 

Roy Hughes, Stalnaker's room-
mate, told police he discovered the 
body shortly after 6:30 p.m. He 
said Stalnaker awakened him 
about 2:30 a.m. Saturday when 
the former returned from a ban-
quet. 

Investigators said an autopsy 
would not be performed on the 
body. 

Stalnaker enrolled at Tech at 
the beginning of the Spring seme-
tration student and a navy vete-
ster. He was a business adminis-

ran.

The proposed group plan would 
cover all student activities includ-
ing intramural sports.

A $500 maximum blanket bene-
fit for accident is provided in the 
proposed plan. Hospital room and 
board up to $10 per day for 30 
days for sickness is included. Also, 
there is a maximum of $100 for 
miscellaneous hospital expenses. 

UP TO $200 for surgery ao-
companying sickness would Iv 
provided. There would be $3 Pr' , 

 day for 30 days allowed for doc-
tor's call while in hospital. 

Exclusions in the proposed plan 
would include services rendered by 
the Infirmary, war or act of war, 
eyeglasses, private or chartered 
non-scheduled flying (commercial 
would be covered), dental treat-
ment except injury to natural 
teeth, preventive medicine or vac-
cines, pregnancy, childbirth or 
miscarriage, and intercollegiate 
sports. 

Coverage would begin Sept. 1, 
1958 and end 12 months later. It 
would be in effect 24 hours a day. 
Insurance would be terminated on 
withdrawal from school. There is 
a refund if the student enters the 
armed forces. 

DEADLINE FOR bids being 
back from insurance companies is 
June 30.

Gayle Kilgore, Home Ec edu-
cation major from Lubbock, 
says: "At first I was scared to 
death of them, but now I'm 
getting used to it." 

GAYLE'S JOB is to weigh 
the food and feed it to the rats 
change the water and weigh 
them once a week.

Righthander Billy Tombs 
pitched Texas Tech to its fifth 
baseball win of the season yester-
day on the Tech diamond, as the 
Raiders downed Hardin-Simmons 
University, 7-3 in the first of a 
two-game series. 

Tombs, although yielding three 
more hits than his own mates 
collected from the Cowboys, (8-5) 
was never in serious trouble as he 
coasted to his fourth win of the 
season against only one loss. The 
Raider sophomore thus has 80 per 
cent of his team's wins, wills Tech 
now 5-6 for the season. 

TECH GOT OFF to a good start 
by batting around in their half 
of the first inning, scoring five 
runs, which were to prove all 
Tombs needed to win. 

First-baseman Dave Allen led 
off with a single, and when sec. 
ond-baseman Gary Wetter at-
tempted to sacrifice him to sec-
ond an error allowed both runners 
to reach base. Centerfielder Geh-
rig Garrison reached base on a 
fielder's choice, loading the sacks. 

Tech's first run was of the gift 
variety, right-fielder Sonny Donel-
son getting a free pass to force 
Allen in from third. Shortstop 
Dave Bourland's single brought 
Wetter in with the second run a 
moment later. 

WITH THE BASES still load-
ed, leftfielder Ken Warren, Tech's 
leading hitter, drilled a single to 
score Garrison and Donelson. 

The cowboys were finally able 
to get an out in the inning, but it 
still cost them a run. Dave Potter 

lofted a long fly to the outfield 

for Tech's first out, but Bourland  

was tagged at third and rambled 
in to score the filth run. 

Catcher Cullen Hunt grounded 
to short and Tombs was out to the 
first-baseman unassisted to end 
the inning. 

HARDIN-SIMMONS came back 
with a run in their half of the 
first, when leadoff man Harold 
"Hayseed" Stephens walked, went 
to third on Robert Groom's single 
and later scored on Don McNew's 
one-base hit after Tombs struck 
Out two batters in between. 

Groom, running with the pitch, 
was thrown out as he attempted 
to score all the way from first, 
to end the inning. 

The Cowboys scored another 
singleton in the fifth, after Arthur 
McMillan opened the frame by 
striking out. Pitcher Joe Allen, 
who relieved starter Dub Pierce 
with one out in the second and 
finished up for H-SU, singled to 
start the rally. 

STEPHENS THEN hit a streak-
er that Bourland fielded easily, 
but Wetter bobbled his throw on 
the short toss, and both runners 
were safe.

North Texas reeled again Mon-
day from attacks of vicious weath-
er, and more tornadoes, severe 
storms and deluges threatened the 
state. 

Here was Monday's complex 
weather picture: 

THE WEATHER bureau alert-
ed much of the northern part of 
the state for possible tornadoes 
and severe thunderstorms. The 
area paralleled the Red River and 
stretched 140 miles south of that 
stream. 

It began around Mineral Wells 
and reached cast to the Longview 
vicinity. 

The Trinity flooded in North 
Central Texas, breaking through 
levees in some places. 

A WHOLE NETWORK of rivers 
and creeks in extreme Northeast 
Texas already was well above 
flood stage  or  threatening. 

A severe cold wave bore down 
on Texas from the vast midsec-
tion of the nation. Livestock 
warnings were issued for the Da-
kotas. Temperatures were expect-
ed to drop to the freezing level 

• in the Texas Panhandle. 
At least three persons died in 

the state because of the weather 
turn rig the overhead. 

HAIL DAMAGED more than 
200 homes near McKinney Sunday, 

and what many called  a  tornado 
ripped the roof from the Frenship 
school near there. 

Deluges up to 12r1 inches 
brought local flooding at many 
places, including Atlanta in the 
slate's northeast 'corner, at Pitts-
burg, 95 miles to the west, and 
Dallas and Fort Worth. 

The highway department count-
ed at least 21 highways and farm-
to-market roads impassable be-
cause of high water. More roads 
were expected to go under during 
the night. 

SCORES OF families fled high 
water during the weekend. 

The tornado-severe thunder-
storm alert spread across some of 
the areas hardest hit by weekend 
deluges. 

The alert was for 1 p.m. to  9 
p.m. 

CITIES IN the alerted area in-
cluded Fort Worth, Dallas, Min-
eral Wells, Corsicana, Longview, 
Kilgore, Weatherford, Sherman, 
Denison, Bonham, Mount Vernon, 
Kaufman Canton. 

Montague, Denton. McKinney, 
Rockwall, Paris, Clarksville. Mar-
shall, Henderson, Athens, Tyler, 
Sulphur Springs. Hillsboro, Mount 
Pleasant, Cladewater and Green-
ville.

NORTHEAST TEXAS  was II 
hard by heavy rains, resulting

In Bowie County. Texas,  as 
adjoining Miller County, Arka 
sas, heavy rains—up to 7  inches 
flooded croplands and bottor 
lands, causing extensive crop dar 
age. 

A levee broke in Miller Count 
and some roads and highwa, 
were closed.
