Ech has finally voted \Vet! Yes, Melvin J. Wet, senior 
Agriculture student from Toot-Toot, Texas, was yesterday 
elected by the student body as Student Publications chair-
man for 1959 - 60, a post he has tried three times to capture, 
each time being apprehended. 

Wet, when contacted by Toyletdor reporters said, 
"What, me worry?" He defeated his only opponent, Melvin 
Sturdley, by a bare margin of two votes to one vote in the 
hotly contested race. 

Wet was recently married to the former Wanda Furd. 
When asked which candidate she voted for, Mrs. Vet's only 
reply was "Tee-hee!" 

ACROSS THE CAMPUS, the election results drew 
varied' reactions. President N. E. Smith naturally said "We 
are viewing the matter with grave concern." 

Student body president Don L. Echoes stated "It is a 
great Ech victory. We finally succeeded in getting a stu-
dent to head the committee — and, what is even better, he 
knows absolutely nothing about publications. 

Echoes and his council cohorts have been secretly 
campaigning for Wet, under the platform that someone 
outside of journalism should head the committee, because, 
of course, with someone connected with publications head-
ing the show, they might too easily know what decisions 
to make concerning the publications.

Unknown to Echoes, Wet plans to cut all ties the pub-
lications committee has with the Toyletdor and La Vinder, 
and devote all of his time to his pet project — getting com-
ic books into the shelves of the library. 

WET MADE his intentions known in an interview with 
the Toyletdor minutes after his election was official. Sad 
Wet . . .

Ech Leaders Have 
Chance to Produce 

With the school year drawing to a close, student 

leaders should wind up activities with a bang, and 

make an otherwise drab and colorless year seem like a 
great one. 

First, foremost and front-running of the problems 

needing solving is the proposed tuition raise. If this 
anti-education move is passed into law, only playboys 

(and female counterparts), Vets and Lubbockites can 

afford to attend college. 

Second, secondmost and second-running is the need 

to cut out the excessive profits, estimated by some at 
30 per cent, made on used books by bookstores on or 
adjacent to the campus. If these profits aren't cur-
tailed, the bookstores could be hit by adverse ICC fixed 

price rulings, because Ech has several out-of-state stu-

dents. 

One good point of the excessive profits is that, per-

haps combined with a tuition hike, they can virtually 
eliminate skyrocketing college enrollment. 

Third, thirdmost and third-running is the necessity 
of Ech's aligning with the South's third political par-

ty (non-Ech campus) to combat the dreadful possi-

would represent everything that Ech stands for, and, 
besides, other South \Vasteless Conference schools have 

flags.

books and art supplies being played up, according to 
school interests.

Heated Discussion will center 
around how to keep athletes eli-
gible after they flunk all or most 
of their courses at the Annual IX,- 
tional Convention of the DM: 
(Defend Athletic Records), bed e;

"WE WILL TRY to prove at t h. 
convention that just keeping mum 
about an athlete's scholasi r • 
standing won't work," Dr. Blind 
Kall, FAC silent front, said re-
cently. There are athlete - hatinh;

would keep Ech athletes from 
playing just because they don't 
make their grades. No school spirit 
at all." 

Kall went on to point out that 
football players, particularly quar-
terbacks, are injured the most by 
these unfaithful few. 

"Football players, particularly 
quarterbacks, are injured the most 
by these unfaithful few," he said. 

HALL ASSERTED that injured 
football players, approaching the 
ends of their Ech careers, didn't 
warrant any protection, and 
should be used as examples. 

But keeping silent won't work,"

• misquote you whether you say 
anything or not—and I never say 
anything: ask my fellow FAC 
members if you don't believe me. 
All those reporters ought to be 
sued." 

Under further questioning and 
after further refusals to say any-
thing, Kali said that lie and the 
faithful members of the FAC had 
devised a plan that could cure the 
problem of keeping athletes eli-
gible not here at Ech, but also all 
over the country. 

"OUR PLAN would be to sepa-
rate the athletic department from 
the college, and not even require 
athletes to go to class," he said. 
"That way they could spend ALL 
of their time in their respective 
sports." 

Kali said that this measure 
would keep athletes clear of that 
disloyal segment of the FAC, and 
would keep the Undisciplined Bor-
ed away from the athletes also. 

"We would have the athletes 
sweep out the basement of the 
gym once per week apiece, to keep 
the NCAA from kicking up sand," 
Kall continued. "By the way, 
please don't misquote me." 

HE SAID that the plan had one 
weakness—it hurts those athletes 
who want to learn something. 
However, this problem could be 
eased by placing deploma-vending 
machines in the athletic dorm. 

"This problem facing Ech ath-
letics could become big enough to 
keep Ech from competing on the 
level of others schools," Kall said, 
"but with the help of the Misad-
ministration, Bored of Bad Direc-
tion and Alumni, I'm sure the 
problem can be solved. Now don't 
misquote me, because I didn't say 
anything."

At a super-secret meeting of top 
administration personnel in an un-
identified restroom in the Admini-
stration Bldg. today, campus Ges-
tapo head Harvey Keck gave his 

• 
KECK REPORTED that the in-

vestigation of faculty members for 
atheistic tendencies and moral de-
generation was going well. Accord-
ing to Keck the entire staffs of 
the psychology, english, and math-
ematics departments need revision. 
"From monkeys on down there is 
a definite radical trend," he stated. 
"In the psychology department 
principles learned from animals 
are actually being applied to hu-
man beings," said Keck. "This type 
of cancerous thinking must be re-
moved before it spreads to the 
biology department." He went on 
to say, "It's a wonder to me why 
lighting bolts haven't struck some 
of those people." 

"Radicals, 	liberals, 	atheists, 
communists, perverts, oddballs, 
nuts, and beatniks, they're all the 
same," he said, "and with con-
certed effort we can eliminate 
them." Keck estimates that at 
least half of the student body 
should be either sent to Huntsville 
or immediately hanged. 

KECK REPORTED that ex-
pendittwes for putting bars on the 
unused dormitory wings were be-
ing kept to a minimum. He went 
on to commend the administration 
for their new method of handling 
unruly students. "The new plan 
should work remarkably well," he 
said. "Our only problem will be 
one of sufficient space." 

Keck said that the Gestapo had 
suceeded in the complete elimina- 

tion of radical writings from the 
campus library. "It made a glo- 
r ious bonfire," he remarked, "Over 
forty feet high and fifty feet 
wide." He went on to say that 
plans for the removal of all non-
Christian and objectionable liter-
ature from English courses were 
also going well. "We have elimin-
ated the works of Franklin, Thor-
eau, Shakespeare, Chaucer and 
damn near everybody else they 
had," he stated. 

KECK STATED that plans for 
the use of campus radio station 
KTTC for propaganda purposes 
had been given up. "We find that 
the radio signals ordinarily go no 
farther than their front door," he 
remarked. 

"Our agents on the Student 
Council are having a hard time 
meeting the standards of incom-
petence that we have set for 
them," he stated, "But by hercu-
lean effort they are getting the 
job done." "You will note the re-
sults of the fine job in the lowered 
morale, decrease in student go-
vernment participation, and great-
er overall docility of the student 
body," he said. 

KECK REPORTED that by 
time-study analysis a new arrange-
ment of the water sprinkling sys-
tem has been devised and will go 
into effect this spring. "I believe 
that we can safely estimate in-
creased wettings and trippings of 
at least 10001 this semester over 
last," he said. "Also, by putting 
tranquilizers in the iced tea we 
have lessened riots and panty raids 
in one fell swoop," he stated. Keck 
feels that a commendation is due. 

Keck also made a plea for in-
creased Gestapo Personnel. He

Keck Delivers Ech Report 
feels that his division is woefully 
understaffed. "I feel, however, 
that we are drastically under-
staffed. he said. "My entire force 
has a sum total al only 245 and this 
figure is inclusive of the 50 Se-
curity Police Officers. There is a 
need for at least 500. Out of the 
195 secret agents , at present 34 
are being used to guard the presi-
dent's home and 25 are protecting 
the athletic director. This is not 
enough," he said. "Several break-

throughs have occurred." 

"WE FEEL THAT the taxpay-
ers are paying for security and 
peacefulness on the college cam-
pus," he stated, "and we, in an all-
out effort, intend to see that their 
wishes are carried out. It pains me, 
he said, "That the students don't 
realize that it is for their own 
good." Keck said. "With concerted 
effort a blanket of silence can be 
made to fall over the entire cam-
pus. Remember our motto—Any-
thing that Russia can do We can 
do better!"

Tracy also added that there was 
still isolated fighting going  on in 
other parts of the campus, but  he 
thought things would be back  to 
normal in  a  few weeks.

"We simply won't allow them 
on campus any longer." said Bob 
Bibberdine, president of

zation," added Bibberdine, "and 
now they've gone too far." 

'rite attack came as a result of 
the recent proposal of the Bud-
dhist Club that the Student Re-
ligious Council. either bring jn 
lecturers of other faiths than 
Christ amity at least some or the 
time or change to title of 
I iginus Emphasis to "Christian 
Emphasis Week." 

COMMENTING ON the Bud-
dhist proposal, Bibberdine said, "I 
see no reason why the title should 
he changed. It's perrectuly ode- 

goatees it is.'' 
"Furthermore," he added, "the 

Buddhists are atheists, immoral 
and undesirable. I have a suspic-
ion that many of them are Com-
munists." 

"IN CONCLUSION," said Bib-
berdine, "if the Buddhist Club is 
so stupid that it can't see the fall-
acies in the Buddhist doctrines, 
then it has no right to exist on 
campus with decent, God-fearing 
organizations." 

Siddhartha Bangui, president of 
the Buddhist Club, angrily protest-
ed thre actions of the IISU.

Mystery Surrounds 
Disappearance of 
Three Ech Students 

FIRED! — Lou Smith, shown above, was fired yesterday after it was 
discovered he was living off-campus on a fake work permit. Smith, 
Ech's Been of Men and Chairman of the Dorm Inquisition Board 
broke down when confronted with the horrible news. 

A feeling of near panic pervades 
the atmosphere in the Museum to-
day as the search continues for 
the three Eels students who disap-
peared without a trace last week 
in the basement after screaming 
for help.
