From the $5.87 billion two-year budget
placed into law by Gov. Preston Smith
Saturday, $42.2 million will come to
Tech—$20.8 million in the fiscal year 1970
(starting Oct. 1,1969) and $21.4 million 1n
1971

The appropriations bill is broken down
into 10 major segments defining where the
millions of dollars are to go within the
institution

In addition to these general
appropriations the bill gives $10 million for
the “planning. operations, architect fees
and construction” of the Texas Tech
University School of Medicine

Also aside from general appropriations 1s
$114.667 for operation and salaries for the
Texas Tech University Museum

The largest item in the appropriations 1s
listed as resident instruction including
faculty salaries, departmental operating
expenses, instructional administration and
organized activities

This one item totals $30.9 million for the
two-year period — $15.1 million for 1970 and
$15.8 million-for 1971. Teachers salaries
alone are $12.1 and §12.7 million
respectively for the two years. Department
operating expenses are $2.4 and $2.5 million

Instructional administration i1s $524.615
for each vear. Organized activities §111.825
for each year

Dr. S. M. Kennedy. Tech vice president

Mr. and Mrs. Gene Sorley have recently
returned from a seminar-tour of India,
where they obtained a hirst-hand view of
many of the social, economic and religious
problems of that nation

Sorley is campus minister of the Wesley
Foundation. The seminar was sponsored
jointly by the University Christian
Movement in the United States and by the
Student Christian Movement ol Asia

The title of the seminar was ‘'Social
Change and Economic Development in
Asia.”  Two teams participated, one touring
India and one touring the Republic of South
Korea. The seminar lasted from July 1 to
September 1. The Indian tour included
Calcutta, Benares, Allahabad, New Delhi,
Madras and Bangalore

THE SEMINAR included five Roman
Catholics and four Protestants. The

participants represented five states and
included two ministers, six students and a
housewife. During the trip, the Sorleys and
their companions talked with Indians from
all walks of life, including
industrialists, students, social
politicians and church groups

The Sorleys said they experienced their
share of unusual experiences with the
native food, sometimes breakfasting on

boiled squid, turnips and rice over
pineapple. Other native delicacies they
observed in the open-air markets were

dried lizards, dried frogs and dried birds,

THEY ALSO EXPERIENCED ''Dellm
belly,”" the tourists’ nickname for
dysentary. Sorley said that this was caused
less by the food than by the unhygienic
conditions resulting from inadequate
sewage systems. Sorley added, "'In many
places the British installed sewer and

water lines are side by side, and
deterioration and seepage have rendered
the public water supply unsafe for
drinking. "

The Sorleys said the Indian educational
systems is decades behind the demand for
an educated citizenry. The system follows
the plan begun by the British colonizers,
whereby a student’'s courses are all
vocational, rather than theoretical. This
system, the Sorleys said, has remained
relatively unchanged in the 20 years since
India gained independence

Whether a student graduates depends on
one examination given at the end of all his
schooling. No tests are given at any other
point in his education. Sorley said this
causes students to go to (See INDIA Page 3)

Nevada blast

LAS VEGAS. Nev. (AP) A
underground nuclear blast scheduled for
today will make tall buildings sway shightly

majol

in cities as far as 250 miles away. Atomic
Energy Commission officials said
yesterday

They added. however. there should be
little if any damage as close as Las Vegas
100 miles south of the shot point on the
Nevada Test Site

The predictions were made in a brieling
at which the AEC paraded six experts to
assure officials of Nevada and surrounding
states of the safety of the blast, expected to
have a yield equivalent to about 800,000 tons
of TNT. This would be 20 times the force of
a much-protested underground blast In
Colorado last Wednesday

THERE HAS been no opposition to
today s test

The Colorado detonation, a ‘‘peaceful
uses blast designed to break up

underground rock so natural gas could be
reached, was opposed by several groups
who feared underground contamination

Today's blast at 10:30 a.m., was described
as a weapons development test of a
hydrogen device. The AEC declined further
details. There has been published
speculation that the test is aimed at
developing warheads antiballistic
missiles

Two Nevada tests in the million-ton range
last year stirred protests from peace groups
and large Nevada land holders such as
industrialist Howard Hughes. The blasts
caused minor plaster and concrete cracks
at Nevada towns near the site

At vyesterday s briefing Dr. Wendell
Weart, geophysicist for Sandia Laboratory

Nixon sets sights for

Mars landing in 80s

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon
set his sights vesterday on an American
landing on Mars in the 1980s Nixon
accepted a report from a special task force
on space calling for a landing on Mars but
rejecting any crash program to do so that
would ignore budgetary considerations

The report also rejected any phasing out
of manned space flights

The report was submitted by Vice
President Spiro T. Agnew and other
members of the task force. Nixon had

assigned the group the task of coming up
with proposals for the administration s
space program
The document
eventually

will be made public

WHITE HOUSE press secretary Ronald
.. Ziegler said the recommendations in it
call for ""a balanced program of both
manned and unmanned activity with a man
landing on Mars as an integral part.

He said no specific date has been set as a
target but the 1980s would be the earliest
possible time for such a landing

The report. he said, suggested three
options — he did not explain them — but all
include this manned landing and two

contemplate the 1980s as the possible time
for achieving it

Asked whether he would call Nixon's
acceptance ol the report a commitment to
land a man on Mars. Ziegler replied: "'Yes,
[ think so. Agnew has been a strong
advocate of a Mars landing and has urged
that it be undertaken by the end of the
century

THE DISTANCE to Mars is about 60
million miles, as compared to the 240.000
miles that the moon — reached by the

Apollo 11 astronauts, 1s distant from the
earth

Ziegler said that Nixon agreed with the

Teach public to be rational

Apathetic people often seem to comprise the only
real majority in the United States today

Contradiction abounds as liberals and conservatives
strive to sway the apathetic. Both sides argue on the
basis of logic or, so they say. Generally, the
struggle to win the apathetic boils down to the use of
slogans and emotional appeals

Consider the slogans ‘‘America — Love It or Leave
It and “America — Change It or Lose It.”” Valid
reasons can be found to support the logic in either of
these phrases. The problem 1s, however, that
apathetic individuals do not use reason when
confronted with such a slogan — they react to it

Usually, when the apathetic person reacts to a
slogan, he does so zealously, without thought for the
implications of his action. The problems then become
more complex

In politics, emotional appeals are a reality in
attempts to gain public support. Unfortunately, such
tactics are-extremely effective.

As the public reacts to slogans, jingles and other
sorts of emotional appeals, the effects can be
damaging in unpredictable ways

Consider George Romney’s statement that he had
been ‘‘brainwashed’’ during his visit to Vietnam. At
the time, Romney had been considered a leading
candidate for the Republican presidential nomination
for the 1968 elections. It is very probable that his use
of such a “"hot”” word cost him his position as a prime
candidate

The problem lies in how to educate the public to the
degree that they will become rational rather than
emotional.

We believe the key lies ultimately in education.
Today’s education system places emphasis upon
preparing individuals to fit into society. We believe
such training is important, but that it shoudl not take
precedence over teaching individuals how to be
thinking members of our rapidly changing world.

Education has become, in too many cases, the
process by which we teach students how to get a
degree. It is a sad case when education at the
university level allows itself to fall into this pattern.

The burden lies heavily upon the shoulders of
taculty members. Regardless of the course of study,
nothing should be so static that a student finds himself
In the position of parroting the information that has
been fed him by the instructor.

As faculty members become more conscious of the
need to educate students, not just train them. we
should not forget that the burden of learning rests in
the hands of the student

If education at the university level cannot develop
thinking individuals, our society can expect to remain
plagued by apathy.
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Pacific island declared
safe for return of people

BIKINI ATOLL (AP)—Its
white coral beaches were
blackened and its vegetation
obliterated by the atomic fire
storms of 23 nuclear detonations
but now this Pacific atoll is safe

for the return of its people

The levels of radiation here
are lower than in Denver, Colo.,
says a physicist for the US
Atomic Energy Commission
which has declared the
i1slands of Bikini and Enyu ready
for habitation after
months of careful study

Huge concrete bunkers
remain here for
perhaps the only reminder that
Bikini Atoll knew the fury of the
atom

Between 1946 and 1958, the tiny
1slands pummeled by
nuclear detonations. Thousands
of coconut palms, breadfruit and
pandanus (tree Lthatl
nourished its 167 residents were
obliterated

No relic of Bikinian culture was
left standing, save for a few
scarred tombstones in the village
graveyard

people. Truckloads of rusting or
radioactive junk have been
dumped into the sea or buried

Now, vyellowfin tuna, benito,
sea bass and mullet abound in the
clear blue lagoon.

A dozen workers from the
Marshall Islands are helping to
prepare the atoll for the return of
other Bikinians, who now number

University regents asked
Martin about their authority after
a faculty committee found
McCrocklin's 1954 dissertation
was ‘‘mainly plagiarism’ and
“failed to meet the standards of
quality required for a doctoral
dissertation

Frank Erwin Jr regents
chairman, wrote Martin that "*all
appropriate officials of the
university concurred in the
committee findings and
unanimously recommended that
the degree be declared void

Martin said the legislature had
given the regents power to award

degrees but “not. to ~take them:

away

‘In the absence of such
authority, it 1s our opinion that
such degrees can only be set aside

or annulled by a court of
competent jurisdiction rather
than by an administrative
decision, " the attorney general
said

However, this does not
preclude the university from
taking the legal position that by
reason of the alleged fraud it will
no longer recognize the degree in
question and insofar as it 1is
concerned has cancelled the
same

McCrocklin wrote his
dissertation on intervention by
the United States in Haitian
affairs from 1914-34. A group of 10
faculty members at Southwest
Texas State contended that 40 per
cent ol the sentences in the
dissertation were taken verbatim
and without credit from a Marine
Corps document by Gen. Franklin
Hart Sghiy

The same group also alleged
that 51 per cent of the sentences
In McCrocklin's wife's master's
thesis at Texas A&l University at

fantastic lengths to cheat or bribe
professors. “‘It's so important.
you can hardly blame them. ' said
Mrs. Sorley

MANY CHILDREN of school
age are receiving no education at
all. Mrs. Sorley said in Calcutta
35 per cent of the children are not
in school.

Sorley added that most Indian
university students want very
much to come to the USA to
study. Many of them want to stay
here after completing school
Sorley pointed out that if they
return to India thev likelthood of
their finding suitable
employment 1s very small. A
trained electrical engineer. for
example. is likely to find himself
driving a trolley car.” said
Sorley.

New universities, said Sorley.
are being formed at such a rapid
pace that many of them have no
libraries and no textbooks. And
many of the people in the schools
are there simply because they
have been unable to find work

Sorley said. "The students are
really up in arms in protest
against the educational and
political systems. One tactic they
sometimes use to win concessions
1s to surround an official when he

" leaves his office. and remain in

that position until he gives in

“*He is not harmed. but he
cannot move, and the students
will come and go in shifts. " said

Sorley.
THE SORLEYS said there is

widespread resentment in India
about ‘*American imperialism"
in Asia. The people feel that the
USA sends so many gifts ““with
strings attached  that an
emerging nation becomes too
dependent on this aid, and is
finally at a loss as to how to
manage its own affairs.

The Sorleys agreed the Indians
do not want any more Christian
evangelists. “"Christians seem to
have a kind of conceit,” Sorley
stated. He added that the basic
concepts of Christianity amount
to a direct affront to the validity

Sorley said no new missionaries
are being allowed to enter the
country. and almost no visas are
being renewed for those
missionaries now in India. As a
result. there will be no Christian
missionaries in India within 3 or 4
vears. although the churches and
their regular ministers will
remain

alwavs present. commented
Mrs. Sorley. While the Sorleys
were 1n India. a woman was
arrested for kidnapping 20
children. maiming and deforming
them. and forcing them to work
as beggars. It is this tvpe of
“professionalism.” said the
Sorleys. that brought about the
recent “official ~ outlawing of
begging in India

The Sorleys said land reform i1s
urgently needed. and has recently
been begun. The government has
taken most of the land belonging
to the princes and returned it to

the people. Also., many of the
small farms are being voluntarily
communalized. so that the
peasant farmers can take
advantage of such technological
ailds as tractors and high-vield
grains

Sorley remarked that if present
technological advances continue
in India. the nation will be
nutritionally self-sustaining
within three to five vears

The Sorleys said that as a result
of this seminar they have come to
feel that evervone who is able to
do so should take part in similar
ventures at the earliest possible
age. They added that they will
gladly give advice and help to

anyone seeking to take part in

such a trip

They also said the most
important thing they gained from
the seminar is the thought that all
people must begin to think in

terms of the betterment of the §

whole world. rather than one city.
state or nation

Can Heironymous Merkin
Forget Mercy Humppe and Find
True Happiness?' 1S a
pretentious piece of both pretty
and unpleasant pornography
that's a mess because it pretends
to be more than it is

Producer - director -
composer - and - star Anthony
Newley. who's made quite a
name for himself in England and
America with his “Stop the
World® and ""The Roar of the
Greasepaint,”” has turned to
creating an erotic biography,
quite surrealistic in places

writer -

Newley attempted a
phantasmagoria of musical
numbers, nudes conceit,

symbolism, animation and pies -
In - the - face, and got an uneven,
sometimes funny, quasi-stag film
that actually has some nice
touches here and there

character

Too. there are repetitions of
previous Newley themes, like the
theme of the non-virtue of
selfishness and that of the loss of
a son, both introduced in '‘Stop
the World. ™

But Newley, I think, is really
trying to pull off a grand farce, an
art-burlesque of the Fellini school

of autobiographical soul-
searching that started with
gl "

Newley practically tells us so.
for in the inclusion of the chorus
of three critics, there are several
reviews cliches, so in tune that
they ring true right out of the
pages of the "*Atlantic.”

He's trying a massive put-down
of art films, a defacing of
filmmaking glamour, a
condemnation of the self-based
society and a glorification of the
female body all in one movie, and
he s just not man enough for the
job

You'll probably hate this
movie, which is really a movie in
a movie in a movie, but there are
some cool, if obvious things, that
you could go for.

There are funny names, like
Filigréee Foéndle, Polyester
Poontang and Trampolina
Whambang, and there's a nicely

executed Zodiac Ballet

There's Milton Berle as the
devil, Goodtime Eddie Filfth, and
George Jessel in an overdone bit
as a white-suited figure of death
with a horde of stale jokes

There's Newley's wife Joan
Collins, whom he exploits, but
who still remains gorgeous, and
theres a funny Black Mass
sequence

And, yes, it is dirty, and ['ve
tried to rationalize this into a
satire on the nude wave in films.
but I just can't do it. If that's
what Newley is trying to satirize.

then he's letting his victim
become his objective
In short, ““Merkin"" muddles,

for on one plane it's a monument
to conceit, and on the other, a
travesty of itself

Survey shows smokers

WASHINGTON (AP) — An

increasing number of cigarette
smokers
something morally wrong about
smoking cigarettes, according to
a survey commissioned by the
Public Health Service which is
the
principal antismoking advocate

believe there 1is

federal government's

The percentage of male

smokers surveyed who believed it
I1s morally wrong rose from 16.4
In 1964 to 45 in 1966, the agency
reported. The percentage of
women smokers who believed it
rose from 13.2 in 1964 to 47.4 in
1966

The results of the two surveys
on public attitudes on the
smoking problem are just being
released by the PHS to
researchers and analysts

The question arises as to what

people mean when they say
cigarette smoking 1is morally
WIong.

Dr. Daniel Horn, director of the
National Clearing House of
Smoking and Health, said he
believes it encompassed a feeling
about taking care of the body.

‘*You have a certain

responsibility for your body,"”

Horn said in an interview. “'If you
do something that harms it ... you

really don't have the right to treat
vourself that badly

“It's an old religious concept
that it's wrong to abuse vyour
body. "

Why are more thinking it's
morally wrong?

I guess it would be as vou
begin really to accept the fact
that this cigarette smoking is
seriously a harmful thing ... |
suppose people thought it was one
of those minor vices. wasn't good
for you but wasn't any
catastrophic sort of thing: then as
you realize the damage can be
pretty appreciable—. "

The first survey was made in
1964, several months after the
government report on the
dangers of smoking and is based
on a sampling of 5.794 adult
American smokers and
nonsmokers.

The second, in 1966. covered
9.771 smokers and nonsmokers to
determine any changes in
attitude and behavior. A third is
planned within the next 12
months. The first two were
conducted for PHS by National
Analysts. Inc.. of Philadelphia.
and the Opinion Research
Corporation of Princeton. N. J.
