The papers are full of 'Tech 
nocracy." We need another society 
and that is one devoted to "Less-
neeracy or possibly we ought to 
call it "Nonocracy". Anyhow, we 
need less knocking. It sometimes 
seems to me that everything is the 
matter these days—that nothing is 
good and about all we have left is 
hope. Possibly we should add to that 
faith and cove, which I trust are 
not entirely dead yet . 

There is a fascinating article 
In the Journal of the National 
Education Association. Its sub-
ject is. "I believe in the Ameri-
can College." It is full of the 
beautiful and cultural side of 
college education, and worth 
your reading. 
We need tolerance and breadth 

of vision these days. It Is hard for 
all of on to see into the future for 
the veil which hides the future from 
our eyes is darker and more im-
possible to penetrate than it has 
been in years past, but we need 
vision just the same. 

We have reached the Lime 
when certain fundamental prin-
ciples most be accepted. One 
of these is that we are oar 
tretkan keep.-s... seeena: ga 
forward on the basis of our own 
interests alone. In the field of 
education. the government must 
be Interested in the education 
of all of its people. or rather to 
the equal opportunity of all the 
people to secure an education. 
Within the state, it is a sound 
principle that we in West Texas 
are Mat as much interested in 
the welfare of the remotest cor-
ner of Texas. Texan can never 
go forward without the deepest 
concern of all the people of the 
state for every section of the 
state. In a Democracy we can 
never win a fight alone—
we most win by the breadth of 
our thinking and the broad pur-
poses of our plan. While see 'ae-
Ueve that West Texas, and es-
pecially the Plains country, 
should be reasonably provided 
with the facilities of education 
within the powers of the state, 
we mast recognize that every 
ether section of Texas ought to 
base opportunities equal to our 
own. 
I have always said, for example, 

that the South, with its struggles 
for education and economic devel-
opment, ought to be just as precious 
to the nation as is the industrial 
East or the North.

"Neith-
er you nor I am entirely ourselves." 
The logical reply is, "Then who 
else am we?" 

Dr. Carter read William Cullen 
Bryent's "Index Expurgatorius" and 
enlarged upon it. This "Index" was 
a list of words and phrases not to 
be used, which Mr. Bryant emptied 
for the use of Isis newspaper em-
ployees. In this century. It needs a 
few aelclltions, but is Mel an ex-
cellent guide for forceful, intelligi-
ble writing.

During the world war every pos-
sible means was used to speed ua 
production and to increase indus-
trial efficiency in order that men 
might be released for military 
duty. The sudden ending of the 
war months before the great ma-
jority had any reason to hope that 
it would end left a great mass of 
machinery and many industrial 
plants with the demand for their 
production suddenly gone. Certaus 
individuals which seem to have in-
cluded the late Charles P. Stein-
metz, whose socialistic leanings 
were well known. and Thorstein 
Ueblen, radical economist, seem 
to have been members of the ori-
ginal group. which was organized 
to study the effects of the increase 
of mechanization during the war,

A Chicago dean, J. R. Jewell, has been giving fresh-
n some advice on how to get good marks. He warns 
ainst too much independence of thought, and adds 

,at "A" students are usually the ones who are careful 
t to disagree with instructors. 

This bit of counsel sounds like the kind a worldly 
nhomore might give a first year man. But since a 

can of an important university has seriously offered it, 
e statement is worth some comment. 

Generally speaking, it takes more intelligence and 
-ore knowledge of a subject to disagree with the in-
' uctor than to nod in agreement. Excepting the an- 
•, ying students who always disagree with their teachers 
II principle, it is almost certaM that a student arguing 
ah his professor is above the general level of his class. 
a disagree with the text or the teacher, a student must 
• thoroughly familiar with their point of view as well 

with some other. Such a student deserves a better 
lark than one who is willing to accept his professor as 
ee final authority. 

Forced acceptance of a certain point of view is 
- , eeign to the spirit of a university. A modern univer-

. Ity, like Chicago or Minnesota, has an army of scholars 
at work, drawing conclusions only after they have weigh-
ed all evidence on both sides. Should these scholars, who 
are the faculty of a university, teach their classes only 
one side of a controversial question and lower the mark 
of a student who introduces evidence on the other side? 

Most faculty members, at least those of our acquaint-
nee, would be the first to answer "No!" But there are 
11 too few of them who can really remain unprejudiced 

inst a student who has the knowledge, the intelli- 
e, and finally the courage to disagree violently with 

gin. 
Too many professors are quick to dismiss such a 
ent as one of the objectionable type we have already 

mentioned, and overlook his sincerity, his interest in the 
subject and his desire to learn. A great many faculty 
men and women, who would publicly brand Dean Jewell's 
words as very poor advice, would do well to consider 
carefully whether independent -thought actually_ counts 
for or against a student in their classes.—(From Min-
nesota Daily).

Chief Claim Is Threat 
An excellent article along the 

same line appeared in the January 
issue of 'Technology Review. pub-
lished by the Massachusetts insti-
tute of Technology. (the article 
being entitled) "Industrial Die-
equilibrium." 

Technocracy's chief claim Is that. 
"We are faced with the threat of 
national bankruptcy and perhaps 
general chaos within the next 18 
months due to the failure of the 
'price system.'" This failure will 
have been brought ore they say 
by the constant tendency of auto-
matic machines to displace human 
labor. They also state that all so-
cial systems up to this time in-
cluding those of Plato and Marx. 
Fascism, Communism, and Social-
Ism are Inadequate to cope with 
our present social problems. They 
propose that for the "price system" 
we shall substitute a set of values 
based on the amount of energy re-
quired to produce the various cone-
moditiee and articles of trade. 
They claim to have prepared up-
ward of 3.000 graphs showing the 
fluctuations in price. production, 
etc., of various commodities. 

Some Of The Statements 
From these they have arrived at 

the conclusion that energy required 
for production constitutes the only 
satisfactory method of value. A 
few of the statements upon which 
their conchuslona are erased may 
now be considered. 

(I) They state that the meahine 
Is increasing unemployment; that 
maximum industrial employment 
was reached In 1018, and that it has 
declined since that time despite 
greater production. These state-
ments are based only on the man-
ufacturing mechanical Industries. 
Something over three years ago 
President Hoover appointed a re-
search committee on social trends. 
The work of this committee has 
recently been published by the Mc-
Graw-Hill Book company. It has 
studied employment in the specific 
lines over the past 80 years or from 
1870 to 1930. During this time the 
total number of persons gainfully 
employed in the United States In-
creased from approximately 13 
million to 48 million while the 
number in manufacturing and me-
chanical industries Increased from 
2.700.000 to 14.500.000. The per-
centage of those employed in man-
ufacturing and mechanical Indus-
tries increased from 32 per cent 
to 28 per cent of those gainfully 
employed. It is true that this tar-
vey shows the highest percentage 
of those employed In the manu-
facturing and mechanical indus-
tries to have been in 1920, and 
that It has declined slightly since 
that time. This can certainly be 
explained by the tremendous in-
dustrial development incident to 
the war which has already been 
mentioned. 

Say Debt On Increase 
(21 They state that under our 

present system debt Is necessary 
for the creation of wealth and that 
It has now reached in this coun-
try a total of 218 billion dollars; 
also that it Is increasing faster 
than production. Other authori-
ties On this subject state that our 
total debt is much lower than this, 
being from 158 to 185 billions. 

They claim that debts have been 
constantly increasing. and must 
continue to increase, and that this 
Is due to Increases in investment 
for automatic machinery and in-
dustrial plants. Again we may 
doubt the logic of there conclusions. 
Is it not more reasonable to sup-
pose that the increase in debt was 
caused by the world war and the 
high pressure selling campaign 
which followed: These selling cam-
paigns as we all know made use of 
the installment selling in a great 
many lines to attract purchasers 
who could not otherwise have 
bought. This has also been a ma-
jor factor In creating unemploy-
ment for as this tremendous ex-
pansion of credit approached the 
point where alt who could possibly 
be induced to buy had so. the rate 
of increase of sales began to de-
cline. Men were thrown out of 
work In factories due to lower 
sales, and others all along the line 
were thrown out of work due to 
the resale of repossessed articles. 
This soon became a vicious circle 
from which we have not as yet 
been entirely able to emerge.
