Only laboratory tests can 
determine which virus has in­
fected an animal. We are al­
ways on guard against foreign 
animal diseases, and that's why 
it is very important to know 
which disease has affected a 
heard," said Dr. Coats.

In New Mexico, state and 
federal personnel are investi­
gating 37 reports of affected

animals. The team is advising 
livestock ow ners to avoid 
congregating animals, to pre­
vent the spread of infection. A 
number of horse shows, rodeos 
and livestock exhibitions in 
southern New Mexico have 
been canceled.

"Animals with any Vesicu­
lar Stomatitis symptoms should 
not be m oved from  the

The owners or Vet­
erinarians should call the 
TAHC or USD A immediately 
for diagnostic assistance," said 
Dr. Coats.

"To aid in preventing in­
fection, flies should be con­
trolled, and persons should 
remember to use rubber gloves 
if they handle any animals that 
appear to have been infected."

DPS Training Academy in 
Austin. The DPS plans to train 
about 60 students per class.

"The Department will con­
tinue the certified handgun 
instructor course on a weekly 
basis until all interested appli­
cants are trained," DPS Direc­
tor Col. James R. Wilson an­
nounced.

The registration cost for the 
instructor course will be $100. 
The fee will not be refundable
to those who don't complete 
the course. All applicants will 
responsib le  for their own 
lodging and meals..

Individuals not currently
certified to teach other types of

handgun courses will undergo 
40 hours of instruction. A 28 
hour course will be required 
for those who are defined by 
law as "currently certified in­
structors." The DPS will de­
termine whether applicants 
qualify for the abbreviated 
training based on current cer­
tification and the ability to pass 
a firing range test.

A pplications w ill be 
grouped into six geographical 
regions. The population per­
centage of each region will 
determine how many students 
from that region will be taught 
in each class.

Therefore, applicants will 
be accepted for training in a

first come basis, taking their 
geographical locations into 
consideration. "Instructors will

not be authorized to instruct 
the general public in the profi­
ciency certification course un­
til Sept. 1," Wilson stressed.

Applications will not be 
accepted from the general 
public for licenses to carry 
concealed handguns until Sept. 
1. Those application forms will 
be available in late August at 
locations to be announced.

While the application peri­
ods for concealed handgun li­
censes begins Sept. 1, no li­
censes will be valid before Jan. 
1,1996, when the law becomes 
fully effective.

No, this is not a column 
about how our children are ding 
in school.

Recently, a small-business 
owner made this analogy be­
come very clear to me. During 
a consulting session, this har­
ried owner complained that he 
never had enough time to get 
things done.

could do.
This businessman's situa­

tion is pretty typical. He works 
hard to improve his business, 
and takes a very "hands-on" 
approach toward running it. He 
has difficulty letting employ­
ees m ake decisions even 
though he has a very compe­
tent crew. He finds it hard to let 
anyone else take care of any of 
his monkeys.

Intelligent, but under-moti­
vated employees are quick to 
take advantage and give the 
monkey back to the boss. For 
example, imagine that the man­
ager of a mac hi ne shop is walk­
ing through the shop when the 
lathe operator motions him 
over. "I'm going to need more 
bar stock soon," the lathe op­
erator states.'Tfiein bypasses

TEMPLE,TX -  It’s just a 
little spot on your face, ear or 
neck. You can't remember bow 
long you've had it -  maybe a 
few months or maybe a couple 
of years. Maybe it's nothing. 
Maybe it's cancer.

The bad news is that skin 
cancer is the most frequent 
cancer in young women under 
age 35, and its incidence is 
increasing rapidly. More than 
half a million Americans each 
year develop some form of skin 
cancer.

Innocent-looking bumps 
and blemishes shouldn't be 
ignored —  because these 
people are vulnerable to skin 
cancers say the physicians at 
Scott & W hite M em orial 
Hospital and Clinic in Temple, 
Texas.

"If you have had several bad 
sunburns as a child under age 
18, you're more apt to develop 
skin cancer later in life," said 
Dr. Posey, M.D.

"Medical researchers for­
merly believed that skin cancer 
was caused by an accumulation 
of sun exposure after a long 
periods of time.

Now we think that just one 
childhood severe sunburn with 
blisters will markedly increase 
your chance of melanoma and 
skin cancers by two-fold." In 
other words, one sunburn in a 
lifetime is one too many.

People are exposed to two 
types of UV rays. UVA rays 
penetrate deeply into the skin, 
injuring blood vessels and de­
stroying underlying cells, col-

"Eighty percent of the dam­
age is done by the time you're 
18," added Jeff Smith, M.D., 
pediatrician at the Scott & 
White Clinic, College Station, 
and assistant professor with the 
Texas A&M University Health 
Science Center College of 
Medicine.

Dr. Smith lists some guide­
lines for parents who want to 
assure that their children are 
protected from the sun:

*The sun's harmful rays are 
at their peak during midday. 
Arrange your child's schedule 
so that outdoor playtime is 
before 10 a.m. and after 4 p.m..

* Insist that your child wear 
plastic sunglasses and a wide- 
brimmed hat or baseball cap 
when outdoors.

*Use a sun block at least

tion that tans your skin also screens are not appropriate for
causes sunburn and increases 
your risk of skin cancer.

"Tanning is your body's re­
sponse to radiation injury, so 
today’s golden tan may result 
in cancer 20 years later," Dr.

and more monkeys arrive.
Meanwhile, the lathe opera­

tor runs out of bar stock and 
digs out a magazine to read 
while the boss checks on the 
order. The drill press operator 
plods along at 20 percent effi­
ciency while the slipping-belt 
monkey hags forgotten around 
the manager's neck.

Ag loans available to lst-tim e buyers
AUSTIN —  The Texas 

Agricultural finance Author­
ity, administered through the 
Texas Department of Agricul­
ture, is accepting applications 
for a new loan program that 
helps individuals purchase up 
to $ 150,000 worth of farm or 
ranch land, Agriculture Com­
missioner Rick Perry said.

"Our Farm and Ranch Fi­
nance Program is for produc­
ers who want to buy their first 
place or for those who want to 
expand their operations," Perry 
said. "Applicants must have at 
least three years of farming or 
ranching experience."

A ^exas A&M University 
study conducted among pro­
ducers and financial 
insti tuitions in May 1994 found 
that a dehiand exists in Texas 
foralmost$300 million in loans 
to help individuals, who are 
farming and ranching, buy 
land, PerTy said.

"Many producers nowadays 
lease land and have been un­
able to save enough for adownb 
payment," Perry said. "Our 
Farm and Ranch Program will 
allow those who don't have a 
large amount of cash on hand 
to buy a limited amount of acre-

i iage.

Applicants must be Texas 
residents and show that they 
have earned at least 25 percent 
of their gross income from 
farming and ranching over the 
last three years.

Applicants will be required 
to complete a business plan 
demonstrationg that they in­
tend to be full-time agricul­
tural producers, and they must 
provide evidence that their net 
worth is less than $250,000.

Applicants also must prove 
that they have finances avail­
able for necessary farming and 
ranching equipment and oper­
ating costs.

Applications must be com­
pleted with a local lending in­
stitution. The maximum lean 
of $150,000 may not exceed 
95 percent of the land's ap­
praised value or 95 percent of 
the purchase price. Interest 
rates are based on market con­
ditions and will be adjusted 
over the life of the loan. The 
rates must be approved by the 
lender and the Texas Agricul­
ture Finance Authority. As of 
June 5, the interest rate was 
9.75 percent.

In addition to the Farm and 
Ranch F inance Program , 
changes have been made in

TAFA's Young Farmer Guar­
antee Program to encourage 
more applicants. The program 
was established to help those 
between 18 and 40 years of age 
start their first agricultural op­
eration.

Loans guarantees may be 
used for purchases of feed, 
seed, fertilizer, livestock, poul­
try, farm or ranch equipment, 
farm or ranch buildings or to 
lease farm or ranch land.

from 20 to 5 percent; and the 
program's application form has 
been streamlined. Applicants 
will still be required to com­
plete a five-year business plan.
