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CWA Workers 
Get Pay After 
Month's Delay 

Texas Relief Commission 
Forwards Funds After 
Exchange Of Letters 
With Officials 

Issued Saturday 
Knapp Asks Students To 

Wait For Announce-
ment Before Calling at 
Business Office 

Texas Tech's 180 CWA employees, 
after nearly a month's delay, were 
again promised checks for the 
month of February following re-
ceipt of funds Tuesday by Presi-
dent Bradford Knapp. It is planned 
for the checks to be distributed 
Saturday. 

Federal red tape, which caused 
preparation of two payrolls here, 
was unrolled by Texas Relief ad-
ministration officials in Austin, and 
the funds forwarded local officials 

Tech Third On Relief 
List 

In number of CWA employees, 
enrollment, and monthly Pay-
roll, Texas Tech holds the posi-
tion of third place, according to 
a tabulation released by the 
Tenon Relief commission and 
publi,hed last Saturday in the 
Dull y Texan, University of Tex-
. newspaper. 

Texas university heads the list 
.vlth 593 employees, an enroll-
ment of 5931, and a monthly 
pay -roll of $8,695. Second is Tex-
as A. and M. with 2:16 employees, 
2057 enrollment, and a $3,090 
payroll. 

Tech's quota bared on incom-
plete registration figures for 
this semester, Is listed as 181 
employees, 1805 enrollment, and 
$2,715 payroll. North Togas 
State. Teachers' college is fourth 
with 139 employees, 1390 enroll- 
ment, and $2,085 payroll . 

A total of 69 Tress colleges 
are listed in the tabulation, with 
a total enrollment of 31,314 stu-
dents, a total C'WA employe-tent 
of 3,129, and a total monthly 
payroll of $46,935 

after more than three weeks' ex-
change of letters concerning the 
relief work. 

Treeing the causes for the local 
delay. both President Knapp and 
W. T. Gaston, college business 
manager, told how Tech's payroll 
was originally prepared and in 
shape for payment of salaries 
March 1. 

Notification from CWA adminis-
trators was then received, they 
said, stating that the list must be 
filled out on special blankks pro-
vided by the relief setup. As none 
were then available, nearly 10 days 
were lost waiting for delivery of 
the payroll forms. 

It was further understood that 
the Tech roll was to be mailed to 
Austin, where individual checks 
were to be prepared and forward-
ed to the local business manager's 
office. CWA official. reversed 
that original plan Tuesday, and 
the relief funds were received by 
Dr. Knapp's office in one lump 
SUM 

Wednesday the relief money had 
been deposited locally and checks 
were being prepared by the busi-
ness manager's office. It was 
planned that they be distributed by 
Saturday. 

Tech CWA employees were re-
quested by Dr. Knapp to aid the 
business office by waiting for an- 
nouncent of distribution of the 
checks.

D. degree, Dr. F. J. Sanders, 
received a new honor last week 
with his election to membership in 
the Yale university chapter of Sig-
ma XI, oath/al honorary research 
society for chemists. 

Recognition of Sanders' work 
was based on his graduate studies 
at Yale and publication in the Feb-
ruary issue of the Journal of In-
dustrial and Chemical Engineering 
of an article based on the Tech 
graduate's thesis for his Ph. D. 

New Process 
Titled the "Catalytic Vapor-Phase 

Hydration of Ethylene," Sanders' 
article deals with the production 
of ethyl or grain alcohol by com-
bination of water with the waste 
gases obtained from the cracking 
of crude oil. The process gives 
promise of future industrial impor-
tance, especially in Texas, motor 
Industry officials say. 

"With the rapid depletion of the 
gasoline supply of the country, au-
tomobile manufacturers are look-
ing for new sources of motor fuel," 
declared Dr. W. M. Craig, Tech 
chemistry professor who had San-
ders as a student here. "This meth-
od would give a much greater ef-
ficiency in the use of crude pe-
troleum as a source of alcohol."

Devices To Be 
Shown In Show 
Enqineering Students 

Make Ready For An-
nual Exposition 0 f 
Technical Work 

Six outstanding devices and sev-
eral smaller ones are to be display-
ed by the department of electrical 
engineering In the annual spring 
Engineers' Show, April 13 and 14. 
Several are regular features of the 
show. Some provide amusement 
for the visitors as well as demon-
stration of departmental equip-
ment. 

The Testa coil, which throws off 
an approximate 2,000,000 volt spark, 
has been one of the greatest at-
tractions in earlier shows. The 
artificial lightning draws a half-
fearful audience, but the complete 
safety of the dragon-Alike coil 
makes it all the more interesting. 
It is at present being reworked for 
better operation and more spec-
tacular effect. 

The .cillograph is a laboratory 
set-up which shows the wave shape 
of the human voice. A telephone 
system equivalent to a 200-mile 
line, other ft-commis.bn line equip-
ment, and a power consumption 
meter which reads the actual cost 
of household appliances operation 
will be operated by electrical stu-
dents. A hand-power generator up 
on which strength Is said to be 
tested and the "Bucking Broncho" 
will be placed in prominent posi-
tions. 

According to J. Hari Davidson, 
student superintendent of the elec-
trical divielon, various other stunts 
and laboratory let-ups will be 
shown. One of them will be a dis-
play of "walking" lights.

Mighty seas rolled over the west. 

ern Plains ages ago when the Pe-
lecyoods, Gastropods, queerly shap-
ed barnacles and other inverte-
brates wiggled along the sea bot- 
toms, looking touch as they do to-
day in their petrified form under 
the glass cases In the Geology lab-
oratory, on the second floor of the 
Chemistry building. 

Teeth and bones, from scene fool-
ish shark, who probably mistook a 
dinosaur's neck for something good 
to eat, were found while digging 
a well In Navarro county, desig-
nated as belonging to the Cretac-
eous period and now repose under 
glass, alongside reptile fossils of 
the name age. 

In a case labeled "Permian Age", 
are Amphibian tracks, for count-
less ages impressed in fiat pieces 
of hard rock. Some look like mod-
ern chicken tracks. Others are 
such tiny scratchings that they 
have been encircled by a bright 
crayon mark. in order to be seen 
Several varieties of tracks are In 
the group. 

Inch-thick pieces of plate from 
the backs of monster turtles. pre-
historic insects, that once buzzed 
over Eocene marsh., preserved In 
amber, and delicate fossils of Cor-
als, Brittle Stars, Cephalopods, 
from the Eocene to the Pleistocene 
Scaphopode, Ammonites and Soon-
g.. belonging to most of the ages 
and including the Recent have been 
carefully labeled and placed In the 
cases of the museum.

This replica Mows all his 
ribs and the points of his tail, as 
he rears his head, supposedly to 
reach a tender twig on the top of 
a Jurassic tree.

NATIONAL DICTATORSHIPS KILL ART 

By Jean Lurcat 

(World-famous French painter, founder of 
the modern art movement in Paris with 
• iraeus,. Matisse, Braque. Derain, war vete-
ran, advisor on art to the French govern-

ment.) 

Today let us brutally and candidly declare 
that every nationalist trend that isolates one people 
from another, gorilies one people above another, 
is a synonym for fascism. Insularity and parochial-
ism of this sort inevitably crush art and free liter-
ary expression. 

But there is another danger, namely war and 
hatred. Senator Borah has said, and truly, that 
"national frontiers are in fact battlefronts." 

The Great War showed pretty vividly that 
justice and liberty disappear under tyranny and 
during economic and racial conflicts. Ideas of race 
and nationality, such as we see in several Euro-
pean countries today, are a virulent poison infect-
ing the unity of the human race: white, yellow 
and black. 

Whoever wishes to set up or affirm, in 1934• 
any definite national form of industry or culture is 
a fascist, be he French. German or American. An 
artist like Manet, wholly French. betrays an em-
phatic Spanish influence. A Spanish artist like 
Picasso can live only in the atmosphere of Paris. 
Matisse is in a sense an oriental painter. When 
Hitler kicks us out, us young artists, from German 
museums, exiling at the same time Grosz. Braque, 
Klee and others, we are rated and reviled (al-
though we are in fact nothing of the kind) as 

Jewish Marxists. Does he save the German soul.

We cannot logically contend that a man skill-
ed in the art of butchering a cow is likewise to be 

master at contract bridge or that the Paris de-
igner should with the same efficiency boss a road 
Zang. Proficiency in two divergent lines (when it 
does appear) is even a little puzzling to us. But 
there is one manifestation of American life where 
this phenomenon does not in the least disturb us, 
illogical though it be. An American who 
has achieved success in any field of endeavor is 
regarded as a social and political philosopher of 
the first rank. 

Exhibit A: Henry Ford. A clever mechanic, 
a shrewd business man. He is what Veblen call-
ed an industrialist as opposed to the stock promot-
er. He makes money producing cars—not by trad-
ing in the stock of the Ford Motor Company. He 
is uneducated. His culture controls range between 
a pseudo-historical interest in primitive Anglo-
American life and the landmarks of nursery 
rhymes. His social consciousness is a stunted 
growth. He grants to society no control over his 
property although thousands of people depend on 
him for food and shelter. He has been a constant 
thorn in the side of Roosevelt's recovery plans by 
his upholding of the company union and his el"- ial 
to labor of the right to organize. 

In the field of industrial promotion, he has 
few peers. But does that skill make him a past 
master in the field of social government? He spoke 
kindly of that smug saint, Calvin Coolidge. He 
exhorted us to trust our lives once more to the 
hands of Hoover. Despite these failings, for years 
his pronunciamentos on matters of which he knows 
no more than any other layman have profoundly 
stirred the American Thinker. He made a good 
car; ergo, his was the voice of the prophet. 

Exhibit B: Charles A Lindberg. His father 
was a radical congressman of the La Follette 
stripe. He opposed the entry of the United States 
into the World War and fought the growing 
power of the House of Morgan. In 1925 Young 
Lindberg flew the Atlantic and became the hero 
of the daily press. He was a safe hero. The 
papers that had once called for father Lindberg's 
scalp took son Lindberg to their hearts. In the 
face of this adultation he kept his head. He turn-
ed thumbs down on the immediate profits of pic-
ture show and vaudeville engagements. He play-
ed his cards well and kept track of the score. He 
wooed and won a Morgan heiress. His father-in-
law was high in the councils of the reactionary 
Republican party. 

Lindberg's feat gave impetus to the young 
airplane industry. He became aviation's ambassa-
dor to the people.. Government subsides were 
poured out in a flood to build up immense profit 
for the struggling aviation people. Fat salarie. 
were paid from taxpayers' moneys. So deep:) ,  at 
heart did these stock-jobbers base the inie.est a, 
aviation that they divided up the air-mail routes 
of the nation, forced out compentio.1 and gobbled 
up the whole business. When. in a la.er day, 
(perhaps a newer. b ighter da,) these unsavory 
details were brought to .•ght, the government of 
ficials cancelled the fraudulent contracts. 

Then arose young Lindhe.g to protect. Thi 
outrageous action has struck at the founda::on o. 
American liberties. Alas, what does he know o 
those liberties? Is he not, as any other man finan 
cially interested in aviation stocks, but a specia. 
pleader for his cause? He may again stimulate 
the posture of daring American boyhood but he 
is hardly a Free witness as he sta..1 before the 
bar of his country pleading for non-cancellation 
of collusive contracts. He has bound h.mself to 
the Republican party, to the House of Morgan, 
to the aviation kings. Through five long years of 
the travail of the people, these men fattened on 
government bounty, while other Americans, less 
predatory, less skilled in stock-jugglery, scoured 
the refuse heaps of the nation searching for food. 
These obvious injustices were of no concern to out 
flying knight of the air; they did not touch those 
"fundamental American rights." His heart is 
hardly so sensitive as is the place on his hip where 
he keeps his wallet. 

or German alleged superiority, by stabbing art, 
and artists who transcend nationality, in the 
back? When young Parisian painters turn to 
Italy and sing hymns of praise to the new Med-
iterranean imperalism led by Mussolini, they are 
the accomplices of Goering and Goebbels, whom 
they pretend to hate. and whose fatal attack on 
all art they quite justly fear and abhor. 

Fascism is stupid and vile; it denies all that 
art has wrested from chaos by its camaraderie, its 
breadth, its itensity and internationalism. If 
Nationalism is to continue to poison painting, then 
ainting will wither and die. To save culture, to 

save are, you must frst free it of all prideful na-
tionalist and racial ideas. 

Painting is a social need, as necessary to life 
and happiness as wheat and gasolene. More so; 
for art will express itself, even though the ameni-
ties be absent. Artists will flourish in hovels and 
deserts. But we must remember that wheat and 
air and sunlight and even gasolene, cannot be 
labelled as belonging to this people or that, this 
race or that. So art belongs to us all. to the whole 
world.

Three Texas Tech coaching 
schools of previous years, with en-
rollments totaling appro innately 
1,198 students, have been conceded 
by mentors in general and athletic 
experts In particular, as being the 
finest of their kind ever organized, 
but for the cream of the All-Ameri-
can coaching crop-listing only 
names of men who have built 
championship teams—the 1 9 3 4 
school to be held on Tech Campus 
from July 30 to August 11, will be 
without an equal. 

First there is Fritz Crisler, bril-
liant young mentor of the Prince-
ton bulldogs, whose teams won 
nine gemes without a defeat last 
season smothering the Columbia 
Lions 21-0, and were hailed as the 
surprise team of the East.

fense. His Michigan Wolverines 
playing the best elevens in the 
country, won seven games and lost 
only one the past season. The mod-
est, former Michigan All-American, 
through his straight, clear-cut lect-
ures was the hit of last years' 

school. 
Noble Kizer, rating with Kink* 

as the most popular instructor at 
the 1933 school, will teach the 
Notre Dame system of play again 
this summer. An All-American 
guard and one of the "mules" of 
Notre Dame's immortal "four 
horsemen" brigade, Kizer took over 
the head coaching job at Purdue 
when only 29. and has been kicking 
at the Big Ten throne room every 
since.
