A DARING arrest on lire campus Thursday morning at 10 

1 o'clock. Ed Patterson "Pat" Blount, junior commerce student, 

was taken into custody by Lubbock police. Being accused of 
illegal sale of liquor. Blount will be tried Monday evening, Dec. 
II at 8 o'clock in room 101 of the Chemistry building. 

Blount has been under observation by the local authorities 
-for some time. They were informed anonymously that he left 
the Administration building on Thursday mornings at 10 o'clock. 
City patrolmen were waiting for him yesterday. 

When he heard the siren of the police car, he started running 
across the central parkway of the campus. It appeared as though 
he was heading for the library. 

Being chased across the circle by city officers, he was trapped 
on the far side of the circle by patrolmen who had driven there 
after letting Blount's persuers out of the car. He was hand-cuffed 
and taken to the city jail. 

The complaint was filed after Bill Kennedy, plaintiff, a civic-
reform leader and president of the Tech Veteran's association. 
had purchased one pint of liquor from Blount about 9:30 o'clock 
on the avenue. 

Judge Patti Hall will preside over the trial of the State of 
Texas versus Ed Patterson Blount, which will convene on Dec. 
11, in courtroom C-101. The incriminating evidence, one pint of 
liquor. has been turned over to J. 0. Blackwell, member of the 
State Liquor Control board. • 

The state will be represented by prosecuting attorneys, Dar-
rell Carpenter and Sam Brown. Blount has engaged the serv-
ices of Attorneys Mary Mixon and Bob Davenport, criminal 

I a wyers. 
Blount was taken to city jail but was released on heavy bail 

pending trial. On being interviewed, he declared that he has 
been the victim of "a most vicious and unjust conspiracy" and 
feels assured that the students of Texas Tech, on examination of 
the case, will find him innocent of all charges made in the in-

dictment. 
"Our client, Ed Patterson Blount, has been unjustly accused 

of the villainous crime of bootlegging. We will not leave a stone 
unturned to show the innocence of this poor, mistreated boy," 
says Defense Attorney Davenport. 

Prosecuting Attorney Carpenter replies that the state of 
Texas will endeavor to have a complete case against Blount, as 
such college activities must stop. 

Judge Patti Hall, on being interviewed, declined to comment. 
In an interview, President Robert Cole of the Pre-Law-IRC club, 
states that the defendant shall be prosecuted to the full extent 

of the law. 
The jury has been selected by the docket committee of the 

Pre-Law club. The venire of 32 jurors has been ordered to report 
before the Pre-Law Supreme court at 8 o'clock Monday evening, 
Dec. 11, 1944.

Home Management Girls 
Solve Figure Problem 
THAT ever-present feminine problem of keeping the figure 

slim and trim was patriotically solved by Tech co-eds who 
reside in the Home Management house this season. They pro-
duced, with a combination of useful exercise and $1.50 spent on 
seeds and plants, a Victory garden which saved or earned for 
them an estimated $102.30. 

The gardeners found it necessary to remove a' carpet of Ber-
muda grass and two elm trees from a portion of the north lawn 
before planting. As it was necessary to dig the grass from the 
sod by hand, this at first presented a problem. They invited sev-
eral guests for dinner one night, and introduced a new game of 
grass-digging as after-dinner entertainment. Being unable to 
devise a scheme for removing the trees. they hired labor. 
amounting to $10. 

Fifty tomato plants, purchased from the horticulture depart-
ment, furnished fresh tomatoes for the table throughout the sea-
son; also, 26 quarts of tomatoes, 28 quarts of juice and 16 pints 
of catsup were canned for future use. Also canned were 22 
quarts of green beans, 24 pints of relish, eight gallons of cucum-
bers and four quarts of okra. Four quarts of okra were frozen. 

In addition to the conserved foods, the girls enjoyed such 
vitamin and mineral-containing fresh foods as lettuce, spinach, 
radishes, onions, carrots, squash, okra. lima beans, green peppers, 
tomatoes. cucumbers, rhubarb, asparagus, chives, watermelon 

and peas. 
They had the special satisfaction of watching their okra grow 

as high as the second story window, the huge pods they used in 
dining table centerpiece arrangements. 

To determine the value of the garden yield, residents 
weighed the vegetables and evaluated them according to current 
market price. 

Course of Coronado 

Is Topic of Debate 
Dr. W. C. Holden, curator of 

West Texas museum, gave a lecture 
on "Coronado's Route Across the 
Staked Plains" at the West Texas 
Museum association meeting Mon- 
day night. 

In the spring of 1994, Dr. Her 
her1 E. Bolton, accompanied by 
three representatives of the No- 
tonal Park senior, came through 
Lubbock while on tom -  attempting 

or to trace Conado's route, accord- 
ing to Holden. Dr. Bolton asked 
fot Holden's opinion of the route 
in Texas which led to the re-ex- 
amination of old Spanish docu- 
ments dealing with the expedition. 
and traveling over the country in 
question to check the topography. 

Three recent articles by J. H. 
Simpson, G. P. Winship and David 
Donoghue have all attempted to 
arrive at the exsict location of 
Coronado's trail, but Holden 
agrees in some respects with n11 of 
them. 

Group Separated in Palo Duro 
Donoghue insisted that the ex- 

pedition went down the Pecos 
keeping on the west side to a point 
just north of Santa Rosa. Here the 
bridge was built Keeping to the 
east, the party soon reached the 
Staked Plains. Passing through 
Quay county, New Mexico, it went 
across the southern part of Deaf 
Smith and Randall counties to rule 
canyon in Swisher county. The 
group either separated in this can- 
yon or Palo Duro canyon, with 
the army returning to Cicuye 
through northwestern Lamb and 
Bailey counties to Ft Sumner . 
From this point. it kept on the east 
side of the Pecos to the bridge of 
Santa Rosa where it crossed the 
riser and went to Cicuye. Coro- 
nado's party went north from Palo 
Duro. crossing the western part of 
Armstrong and Carson counties. 
The "Peter and Paul" river was 
the Canadian which the explorer 
crossed in Hutchinson county. 
Traveling sonic 30 or 40 miles miles 

to the northeast he found Quivirs 
in northeastern Roberts cunty.- 

Dr. Holden is of the opin
o

ion that 
Simpson and Winship are drastica , 

 ly in error. In the five original 
documents. Castaneda's narrative. 
Jaramillo's narrative, Coronado's 
letter to the King, Oct. 20, 1541, 
Relacion Postrera de Sivola, and 
Relacion del Suceso, certain land- 
marks are vividly described in the 
accounts. Holden compared this 
search somewhat to a detective 
story with four clues mentioned in 
the documents: bridge, plains, salt 
lakes,' ravines Donoghue takes all 
of them into consideration when 
he says: 

"Of this much I am certain. The 
expedition never left the Llano 
Estacado; Palo Duro canyon and 
its tributaries are the only ravines 
that fit Castaneda's description: 
the salt lakes are found only in 
the southern Llano Estacado, Qui- 
vira was on the Canadian, or some 
of its tributary creeks at the edge 
of the plains." 

Only in one respect does Holden 
disagree with Donoghue and that 
is in the location of Quivira. 

Army Travels 15 Miles a Day 
Castaneda's narrative and Coro- 

nado's letters impart the informa- 
tion that the army traveled from 
15 to 17 miles daily. They were 
traveling with 1.000 horses, 500 
cattle, 5,000 sheep, 1.500 Indians and 
sernts. The distances given in 
thewarious accounts, says Holden, 
show remarkable accuracy. While 
the army was crossing the plains 
it was the duty of one man to 
measure and count his steps. 

Some fifty miles below the vil- 
lage of Cicuye a bridge was built 
across the river. The fact that it 
was necessary to build a bridge is 
sufficient evidence, says Holden, to 
say it was the Pecos as its banks 
were steep and the current full and 
swift. Such is not the case with the 
Canadian. Its bed is wide, bank 
low, and the channel meanders 
back and forth across the wide 
sandy bed. The bridge, according 
to Holden's interpretation, was Ice 
rated at Anton Chico. 

"Lest on Those Plains" 
From a point until the army ar- 

rives at 'the ravine like those of 
Colima" the route is confused. Pro- 
bably there was much wandering 
about, Conorado said, "we were 
lost on those plains." 

Castanedo said several salt lakes 

were found at inter cabs ivith trees 

around them. Tierra Blanco, Frio, 

'Pule, Blanco and Yellowhoose had 

cottonwood and willows along their 

banks in early historic times. 
While the army rested. Coronado 

explored settlements along the 
Blanco, in the vicinity of Plainview. 
He called this place Conn. From 
the Teya tribe, he learned Quivim 
was far to the north. Returning 
to his army, Coronado held a coun- 
cil and the party decided to split 
with the main at-my returning to 
Tiguex and the explorer with his 
picked men continuing their search. 

After the army left the ravine it 
returned to the Blanco settlements. 
The Teyas furnished the party 
with guides who took them hark 
by a direct route. 

"If the Texas Highway depart-

He was sponsored here by the Stu-
dent Religious council and has con-

Army survey has indicated that 1,250,000 men will attend college 
after the war under the G. I. bill. The veterans' administration 

office at Waco, which covers Texas territory south of Hale county, 
*handles one out of every ten of 

these veterans. which Indicates that 
100,000 to 125,000 men and women 
will attend Texas schools under the 
veteran's administration program. 

There are now 282 veterans at-
tending the University of Texas. 61 
at A&M and 58 at Tech, a total of 
401 veterans enrolled in the three 
major state colleges. In other 
words, Tech now has 15 per cent of 
this number and an estimated 10 
percent of all the veteran students 
in Texas colleges and universities. 
These figures would indicate that, 
If 10 percent of the 100,000 who, ac-
cording to all indications will at-
tend Texas colleges, did attend 
Tech. n sudden enrollment increase 
after the war will be witnessd. 

"Although this expected increase 
will not happen in one year, It will 
be within seven years after armis-
tice, as that is the period of time 
returning veterans have to enroll in 
colleges under the G I. bill," says 
Registrar Clement. Further official 
Army reports say that 25,000 will be 
disabled veterans and 100,000 vet-
erans that are explained In part 8 
under this bill.

The smallest crowd of the season 
was on hand to see the closest and 
possibly the best game of the sea-
son—a bottle of two big, rugged 
lines and fast, flashy scat backs. 

The Raiders swarmed down to 
within spitting distance of the 
SPAAF goal-line six times during 
the first half, but was never able to 
push over a touchdown, even with 
first down and goal to go inside the 
SPAAF ten-yard line. The stubborn 
Commando line allowed Tech backs 
to scamper virtually as they pleased 
in midfield, but Inevitably stif-
fened and threw them back when 
they marched near pay-dirt . 

However. SPAAF's passing at-
tack was completely stifled by the 
Raiders, who intercepted four of 
SPAAF's 11 passes - while the sol-
diers only were able to complete 
one of the tosses. 

The Tech marker came in the 
opening minutes of the second 
quarter. when Whitehead grabbed

Dudley. Johnny Birdwell, Otis 

Turner and Thompson especially 
stood out for the Raiders up front, 
while 200-pound End W. W. Fowler.

SPAAF outrushed Tech on the 
ground to the tune of about 210 
yard° to 156, but Tech completed 
four passes for 50 yards.

Thst sounds mighty good compared 
to the two or three vets that turned 
up at the beginning of this season, 
and the crop of new boys is ex-
pected to do more than equal those 
of this year But, on the other hand, 
the schedule for next year is ex-
pected to be tar rougher than any 
of the past several years. so  maybe 
it's a good thing that the situation 
has improved. 

Of course "Salty" leads the Raid-
er scoring parade for this year. He 
has aiecord of seven touchdowns 
and 11 extra points with conver-
sions, making a total of 53 points—
that ain't hay, brother. 

Arthur Shahan and Don Dudley  
are tied for second place with I. 
points each They both scored thi e. 
touchdowns. Cecil Norris is third 
with two touchdowns for 12 points, 
and Luke Thompson is fourth with 
8 points. Costin Bufkin. Bill 
Whitehead. Glenn Lewis and Erne 
Hawkins have a touchdown each 
for six points, and "Spider" Dillon 
kicked a goal for one point. 

This series gives the Raiders a 
grand total of 134 points while our 
opponents made 170. The Raiders 
have an average of not quite two 
touchdowns per game, failing to 
score in only one—the TCU tilt. 

All in all, the season hasn't been 
too profitable from other angles 
either. The fact that we lost our 
first three home games and were
