Salary Hike Asked 
For Tech Faculty

The petitions state that many 
Texas Tech professors and instruc-
tors have resigned or are plan-
ning to resign unless something 
is done in the current Legislature 
session. The petitions also point 
out that  a  difference of $2,431.15 
exists between the annual salary 
of a full professor at the Univer-
sity of Texas and a full professor 
at Tech. 

One instructor, approached  on 
the subject, said that he believed 
the petitions were about two 
months too late. 

Salaries of professors at Tech 
do not compare with those in 
other professions. The top brick-
layers, for instance, those who 
have reached the foreman status, 
ran  expect to draw about $7,000 
per year, a local union official 
said. The average salary for a 
bricklayer reportedly will range 
between $4,000 and $7,000 annual-
ly. The apprentice, no education 
specified,  can  begin work at 35 per 
cent of  a  journeyman's wage and 
remain at an apprentice four 
years. 

After completing high school 
work, the prospective college pro-
fessor probably will spend more 
than $30,000 in the eight years of 
higher study required to obtain 
his Ph.D. degree. 

President E. N. Jones voiced a 
opinion similar to that of the in-
structor. because, he said, the bills 
are either already. completed or 
nearly so.

WUS RECORD GOOD ... 
The accomplishments of World University Service 

stand as a tribute to international understanding and 
as a record of the good the students can perform. 

The initial program of WUS, launched after World 
War I, provided relief for universities in central and 
southern Europe. Since that time, the organization has 
grown into a world-wide operation of students and 
professors battling against ignorance and need on an 
international scale. 

World War II left many disrupted lives and weak 
ended the Physical and moral fiber of almost every 
student in Europe. WUS offered aid to refugees; 
provided scholarships, medicines and food and contrib-
uted to the operation of an international center offer-
ing rest cures. 

In Asia WUS has constructed student health 
centers and TB sanatoria, stocked libraries and lab-
oratories, established dormitories, and provided scholar-
ships and loan funds. 

Middle Eastern relief has been provided by WUS 
in the form of construction of dormitories, and pro-
viding books and educational equipment. The same 
is true in Africa where universities educate pitifully 
small numbers of students. 

WUS funds are spent in the United States in four 
main ways — on the Student Loan Fund and Scholar-
ship Program, on a broad college program of educa-
tion for international understanding, on fund-rais-
ing in the colleges and among foundations and on 
administration. 

When one contributes to WUS, he helps stimulate 
awareness among American students of their mem-
bership in the world university community, and to 
present an effective challenge and a concrete oppor-
tunity for demonstrating fellowship with students in 
other lands. He also helps meet the less material needs 
of the American university community by helping to 
break down the barriers of isolation. 

As Ramon Magsaysay, late President of the Phil-
ippines, put it,  "  ... you are not only assisting students 
to complete their studies in good health and with ada-
quate equipment, but you are also demonstrating a 
sincere concern to encourage international fellowship 
among the young people of all free nations." 

And contributions to World University Service 
are deductible for income tax purposes.

Wendorf To Head 
Fort Excavation

Excavation of Fort Burgwin 

near Taos, N. M., will he the pro-

ject of a Tech archaeology field 

course Ibis summer. 

Headed by Dr. Fred Wendorf, 

Tech archaeologist, a group of 10 

to 12 students will begin work on 

the Pot Creek project June 6. 

The field course will end July 17 

with participants gaining six se-

mester hours credit. 

Built in 1852 about 10 miles 

south of-the present town of Taos, 

Fort Burgwin was an active Army 

post until 1860 when it was order-

ed abandoned. Its purpose was to 

protect the Taos area from raids 

by hostile Apaches and Utes, ac-

cording to Dr. Wendorf. 

The fort was named for an 
Army captain who was killed in 
the Taos Rebellion of 1848. Its 
maximum strength was 200 men. 

After excavation of the fort, re-
storation will begin to provide 

  housing for future field parties to 
the area. Eventually, Dr, Wendorf 
said, a museum will be establish-
ed at the restoration site which 
is partially covered by a saw mill. 

Dr. Wendorf recently visited the 
national archives in Washington, 
D. C., to obtain records and in-
formation about Fort Burgwin. He 
also has a diary belonging to au 
officer stationed at the garrison. 

Edward Noble, graduate student 
from O'Donnell, is assisting in do-
ing research for the project. 

The field party will also do some 
exploratory work in pre-Spanish 
Indian ruins for next year's field 
project. The ruins date back to 
between 1200 and 1300 A. D., Dr. 
Wendorf stated. 

This year will be Dr. Wendorf's 
first to be in charge ol the field 
project. Previously, Dr. W. C. 
Holden, The Museum director, has 
been in charge. 

Dr. Wendorf said that 12 will 
be the maximum number of stu-
dents enrolled in the course, which 
will include training in topo-
graphic surveying, photography, 
excavation methods and labora-
tory procedures. 

Interested Tech students may 
make application until May 1. af-
ter which any remaining positions 
will be filled with students from 
other schools.

a. For school-wide offices —

$30 plus $10 for run-off expenses. 
b. For divisional representatives - 

 —$15 plus $5 for run-off expenses. 
2. Each candidate must submit 

a list of expenditures to the elec-
tion committee by 5 p.m. two days 
preceding election. The expendi-
tures must be itemized with re-
ceipts for each purchase and do-
nations evaluated at the cost of 
materials and printing according 
to standard rates and totaled. If a 
candidate is found guilty of ex-
ceeding the specified limit by the 
Elections Committee, the penalty 
will be disqualifications. 

3. Students running for repre-
sentatives may have as many as 
50 posters, only 5 of which may be 
as large as 22" by 28". The other 
43 may be no larger than 11" 'by 
14" or 11" by 17". 

4. Students running for execu-
tive offices or cheerleader may 
have as many as 100 posters, on-
ly 10 of which may be as large 
as 22" by 28". The other 90 may 

no larger than 11" by 14" 13, 
17", 

5. Posters, placards, and ban-
ners most conform to the above 
mentioned dimensions and will be 
limited to the interior of the 
buildings. There will be no posters, 
etc. on the outside of the buildings 
or on the campus grounds. This 
does not exclude the use of hand-
bills, cardi, and other means of 
campaigning such as the use of 
sound trucks. 

6. All publicity and campaign-
ing must be approved by the Stu-
dent Council. 

7. No painting of any type on 
the campus property. 

8. Masking tape will be used 
to place all posters. Candidates 
are requested to hang the posters 
as neatly as possible; if possible 
to place the tape on the back side. 

9. All candidates are responsible 
for removing posters 24 hours aft-
er election, or runoff, if in a run-
off. Masking tape must also be 
removed. Posters should be placed 
no higher than 8 feet to facilitate 
removal.
