Anthropology Trip Offers

Chance To Excavate Cave

Caves, chewed cuds and brittle
strands of string will lead the
Tech anthropology department on
the trial of long-dead Indian tri-
bes that inhabited the arid
soulhwes! porlion of the land call-
ed Tejas.

The department will seek these
and other clues to the life of no-
madic Indians when they travel
—bag and baggage—to the tena-
tive Diablo Dam site near the
Rlo Crande River this summer.

The field trip, open to any Tech
student, will leave the day alter
summer registration, according to
David H. Kelly, assistant profes-
antropology. Kelly will be
the director of the trip, which will
last from June 3 to July 14

“The land around the caves we
will explore will be under water
within the next few days due to
the proposed Diablo Dam across
the Rio Grande,” Kelly said. “This
will ruin many good campsites
and caves that contain arlifacts. |
If these sites are to be explored
at all, we must do it now.” |

The work will be done in one
cave, according to Kelly. |

will sleep outdoors during the en-
tire excursion,” Kelly pointed oul

caves we will excavate should

contain preserved pleces of string,
bits of cloth, leather and sandles.

“Caves preserve these mate-
rials much better than if they
e left outside,” Kelly explain-

The Indians under study were
tribes from the Texas plains, the
Mexican badlands and the moun-
tains of New Mexico.

“The Rio Grande offered a good
water supply to these people,”
Kelly said. “This is why they
lived by hunting and fishing and
digging wild plants.

“They had no tribal names that
we can find,” Kelly explains. “We
do know that they lived in this
area for about 10,000 years be-
fore the white man came. This is
the object of the field trip—to
find more about them.”

The trip will have the official
course number of 536-537. It will
give six hours credit to those who
BO.

“Enrollment for the trip will be
made during the regular registra-
tion pericd,” Kelly said. “We will
leave [rom here the day alter re-
gistration to travel to the site.”

ding will be supplied by the West
Texas Museum.

“All these supplies will be trans-
ported to the site by the Museum
vehicle,” Kelly explained. “Trans-
portalion for persons attending
will be by private cars, with the
expenses paid by the college.”

There will be approximately
12 or 15 persons going—both men
and women.

“There are no prerequisites for
the trip other than acceptance of
application by me,” Kelly said.

All applications should be ac-
companied by a $100 deposit for
food, along with about $50 to be
carried by each person enrolled
for the trip.

“The normal college tuition will
be charged in addition to the oth-
er expenses,” Kelly said.

“Besides the information gained
from the trip, students will re-
ceive training in the technical as-
pects of excavation and explora-
tion,” Kelly concluded.
