Texas is being shown in the "lamb-

ing-down" Plains milo experiment 

conducted by the department of 
animal husbandry. acedrding 
Prof. Ray C Mowery, who Is in 
charge. Many personal visits have 
been made to the campus and 
numerous mail inquiries indicate a 
general interest, he said. 

This experimentation was start- 
-ea -lain ,ys, iryeitg itinaed 
this year In cooperation with the 
Texas Agricultural Expetime r t 
station through J. M. Jones. chief 
of the division of range animal 
husbandry at College Station. He 
and his assistant, J. H. Jones, have 
visited the Tech project and ex-
pect to return soon. 

Range Rambouille t lambs for 
this year's experimentation were 
purchased from J. Forrest Runge 
of Christoval, two-thirds wethers, 
and one-third ewes. These lambs 
were delivered Sept. 16 and were 
fed six days in dry lot with a ration 
of ground sumac sorghum bundles 
and the last two days cottonseed 
meal. When the experiment was 
started on the sixth day, the lambs 
had an average weight of 67 
pounds. 

At the end of the first 20-day 
weighing period, lot No. 5, fed on 
alfalfa, had gained .24 pounds per 
head daily. and lot 6, fed on cot-
tonseed meal, had gained 21 
pounds. 

"in view of the fact that the 
lambswere drenched and also 
vaccinated and handled twice dur- 
ing the 28-day period," Professor 
Mowery says. "results to date are 
cerditable".

Decorative Urns Made 
For Trash Receptacles 
In Tech Beautification 

A number of decorative urns to 
he used as receptacles for trash 
will appear within a few months in 
the halls of buildings and over the 
campus. according to George Long, 
superintendent of grounds. These 
urns will be both ornamental and 
useful and in a design fitting the 
architectural style of the buildings. 

Designs have already been drawn 
by students In a class of commer-
cial design, of which Prof. R. I. 
Lockard Is Instructor. 'The best 
and most suitable of these will be 
selected and students of ceramics 
will make the molds from which a 
number of urns will be made and 
glazed. Firing will be done In the 
kiln on the campus. 

"The making of these 'urns will 
afford an opportunity for experi-
ment with local clays," according 
to Prof. F A. Kleinschmidt, head 
of the department of architecture 
and allied arts. The clay has al-
ready been brought In from Yellow-
house canyon and experiments are 
being made to determine the proper 
mixture 

Designs and models take time, 
but once the forms are made, 
the work goes fairly fast. The 
finished urns should be ready 
sometime during the early spring, 
according to Kleinschmidt.

"About fifty to sixty percent of 
Lubbock family dietarlea are In 
need of improvement", wrote Dr. 
Mina Wolf Lamb and Phillis Drake 
in an 11Ide entitled "Study of the 
Dietary and Food Practices of 63 
Families In Lubbock, Texas," 
which was published In Journal of 
the American Dietetic Association 
haat month. 

"Foods most often eaten in in-
adequate quantities are all fruits 
and vegetables and most products 
made from whole • grains as well 
as other cereal products and milk. 
The foods eaten in greatest quan-
tities are fats, sweets, and In many 
instances, meet and meat pro-
ducts" 

Investigations for this article 
were made of families selected at 
random living In Lubbock, in the 
spring end summer of 1942 and In 
the spring of 1943. Eight per cent 
of the families received annual in-
comes below $1,000, 40 per cent re-
ceived incomes from $1,000 to 
52,000, 41 per cent from $2,000 to 
$4,000 and three per rent received 
above 54,000. 

"in no Instance was the standard 
In any food group met by an 
families," Dr. Lamb says.

If the student body is not more than careful, this first suc-

cessful attempt to lower standards will be only the beginning 
of a number of retractions. With assistant yell leaders being 
excluded. the next probable statement will be:

"C" average? His assistants do not, Shouldn't he have the 
same advantage?" 

Similiarly other such situations will arise, and once some- 
thing is started, it is usually very difficult to put an end to it. 
As the old saying goes—it's a lot easier to get into something 
than it is to get out. 

Lesley college, a teacher-training school in Boston, has an 
unorthodox rule on admissions: girls have to be good-looking 
to get in. There they have brains as well as beauty. The first 
requirement is "looks," but one certainly does not stay there 
long if her brain will not function as well as her beauty. Numer-
ous jobs are open to these girls after graduation because they 
are prepared. They have not relied chiefly upon beauty as their 
sole security. 

This is not intended as a slam upon present nominees—it is 
merely an attempt to present a fair view of the situation. 
Beauties should not be given opportunities and advantages any 
more than candidates for other offices, Representing Tech as 
a beauty is an honor, just as being president of some worthwhile 
organization is, but the latter has to be qualified for his position, 
while the former does not, other than being attractive. 

The student body has recently passed this amendment, with 
a very small number voting. It would perhaps seem foolish to 
advocate that this amendment be voted down, but we can see to 
it that nothing of a similar nature occurs again. if at all possible, 
alter this present situation before long.

It's hard to fill the shoes of a 
an like Schlinkman, which stakes 

Whitehead's job doubly difficult, 
but how well he has performed 
that task is indicated by the fart 
that when Whitehead reports into 
the game for Schlinkman, the 
Raiders continue to roll, lacking 
only Walt's individual flash and 
brilliance. 

Billy Joe has averaged about six 

yards gained every time he hos

In Amarillo tonight the Red 

Raiders meet the West Texas 
Stet.. college Buffaloes. Wearing 
their new red jerseys, which they 
hope will break their losing jinx, 
the Tech boys will be a guest of 
the Buffaloes in Butler stadium. 
The Raiders have been downed five 
times to date, but have never fail-
ed to score. They have set an av-
erage of two touchdowns per game. 

The Raiders and Buffs clashed 
for the first time way back in 1925, 
the first year Tech produced a 
team. At that time the Matadors. 
as they were then called, were 
coached by E. Y. Freeland and 
Grally Higginbotham. Tech came 
off victor by the very narrow mar-
gin of 13 to 12. 

In 1926 the two teams met in 
Lubbock for the second clash! Hur-
ley Carpenter, husky tackle, was 
captain for the Raiders that year. 
The Tech team nosed out the Buf-
faloes by another narrow margin. 
7 to 2. Tech lost only one game 
that season, it was to Tel! to the 
tune of 28 to 16. 

The Buffaloes turned the tables 
the next year, 1927. Tech lost by 
a score of 9-12. The Raiders re-
taliated in '28, tumbling the Buffs 
by 11 points with a score of 18 to 
7. Orally Higginbotham served as 
head coach that year, up to that 
time being assistant to Freeland. 

The Buffaloes held the lead two 
ncutive years in '29 and '30. 

In n n the first they set their all-time 
record by defeating the Raiders 20 
to 0. Pete Cawthon turned out his 
first Tech team the next year. This 
team held the Canyon boys to a 
6 to 0 victory. 

In 1931 the rivals played the last 
game of a series that had lasted 
seven consecutive years. The Buf-
faloes tasted bitter defeat at the 
hand of the Raiders.

FOR the first time in six games. Texas Tech's oft-defeated but 
ever-game Red Raiders will be favored to win by the pre-

game dope on their tussle with the resurgent West Texas State 
Teachers college Buffaloes Friday night at Amarillo. 

Uneasy stand the cleats which trod the favorite's end of a 
football field, but unaccustomed as 
the Raiders are to the position, they 
yet should not be extended too 
much by the Bustlin' Buffs, first 
let-up opponent in a steadily-
tougher schedule. 

Not that the Canyon aggrega-
tion has not shown strength this 
year, and let no football fan be 
impressed by the advertisement of 
the Buffs as a "breather" opponent. 

Idle in sports last year, the Buf-
faloes dropped a 39-0 game to the 
Raiders in 1942, and doubtless 
West Texas State Coach Gus Miller 
has hopes. perhaps unspoken but 
nevertheless there, of a victory 
over Tech in her year of hard luck 
and bad breaks. thereby gaining 
some measure of revenge he 
normally could not hope for in a 
normal year . 

However. Tech's improvement 
has been steady. with never a let- 
down. and Coach Dell Morgan's 
biggest job this week seems to be 
to prevent a letdown from coming 
at a time when Tech is scheduled 
to meet a team heralded as weaker 
than the opposition so far, but 
which may be surprising. 

West Texas has played only three 
games this year The Buffs loot 
by top-heavy scores to powerful 
Amarillo Army Air field and Okla-
homa A&M, which lucked out over 
Tech 14-7.
