The champs probably are not as well
known by the student body as the Tech
football or basketball team members. In
Ada, Okla., however, their recent visit
may have left a lasting image.

That’s where eight members of Texas
Tech's forensic team received three certifi-
cates of merit and a certificate of excel-
lence in a debate tournament concluded
there Saturday.

West Texas State will contest the Tech
team today at 7 p.m. on the second floor
of the Aggie Engineering Bldg. in an ef-
fort to halt the Techsans in their late im-
pressive showings.

“It was Tech'’s best showing and by far
the best record of the year,” Jim Robbins,
speech instructor and team coach, said
of his group's performances in Ada.

Tech’s four teams debated the topic,
“Non-Communist Nations of the World
Should Establish Economic Communities.”
The Tech teams debated six times, taking
both the affirmative and negative side of
the question.

To Tour

Texas Tech and its students will
have a part in helping 35 college
coeds from Mexico take the
“American story” back to their
homeland this week.

The young women, who attend
Escuela National de los Maestros
(National College for Teachers) in
Mexico City, will arrive in Lub-
bock by chartered bus Wednesday
on a five-day trip sponsored by
Lubbock Junior League.

“We are bringing the college
women to Lubbock to further in-
ternational understanding,” said
Mrs. Joe Scull, publicity chairman
for “Operation Senorita.”

Mrs. Scull explained that the
persons who attend the National
College in Mexico go to school at
government expense. In turn they
are obligated to teach in small vil-
lages wherever they are needed
for a specified number of years.

“Since they will be contacting
so many people in Mexico in the
next few years, Junior League
members thought these students
would be the ones to tell the
American story,” said Mrs. Scull.

“We want to give them a real
idea of democracy—a taste of life
in the U.S.” she declared. “This
is one of the ways to combat
Communism.”

An impressive list of events are
in the making for the visitors from
Mexico, with Texas Tech contri-
buting a major part. Friday the
future teachers will tour Tech's
Lbrary, the home economics build-
mg and a textile laboratory.

Dr. David Vigness, who has liv-
ed in Latin America and teaches

of West Texas Museum Saturday.

Social activities for the students
from Mexico include a party Fri-
day night to which several Span-
ish-speaking Tech students have
been invited. The parties will be
at Plains Cotton Oil Mill.

To round out a ‘“glimpse of life
on the American campus” the for-
eign guests will eat lunch Satur-
day at the snackbar in Tech Union
and see the Raiders play Florida
Saturday night.

The Junior League has arrang-
ed a tour of Lubbock health and
welfare agencies for the coeds plus
visits to local schools, a farm, and
Lubbock Christian College.

After a tour of the City of Lub-
bock’s administrative departments,
Mayor Jack Strong will make the
coeds and their instructors hon-
orary citizens of Lubbock.

Mrs. Scull said that the students
will stay in homes of members of
the League while in Lubbock.
“Many of them don't speak a
word of English,” she recalled.

The Mexican students were in-
vited after the League spent sev-
eral weeks studying Americanism.

Arkansas Dominates
Conference Statistics

DALLAS (Special) Baylor's
Don Trull and TCU’'s Tom-
my Joe Crutcher, a pair of juniors
who will be in the national lime-
light in 1963, are disciples of the
it’s-the-finish-that-counts axiom.
Trull used the season’s final
game to fashion three new South-
west Conference and school
records, while Crutcher ran like
it was going out of style for the
second straight year, to become
the league’s runner up in rushing
again. While Trull was completing
16 of 25 passes for 239 yards,
Crutcher smacked the SMU line

.for 125 yards, the year’s peak ball-

carrying performance in league
play.

Trull emerged as league and na-
tional champion for 1962 with a
total of 125 completions, which
surpassed the old conferences and
school record of 112, set by Buddy
Humphrey of Baylor. While re-
writing the record book, the Bap-
tist quarterback bettered the old
marks for aerial yardage and total
offense in a season. His totals of
1,627 and 1,762 surpassed marks
of 1,506 and 1,733 set by TCU’s
Davey O’Brien and Gilbert Bar-
tosh in 1938 and 1950 respectively.

Crutcher finished the season
with a rushing total of 533 yards,
52 short of Champion Billy Moore
of Arkansas but 53 more than
Jesse Branch of Arkansas, who
ranked second until Saturday. A
year ago Crutcher denied Texas a
one-two grip on rushing honors
with a 68-yard performance in his
final game. Trull also finished
strong as a sophomore, when he
took over a job shared by two
senior team mates.

Baylor’s aerial gain against Rice
(245 yards) also was a season
high, bettering the 241 Arkansas
managed in the season inaugural
against Oklahoma State. TCU’s
rushing figure of 240 against SMU
was the Frogs' second best of the
year, surpassed only by the 249
against Texas Tech.

TCU’s Sonny Gipbs finished as
runner-up in passing and third in
total offense with marks strangely
similiar to those of his junior sea-
son. His aerial yardage and total
offense this year was 1,013 and
1,192 compared to 999 and 1,198
in 1961.

In emerging as statistical cham-
pion for the season, Arkansas set
a new league record for conver-
sions, scoring 35 to better the
mark of 34 by A&M in 1950. The
Razorbacks exploited the two-
point rule to break the record,
counting 33 from placement and
two on a pass. A&M scored its
34 off the toe of Darrow Hooper,
which is a SWC record for a sea-
son. Arkansas’ Tom McKnelly
missed it by one.

Arkansas’ first down total (190)
and number of rushing plays (570)
were the second best figures in
SWC history, surpassed by Texas
in 1952 (195 and 610), respective-
ly), while its total offense, 3,-
50, is the fourth best.
