A Lubbock senior indus-
trial management major has
been chosen as secretary
general of Texas Tech’s sec-
ond annual Model United
Nations.

The selection of Alan Hen-
ry, former Lubbock com-
munity ambassador to Ar-
gentina, was announced by
interim steering committee
chairman, John Moeser.

Moeser, secretary general
of the first Model U.N., has
been acting as interim chair-
man of the steering commit-
tee in its preparatory meet-
ings, and will relinquish his
role to Henry at the first
“full” committee meeting on
Nov. 25.

Henry is a member of Phi
Kappa Psi social fraternity;
Sigma Iota Epsilon, man-
agement fraternity; Interna-

tional Interests Committee;
Phi Kappa Phi, scholastic
honorary; Experiment in In-
ternational Living and the
Baptist Student Union.

“There are few who would
deny the first Model U.N.
(held last spring) was a tre-
mendous success. I would
like to play a part in mak-
ing the 1964 Model U.N.
even more successful than
that of last year,” Henry
said in reference to his
recent appointment.

He cited the value of the
Model U.N. by saying he
thought the Model U.N. the
only project in which organ-
izations ‘of Texas Tech have
the opportunity to express
their views on a current
world problem.

“As presiding officer of
the Model United Nations,
the secretary general has a
unique opportunity to view
first-hand the creativity and

imagination of the dele-
gates,” Henry sald.
In defining the Model

United Nations Henry said:
“The Model U.N. is, as its
name implies, a model, or
scale of the real United Na-
tions. The project is not in-
tended to encourage or con-
demn the United Nations.
Rather, the Model U.N.
serves as a means of allow-
ing students to educate
themselves through partici-
pation in conditions similar
to those found in the actual
United Nations,

“The Model United Nations
should be an enjoyable ex-
perience for those who par-
ticipate in it,” he added.

What Put Lubbock

On Security List?

The United States State Department
Tuesday added Lubbock County to the

list of cities, counties and states closed to
travel by Russian citizens.
The list involving Lubbock County

was a revision of a 1955 list of Soviet travel
restrictions. Lubbock County was not included In
the 1955 list.

Why is Lubbock County now closed to Soviet
citizens?

The Lubbock Chamber of Commerce has heard
no details about the addition to the list. "It could
be because of industry,” Judy Brewer said.

HARRY TOWER OF Lubbock department of
Civil Defense told THE DAILY TOREADOR "I
am not aware of why. It could be because of agri-
cultural importance, but, on the other hand, those
people are usually invited to fravel through this
area. Perhaps it is Reese Training Base.”

Lubbock County Judge Bill Davis said "I have
no idea, except that it could be Reese Base. Maybe
the State Dept. doesn't want the Soviets to study
our irrigcation and farming techniques—our cotton
oil and cotton seed plants, since we are far ad-
vanced 1n these areas.

“1T IS LIABLE to be an arbitrary move-
ment,” Davis added. “The Russians are going to go
exactly where we don’'t want them to go. And then,
there could be something here none of us know
about. We have received no communication from
the government.”

When asked his opinion, Lubbock City Manag-
er William Pitstick said “This is the first I've
heard of 1t.”

While the general concensus seems to be that
Reese Air Force Base is the reason for Lubbock’s
addition to the travel ban list, Reese's Public In-
formation Department has received no information.
“This is a matter of the State Department, not the
Defense Department” said Reese's Public Infor-
mation representative.

EVEN LUBBOCK'S branch of the Federal
Bureau of Investigation said it was a surprise to
them. They knew nothing about 1t.

The newly revised travel ban list keeps Soviet
citizens from visiting 26 percent of the nation. The
changes applying to the Russians were expressed
in a note delivered to the Soviet embassy. The note
repeated past U. S. offers for Russia and the
United States do away with their travel curbs
completely. Russia has been unwilling to do this.

The new travel restrictions have been bitterly

* Notifies absentees

Comment: Close Call

The name change issue and all that was the catalyst for
several interesting reactions now in progress here.

Although the Board of Directors post-
poned a decision as predicted, the calling of
a public hearing Dec. 6 is a “breath of new
life” for Tech that has been underrated by
many of my friends.

If the present attitude of the board con-
tinues, then Tech’s evolution to a real univer-
sity atmosphere will proceed with less danger.

I say “danger’” because Nov. 1 the board
narrowly averted a crisis here. Only a few
students and faculty members close to the
issue realize just how close things were ftc
the exploding point.

If we can interpret the directors’ action as a liberal move
to give recognition to the student and faculty voice in this In-
stitution, then we can say such a move was long overdue.

Because of their stands, the Student Council and the Fac-
ulty Advisory Committee are much stronger organizations.

The FAC still remains the weaker of the two in ability to
accomplish its goals. This is not the FAC’s fault entirely.

Little importance has been placed on the faculty group by
the higher ups in the past.

The name change issue is a dramatic example. The board
~vill hear FAC's verbal views for the first time Lec. 6. For six
years the FAC backed a name change and asked the board to
hear its position. The board always turned them down wuntil
this year when students raised a little ruckus.

But now a step forward has been made. The student-fac-
ulty action or the board action or both has given encouragement
to those who want to speak out. There is a definite increase in
the number of professors who are not afraid to say what they
think about issues which affect all of us. This is a good thing.

The real purpose of an education is not to accumulate facts
in our minds like a machine, but to cultivate our ability to
reason. We learn facts in order to help us in the reasoning
process.

If we are to perfect our powers to think, we must have a
conflict of ideas. Thus, we would be forced to evaluate and
choose between them.

It is for this reason many of us hope the board will loosen
the rems and encourage the top administrators to be leaders
and the students and professors to be creative with ideas for
our growing university.
