Tech's music department is in danger of
losing its top faculty members and top
students because of the facilities it
occupies, according to Dr. Gene Hemmle,
chairman of the music department.

The building was designed for use by 100
music majors with a maximum use by 400
students. That was 19 years ago. The music
department now has 300 music majors and
is used by 1,500 students.

Hemmle said the music department
received promises five years ago of new
facilities. At that time a $30 million building
program was started that built the new
Business Administration Building, the new
Biology Building, the new Architecture

Students reveal complaints

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is the third in a six part serieson a
survey taken of Tech students concerning what thev
considered o0 be Tech's main problems The following
article will consider monev and Lubbock, courses and
faculty.

Parking and housing are two major
problems on the Tech campus, according to
the random survey conducted by reporting
231 students.

It seems the biggest problem of housing is
being compelled to live on campus. Barbie
Jacobs, sophomore business major from
Houston, and Mary Jane Stewart,
sophomore interior interior design major
from Corsicana, Tex., when asked what
Tech's major problem was simply said,
“Students can't live off campus.™

Jay Dudley, sophomore from League
City, Tex., said, ““Whatever was the cause
for the drop in growth (at Tech) was the
cause for forced housing. It apparently was
the Administration. Until they change
forced housing, people aren’t going to come
here. Through my own personal experience,
it's cheaper to live off campus.”

BILL CARPENTER, freshman electrical
engineering major from Dallas, said, ""The
fact that everyone is required to live on
campus is ridiculous. You are here to get an
education and living on campus has nothing
to do with that.”

Richard Walker, junior secondary
education major from Merkel, Tex., said,
“One of the problems is restrictions they
put on dorm students. Especially the
restriction that says you have to live in the
dorm itself. Parking is also too limited in
parking space.”

Susie Morris, junior business education
major from Beeville, Tex., said, ‘I don’t
see how a university can make rules
governing whether a student can or can't
live off campus. Students should be able to
live where they want; they're in college
now. They pay for their education and it
should not be Tech's decision.”

The fact that there are too many dorms
was pointed out by Victor Harding, junior
telecommunications major from San
Antonio, Tex.

Mark Ludke, junior animal production
major from Houston, said “'I1'd have to say
it's the housing rules about making

everybody live on campus. [ think the
housing rules are obsolete.”

Pat Billingsley, sophomore P.E. major
from Abilene, Tex., said, ''The housing
situation, because it causes dissension
within the school and it runs kids away
because they can't live off campus. It
causes them to lie to get off campus. The
housing on campus is not adequate. If it
were, so many kids wouldn't want to get off
campus. The rules are too strict for a
university this large.™

CANDACE PORCHER, freshman
English major from Littlefield, Tex., said,
“The biggest problem is the dorms. They
make vou live on campus and you have to lie
and go around corners to get off. They've
overbuilt the dorms, too.”

Steve Knight, junior history major from
Tucson, Ariz., said, “Tech's biggest
problem is housing. They shouldn’t be able
to tell evervone they have to live in the
dorm. If a man wants to live off campus, he
should be able to.”

Mike Burton, freshman finance major
from Andrews, Tex., said, “'It's pretty bad
that Tech has put itself in a position where
students have to live on campus. If more
students were allowed to live off campus
the Administration would probably see an
increase in enrollment again."’

To Becky Barton, sophomore from
Victoria, Tex., the main problem is the food
in the cafeteria.

Dorm rules were also under attack from
the students.

Dixie Hinson, secondary education major
from Houston, said, I think they are going
to lose a lot of students unless they become
more liberal. For example, look at the
housing rules. The restrictions put on girls
living in the dorms are bad. I really like
Tech except for the housing rules.”

Tom Durant, sophomore business finance
major from Grandbury, Tex., said, "‘Dorm
rules — girls’ curfews are too strict, they
don't need a curfew. Boys should be able to
live off campus, no matter how they're
classified.”

Gus Beck, sophomore civil engineering
major, said, 'I think the biggest problem is
in growth. We are forced to live in the

Marketing prof cited
as J-department head

The appointment of Dr. Billy I. Ross as
chairman of Tech's department of
journalism was announced Tuesday with
the expressed ‘“‘hope of the university to
start phase one of an expanded program in
mass communications.”

Dean Lorrin G. Kennamer of the College
of Arts and Sciences made the
announcement.

He said the current department will be
expanded this year to provide specialized
instruction not only in journalism but also in
advertising and telecommunication.
Included on the faculty will be those already
in the department of journalism with some
others now in the departments of marketing
and speech. Recruitment of additional
faculty also is anticipated, Kennamer said.

Ross, whose primary interest is in
advertising, has been a professor on the
faculty of the department of marketing in
the College of Business Administration.

NOT ONLY THE bachelor's degree, but
also the master's degree is offered by Tech
in speech, journalism and in marketing with
a specialization in advertising.

The advertising program has been
developed under the direction of Ross and

has gained international stature through the
Don Belding Fund: Educational Grant-in-
Aid Program for International Advertising.
Ross spent part of the 1969 summer in
Germany, at the invitation of the West
German government, as a consultant in
advertising education.

As chairman of the reorganized
department, he will succeed Wallace E.
Garets who served as chairman of the
department of journalism for 14 years.
Garets resigned last October and will go to
Long Island University at Brooklyn where
he will begin duties Sept. | as professor and
consultant in journalism

He is chairman of the Accrediting
Relations Committee of the American
Society of Journalism School
Administrators (ASJA).

Since Ross joined the Tech faculty in 1964,
student advertising fraternities on the
campus have won top national honors for
two successive years. Both Alpha Delta
Sigma, men's professional advertising
fraternity, and Gamma Alpha Chi, a like
organization for women, have won
particular acclaim for their participation in
Lubbock's annual Advertising Recognition
Week.

said, ‘We have to pav $9 for parking
stickers and then have difficulty finding a
place to park. One day part of the Coliseum
parking lot was closed off and we had no
place to park. We might as well not have
had parking stickers at all.”

It's a shame that instructors and lab
teachers have to park in the Coliseum
parking lot. It seems that the
Administration should have a more
centralized program of student parking.
Off-campus bus operation would alleviate
the parking problem even more.”

Toinette Page, freshman from Lubbock
said, "My problem is they tell us how to
park, such as when thev block off the
Coliseum parking lot.”

Building, and the Chemistry addition. The
music department was dropped from
priority and didn’t receive any money.

The music department at present
occupies the Music Building, several X-
buildings next to the main building and two
other X-buildings, X-72 and X-73, away
from the building. In addition to the
buildings on campus, the department also
rents Seaman Hall, off-campus on 16th
Street.

According to the President's Report on
Medium and Long Range Plans for the
Department of Music published in
September 1968, ‘‘The department of music
continues to be more crowded each year. At
the present time the department occupies a
total of 25,712 square feet of floor space and
little of this space is properly designed. "

THERE ARE NO music facilities
available for performance. The above
figures do not include space for

performances, concert events and related
musical productions are presented in the
Student Union Ballroom, Municipal
Auditorium, the Library Foyer, the
Museum Gallery, St. John's Methodist
Church (Garden Room), and Seaman Hall.
Only the Municipal Auditorium, which is too
large for the department’'s needs, has a
stage and raked floor and an orchestra pit.
Howard Schmidt and Associates (an
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facilities
partment

architectural firm consulted for the report)
shows the need for 150,000 square feet for a
new Music Building which should be ready
for occupancy in 1972. The architects also
state that these projected facilities will be
in need of expansion by 1975.

Faculty are leaving now. Joel Leach,
professor of percussion, left last year.
Frank Bowen, a lutist, left three years ago
to go to the University of. New Mexico,
which has a $5.5 million music facility.

Bowen said facilities, particularly
performance facilities, were the main
reason for his departure.

Mr. and Mrs. Charles Roe,
instructors, have left to go to Michigan.

Charles Lawrie, associate professor of
Opera Theatre, is leaving this year. Lawrie

is leaving because of inadequate physical
facilities and improper staffing in his area.

Lawrie is presently teaching opera in an X-

building.

Dr. Hemmle said, “'To hold outstanding
faculty capable of teaching superior talent

makes the building program even more .

important.”

He has become a popular lecturer in the
U.S. because of his interest in
communicating scientific ideas to laymen.
As he sees it, scientists have a
“paramount’”’ duty to communicate with
laymen because of the vast costs of science
and its importance to our civilization.

O’Hair proves controversial

Madalyn Murray O'Hair bills herself as a
freak.

““Most people come to see me only
because they think I'm some kind of a nut,”
she says.

Monday in Municipal Auditorium the
validity of her personal billing was left to
her listeners’ own feelings, pholosophies
and tastes. But no matter the individual
reaction the ‘‘nut’’ presented herself as a
dedicated, intelligent and provocative
person.

Just as a minister stands at the pulpit
Sunday morning, Mrs. O'Hair took her
place behind the podium and preached,
often bringing applause from her listeners.

SHE KNOCKED THE government, the
church, all religions, the dominance of men
in society, the Tech administration,
Lubbock, corporate industry — and every
other subject presented to her with which
she had some objection.

“The nut'’ also presented her positive
beliefs.

“I'm an atheist,”” she proudly said. “'I
don’t believe in any god, religion, miracles,
heaven or hell, the Bible or any other
religious writing. I do believe in man, the
human being. He lives his life. He either
does good or he does bad. This is the only
religion I have.”

Mrs. O’'Hair’'s personal beliefs,
particularly in her battles for separation of
church and state, have led many people to
wage war against her.

I received a death threat from someone
here in Lubbock before I came — but it was
nothing unusual. The F.B.1. is currently
investigating seven threats against me,”
she said.

“It’s really ironic, but it's usually the
most God-fearing Bible beaters that cause
the biggest problems.”’

WHEN INVITED to speak at a small
college in South Carolina, the churches
pooled their funds and put a $50,000 bounty
on Mrs. O'Hair’s head. No one attempted to
collect, she recalled.

In another instance, she was physically
attacked by a group of religion students

while speaking at Harvard University. ']
thought it would be the most receptive place
I could speak, primarily because of its
academic attitude. It really shocked me."”

But Mrs. O'Hair has learned to live with
her opposition. In fact she appears to thrive
on it. "'A good fight makes life a lot more
fun to live, don’t you think?"" she said with a
smile.

Where there is opposition there is also
support, and the latter appears to grow
daily for Mrs. O'Hair.

“Usually the people left sitting in the
audience when I'm through speaking are the
non-religious ones. The first time I talked at
Tulane University 1 asked all atheists to
come and talk to me after I finished. Eleven
came. The second time I spoke, a year
later, I made the same request. This time
seven hundred came.”’

Mrs. O'Hair is also finding support in her
newly founded church, Poor Richard’s
Universal Life Church, which is converting
members throughout the nation. "“In
January we had over 30,000 families
professing our beliefs. I can’t say how many
we have now. The number grows every
week.

“The nut" also proclaims herself a
feminist. “‘I'm behind this women's
liberation movement 100 per cent.”

Mrs. O'Hair’s plan is to form a women's
party, composed only of females of all party
affiliations and coloration. ‘‘Our one big
issue will be a demand that in every
decision-making process, women be
represented by at least 50 per cent. This
includes the legislature, Supreme Court, the
war, everything that effects the country.”

MRS. O'HAIR claims women have
always taken a back seat to man and that it
all stems back to ‘‘foolish religious
traditions."”’

“In the Judean-Christian world men have
always taken the glory — women have
always ended up cleaning the toilet bowls.”

Mrs. O'Hair's greatest impact, on and off
stage, was made in her outright opposition
to religion, the Bible and its teachings

Her statement that ‘‘the Bible is full of
bullshit”” had the audience gasping and
squirming. Some applauded. She later said
it was just a pack of lies, “‘the greatest snow
job in history.”

When talking about the Bible she refers to
it as a piece of literature. When talking of
Jesus Christ she refers to him as a
character.

“Christ has to be the most despicable
man in literature. He never once mentioned
justice, beauty of nature. He never showed
physical love toward a woman. He gives
Hitler a good run as the worst man ever,
either real or fictional.”

MRS. O’HAIR’S WORDS left an impact
with her listeners — whether they agreed or
not. But leaving just as great an impact was
her personality.

She professed a deep knowledge of
religions, history and literature and often
reached back in her mind to recall names,
dates, writings and philosophies.

Mrs. O'Hair was usually seen with a
smile. But when someone addressed her or
asked a question she would give them total
serious attention. She sidestepped no
questions.

““The difference between me and people
of religion is that I tell the truth. If there is
some question I don’t know the answer to, I

say so. Preachers try to cover up unknown
answers with a bunch of hokey crap.”

Mrs. O'Hair spoke as an intellect both
behind and away from the podium — and
she held a captive audience. Her language
was often coarse but it got over her point.

““There is no such thing as a profain or
obscene word. Why in the hell do we have
all these fancy names for things a good four-
letter word describes just as well — if not
better?”

Following her talk Mrs. O’Hair
commented that her audience was a ‘'good
mannered, typical white middle class — the
very worst kind of group there is. You could
have at least given me a better fight."”

By the time her talk ended the audience,
which started out near 1,600, had narrowed
to nearly 400. Afterwards the stage
swarmed with well-wishers, questioners
and autograph hounds.

She asked one
religious?”’

Parking needs changes

One major gripe brought up in nearly every
discussion about the problems at Tech seems to be

that of the parking situation.

Compared with several other colleges and
universities in the U.S. Tech is far out of line with its
policies regarding this situation.

At Tech it costs $24 a year to rent a reserved place
on the interior of the campus. Also it costs students
$13.50 for the school term to park in the dorm lots and
$9 per term for commuters to park in the coliseum lot.
These prices are far above other schools contacted by

this writer.

At the University of Denver parking stickers cost
nothing and all parking is free. Also, if a student will
report a parking ticket within 72 hours the fine is cut

in half.

Wichita State U. considers the privilege of park@ng
as part of the student services fee that is paid during

registration.

At Kansas State College of Pittsburg the prices are
set just high enough to take care of the expenses. It
costs $5 to park in the dorm lots, $5 for faculty on the
interior campus lots and $3 for commuter students.

Recently a faculty member informed this writer
that at one faculty meeting with President Murray a
teacher asked where the $24 for the parking lots was
going and for what purpose it was used. Murray’s only
answer was that he was appalled that any of them
should even ask. Evidently he had some reason for not

answering directly.

Parking for faculty and students should be a service
provided by Tech. Any charges should be just for the
actual expense incurred and definitely should not be
used as a source for additional revenue.

From the placidity of Key
Biscayne, President Nixon
emerged to draw, once again, a
red herring across the path of the
American public. The subject of
the latest Administration position

paper was the “‘lack of
substantial American
involvement”” in Laos.

“informed " sources say that the
figure is closer to 1,000 military
advisors, perhaps 300 being
employees of the CIA.

Mr. Nixon also stated flatly
that no American had been killed
in ground combat operations. An
American engineer who s
personally acquainted with many
of the CIA agents in Laos tends to
disagree. In his estimate, more
than 20 agents have been killed
while leaving General Vang Pao's
Meo army into combat forays.
Unlike most political officers at
U.S. embassies around the world.
Lawrence Devlin, the CIA
mission chief in Laos, refuses to
see reporters and denies such
rumors.

In the air war over Laos. nearly

400 Americans have been
reported killed. captured. or
missing by Mr. Nixon. This

portion of the Laotian War,
euphemistically called “armed
reconnaissance flights” by
General Maxwell Tavlor in 1966,
has reached extremely concerted
attacks.

The massive American aid
required in the futile attempt to
hold the Plain of Jars and the
subsequent Administration
request for appropriations to
Laos ($90 million for the Roval
Laotian Army and a classified
amount for unspecified activities,
a total estimated by Senator
Fulbright as at least $400 million)
led to the Svymington
investigation and the Cooper-
Mansfield amendment. Such
unrest among the Senators
produced the latest in the line of
Administration lies about the
extent of American involvement

in Laos.

At present, the Pathet Lao once
again control the Plain of Jars as
well as two-thirds of the Laotian
countryside. The presence of
North Vietnamese troops in Laos
and the vital Ho Chi Minh trail

further distort the situation.
Seemingly under the Nixon
Doctrine. the U.S. will not

become involved in another Asian
land war. However, the
importance of Laos to the
American position in Vietnam,
particularly the Ho Chi Minh trail
cutting through Laos from North
to South Vietnam, is allowed an
open door exception in the Nixon
Doctrine.

According to President Nixon's
statement on foreign policy and
military commitments, the
Administration can decide on
“"appropriate’’ military aid to
Asian governments threatened in
wavs other than nuclear attack
He even leaves the door open for
a “direct combat role” for
America if the National Security
Council deems it necessary. So
much for the thought of “"'no new
Vietnams."™

The pending disaster for the
neutralist regime of Souvanna
Phouma also holds threatening

portents for another
Administration myth. The
Domino Theorv. espoused by

John Foster Dulles. Eisenhower’s
Secretary of State, and now
reverently displaved as a major
factor in the American
involvement in Vietnam, would
be placed in a highly dubious
position. If we are holding our
own in Vietnam and Laos falls,

Tech students evidently pay
their bills, according to a random
poll of local stores. All of the
merchants agreed that Tech
students are good credit risks and
that they meet their credit
responsibilities on a higher
percentage than the national
average.

The owners and managers cited
special terms and agreements
they offer to students to fit the
students’ needs.

BILL NEEL of Doms Ltd. said
that he felt the students were
good risks although sometimes
they are a little slow in making
their payments. ‘‘Ninety per cent
try to do (pay their bills) what
they say they will.”” According to
Neel students can pratically
write their own terms and Doms
clso offers revolving accounts
and budget and 12 months

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accounts. However, when the
student doesn’t pay ‘‘we contact
them and try to work some sort of
arrangement out.”

Ed Bray, owner of Bray's on
Broadway said that much of his
business came from students and
that he had no real problem with
students meeting their
responsibilities. ‘‘We feel we are
a part in developing a sense of
responsibility in the student. We
will go along with anyone who
makes a legitimate, bonafide
effort to settle his account.”

SPECIAL STUDENT terms
cited by Bray were an optional 30
day or revolving account and very
extended terms. When a non-
payment situation arises, Bray
reports the student to the Retail
Merchants Association and, at
the very worst, turns the
student’s name in to the Tech
deans’ office.

Burl Pigg Sr., who took over
University Jewelers, Jan. 1, said
that his brief experience with
Tech students had been very
favorable. *‘We haven’t had any
not pay their bills.” Pigg said
that the students are way above
average in payment. ‘‘Tech
students are very satisfactory
credit risks."”

The only problem Pigg has had,
was four insufficient checks
which were quickly cleared up
when he contacted the student.
University Jewelers special
terms consisted of a 10 per cent
discount on any purchase over $10
by Tech students or faculty.

Fields University Shop
manager, Kenneth Edmonson,
said that Tech students comprise
a bigger percentage of their slow-
paying accounts, but they have
less percentage of loss from
them. Failure to pay results in
Fields contacting the student then
the student’'s parents to try to
work out some agreement. If that
doesn’t help, they turn in a report
to the Credit Bureau and, as a last
resort, take the matter to court.
A 30 or 90 day account is Fields
special term.

JERRY AVERY, manager of
The Brogue in Sussex agreed that
Tech students were basically
good risks but that his main
problem was ‘‘slow-paying
menfolk.”" ‘A vast majority of
our slow accounts are boys. The
girls wusually pay quite
regularly.” About 70 per cent of
their trade is on credit and most
of that comes from Tech.

The Brogue calls the student
and if it has to, turns the student's
name over to the deans’ office.
Special terms include 30 day or
three month accounts, and
revolving accounts with service
charge. '*‘Most of the students
choose the revolving account.™

Inspection
deadline

April 15

“With the April 15 motor
vehicle inspection deadline only
weeks away. only about 50 per
cent of the registered vehicles
have been inspected.” said
Captain Alan Johnson, Motor
Vehicle Inspection Supervisor of
the Texas Department of Public
Safetyv.

“Unless there is a rapid
increase of inspections, it
appears that many vehicles will
not be inspected before the April
15 deadline. Any driver operating
a vehicle displaving an inspection
sticker on the right-hand side of
the windshield after the deadline
will be operating in violation of

the inspection law,” Johnson
added.

Johnson noted that this will be

Personnel dept. explains
office worker complainis

The major complaint of
secretaries and clerical workers
employed by Tech is low salaries,
said Wendell Tucker, associate
director of personne. “‘Part of the
complaint is justified and part of
it is a natural inclination of
employees to complain about
salaries, whatever they are.”

One third of the secretary’s pay
here is in fringe benefits such as
vacation, holidays, sick leave,
insurance and retirement.
Although salaries in the Lubbock
area are generally better than
Tech's, our benefits make up the
difference,”’ Tucker said.

THE SECRETARIAL AREA,
which includes clerks and
secretaries, has an annual
tarnover rate of 37 per cent,
which would indicate the average
tenure of a secretary at three
years, Tucker said.

“Salaries.at Tech for secretaries

are determined by local salaries,
turnover, the ability of the
university to pay them, and
recruiting possibilities, he said.

Specifically, the benefits are 12
annual paid holidays, two weeks
paid vacation, one day per month
of sick leave with an
accumulation of up to 60 days,
group medical insurance, life
insurance, and the teacher
retirement plan. Tech pays $3.50
on group medical insurance for
each participating employee and
the employee pays the
remainder, which is based on the
number of family members
c¢overed. Usually, the $3.50
amounts to about one half of the
monthly premium, Tucker said.

THE LIFE INSURANCE s
available to secretaries for about
16 cents per month for each $1000
of insurance.

A secretary who works here for
three years or less can benefit
from the retirement plan, Tucker
said. This plan has several
clauses for life insurance and
trust funds. For instance, if a
Tech secretary died while in
service, her children could be
eligible for $75 per month until
they reach the age of 18, Tucker
said. The retirement plan costs
six per cent of the secretary's
salary and the university pays six
per cent.

Most of Tech's 378 secretaries
and clerks are under 35. Each is
assigned to a department rather
than a professor, Tucker said.
Some professors who want
personal secretaries employ
students on a part time basis, he
said.

WHEN APPLYING FOR a job
at Tech, the prospective
secretarial employee must fill
out an application blank, take a
spelling test, a typing test, and if
the professor wants it, a
shorthand test.

The personnel office attempts
to find people to fit vacancies,
rather than vacancies to fit
applicants, Tucker said.

Clerk typists are divided into
two categories: the Clerk Typist |
whose beginning salary is $280
monthly and Clerk Typist II who
starts at $310 per month. Each
must be a good typist and the top

clerk typist must have some
experience.
Secretaries are in three

divisions: I, Il and III. The Class I
must be a good typist and have
some dictaphone experience. She
has a beginning monthly salary of
$310. The Class Il secretary has
more responsibility, Tucker said,
and her monthly salary begins at
$340. The Class III secretary is
usually a supervisor and starts at
$375. "Only the very large
departments require a
supervisory secretary, so we
don’t have too many of them.”
Tucker said.

WHEN A DEPARTMENT has

a vacancy, the professor calls the
personnel office and tells them
what he wants in the way of a
secretary. He is asking for skills
and experience that he does not
have already available, Tucker
said.

The minimum requirements for
each class in the secretanal
range are based on experience
rather than typing ability, Tucker
said. The typing speed is usually
about the same for all the girls,
he said.

Each minimum salarv has a
maximum or ceiling, Tucker
said, but it is raised each vear
about five per cent. For the
secretaries, this would be about
$15 per month each vear. The
maximum is about 30 per cent
above the minimum, he said.
Even if a secretarv reaches her
maximum, it keeps going up each

vear so her salarv does also.,

Tucker said.

“WILLIE BOY" is the most
grossly overrated film of the
year, that somebody has fallen
for because it is set in the first
fifteen years of the century.

Like “Butch Cassidy’” and 'The
Wild Bunch,” it is set in a period
that filmmakers somehow regard
as analogous to our own. Half-
primitive, half-civilized, where
men ride horses to get to a
telephone, the era is a microcosm
of problems still present now.

Like racial prejudice toward
Indians. Identity crisis. Idiotic
innuendos of politics that blow up
incidents into unfathomable
proportions.

WEIGHTY FARE for a
Western, true, and this alone
marks ‘‘Willie Boy'" as unique.
But these subjects are not
handled well, and the film
degenerates into a simple
pursuit-and-capture.

the grades are A's."”

The course includes such things
as the earth's daily and annual
rotation, the use of telescopes,
the moon and its phases, the
planets and their satellites, the
stars and cosmic gas. It provides
a basic knowledge of astronomy,
and if a student wishes to
continue, he may go into the
advanced courses.

Field trips of the course include
a visit to the planetarium and one
or two viewing sessions. Rhoads
said that the course appeals to
just about everyone. ‘I have
every major in school, from pre-
nursing to banking.”’

When asked if she enjoyed the
course Debbie Reetz, Des
Moines, lowa freshman, said,
“I've learned things I've never
thought of before, such as phases
and eclipses. It makes you feel
sort of insignificant compared to
the greatness and the vastness of
the universe.”'

There is a possibility of
expansion in the courses, but it is

doubtful. Only two or three
schools in Texas, including the
University of Texas, have

astronomy departments.

About 140 students take the
introductory course which is
divided into two classes, but only
seven students are in Astronomy
232 this semester.

‘*After an hour in conference
with Ronnie Sunday, it was
obvious he no longer wanted to

participate on our team,” Hart
said.
Allen, a junior physical

education mdjor from Hughes
Springs, suffered a leg injury
early in the fall and later
developed a sore knee. Allen had
expressed concern over the knee
problem.

“There’'s no question Ronnie
had a muscle pull early and then a
sore knee, ' Hart said. ""However,
we sent him to orthopedic
surgeons to be examined and
treated and there are no
symptons of an injury that should
keep him from running,” Hart
said.

Allen confirmed that he had
quit the team adding only that the
decision was not a quick one

Hart said Allen told him Sunday
that the pressure was too great
and he had worked hard for three
weeks to see how he would do in
Lubbock. ‘'He told me Sunday, if
he didn't win in Lubbock he had
planned to quit.

Tennis team begins play
Thursday in tournament

The Raider tennis team is
traveling south today to play in
the Rice Collegiate Tennis
Tournament Thursday, Friday
and Saturday in Houston.

It will be the second big
tournament for Tech, after
finishing in the semifinals of the
consolation bracket in the Corpus
Christi Invitational last month.

THERE WILL be 16 colleges
entering teams in the meet,
including all eight Southwest
Conference schools and some
other top teams from the South.

“The teams entered in this
tournament are the best in this
part of the country,” said tennis
coach George Philbrick,
referring to the likes of Trinity
University, Pan American,
Brigham Young University, and
Rice University.

Other non-conference teams to
be reckoned with are Houston,
Oklahoma, Utah University,
Lamar Tech, Oklahoma City
University, and Wichita State.

There will be two separate
divisions in the tournament, one
for the top four players from each
team, and a second division for
the bottom four. This will in
essence amount to two separate

tournaments, with winners in
each being awarded separately.

TECH’S TOP FOUR players in
the first division will be Rusty
Powell, Joe Williams, Robbie
Sargent, and Warren Craig.
Craig, a three year letterman, is
just coming around to his old
form after being hampered with a
pulled muscle in his playing arm.

““Warren did a good job against
West Texas last week,” said
Philbrick, ‘“‘So his arm must be
getting better.”

The first division will number
64 players with the top four from
all 16 teams entered.

PHILBRICK IS only entering
two Raider Netters in the second
division, Joe Ben Whittenburg
and Mike Nye. ‘I feel that having
this second division is a good
idea, because the bottom four
players would not go very far in
the other division, and this will

give them some good
experience,’’ Philbrick
commented.

Tech will have two doubles
teams entered, as will all the
other teams.

The Tech track team ranked in
five of 16 events in times
recorded from the three SWC
triangular track meets, Saturday.

The teams met in Lubbock,
College Station and Dallas,
divided into groups of three,
including North Texas State in
the College Sation meeting.

Bavlor, Rice and
Arkansas were swept into the
cellar although each team ranked
a few individual participants in
the top three places.

ZANE REEVES won the high
spot in the 100 vard dash with 9.5,
shattering Tech's record in that
event. Carl Johnson of Texas
raced just behind with 96.
Marvin Mills and Rockie Woods
of A&M and James Lester of TCU
all recorded 9.7, tving for third
place. Mills and Lester took first
in their respective meets and
Woods was second.

The top three marks in the
broad jump were set in Lubbock.
Raider Ken Ford's leap of 24-2 12
was only two inches short of
Texas' Danny Brabnum. Ford's
consistency in his jumps was
praised by sportswriters and
coaches alike.

Raider Ronald Grigsby ran

second in the 120-vard hurdles
with 14.6, first place in the local
meet but short of the winning
time set by Larrv McBride of
TCU. McBride ran 14.1.

Dave Roberts soared 16-2 in
the pole vault. 5-'1 inches higher
than Tech's Bob Blain. Blain was
first in the Lubbock meet and set
a new school record. In Dallas the
highest mark was set by Tebbyv
Thames from Lubbock Monterey
High School with a jump of 13-6.
Thame's vault was lower than the
fourth ranking vaulter in both of
the other meets.

TECH'S 440-YARD relay team
took the local honors but came in
third overall. A&M and North
Texas recorded times of 40.1 and
404 respectively. ahead of the
Raiders 41.1 time.

Reeves also tied for second in
the 220-yvard dash with 21.5. Byvrd
Baggett of Texas placed first with
21.4. Carl Johnson of Texas. and
Donnie Waugh of TCU tied with
Reeves in overall competition.
Johnson raced inches ahead of
Reeves in the Lubbock meet for
second place honors.
