United :::ita tes has ne\'er lacked 
a president since George \Vashing­
ton \Vas inaugurated, 20 per cent 
ot the lime it has lacked a vice 
president. the US. Chamber of 
Commerce reports. 

Since John Adams became the 
first \'ice president in 1789, the 
oftice has been \'acant on 16 oc­
casions. Eight vice presidents suc­
ceeded to the presidenc; Seven 
\ice presidents died in office One 
vice president resigned (John C. 
Calhoun of Sou th Carolina in 1832 
to enter the Sena tc 1. 

As 'ice presidents are chosen 
only 1n the quadrennial national 
elections, the office has been va­
cant 38 out of 175 ) ears.
