ing he was hit. 

First witness for the prosecution, 
Judy Pollard, center of the alleged 
love triangle, stated that King had 
threatened Nugent's life when she 

told him that she was in love with 
Nugent. Both Nugent and Joe 
Meador later confirmed this on the 
witness stand. 

Testimony Given 
Lengthy discussion and argu-

ment centered around Meador, an 
alleged eyewitness to the incident. 
Testimony taken from court rec-
ords went like this: 

Q.—Did you see the car that 
struck Bill Nugent? 

A,—Yes. 
Q.—How far was the car from 

the body when you saw it? 
A—I'm not sure right now.

Lynch Will Perform

In a final attempt to achieve 
Tech's goal of $2,000, the World 
Student Service fund campaign 
has been extended to an indefinite 
date, according to Robert Baum-
gardner, chairman of the steering 
committee for WSSF at Tech. 

Exact statistics on contributions 
given to date were not available 
since many of the campus clubs 
have not made their reports. Sev-
eral clubs have made generous 
contributions in relation to their 
membership, but the total fund 
raised is relatively small for Techs' 
size, Baumgardner said. Notices 
have been sent to all clubs on the 
campus designating the amount 
they are asked to contribute. 

World Student Service fund is a 
charitable organization whose pur-
pose is to send material aid to 
needy students in other countries. 
About 400,000 college students in 
Europe and Asia depend upon this 
organization to aid them in the 
form of books, food, clothing, stu-
dy grants and medical care for the 
many tubercular patients, in order 
that the students may continue 
their education. Of the $4,000,000 
set by WSSF budgeting committee 
as a minimum to operate during 
1948, the United States must raise 
$2,000,000. 

Student leaders have expressed 
their disappointment in the poor 
response given WSSF by Tech stu-
dents and faculty members, but 
they felt sure that Tech would re-
deem its poor showing with this 
exteeolon of time.

son, associate professor of geology, 
believes that if you work with a 
limestone rock long enough, you 
can finally bend it. 

Robinson is conducting a long-
time experiment on the strength of 
limestone. His belief that it will 
bend is based on the fact that lime-
stone headpieces in a 200-year-old 
New York cemetery have sagged 
visibly. Also, the limestone layers 
in the mountains of New Mexico 
are in folds, indicating that they 
have bent over a period of time. 

Ten years ago Robinson suspend-
ed a two inch by four inch, four-
foot limestone bar horizontally be-
tween two rigid objects. From the 
center of the bar he suspended 80 
percent of the weight necessary to 
break the bar-350 pounds. The 
bar has now sagged one sixteenth 
of an inch. Robinson, who is 58 
YQ41, old, has requested that this 
reporter check the sagging process 
50 years from now and get in 
touch with him.

The Ohio team, coached by Sid 
Gillman, has an impressive record 
of eight victories and one tie 
which enabled them to capture the 
Mid-American conference crown. 
They defeated Murray State 
Teachers college 28-12, Kent State, 
35-7, Bowling Green 33-19, Ohio 
university 21-0, Bradley Tech 32-
27, Dayton 12-0, Wichita 22-7 and 
Cincinnati 33-7 with a 6-6 tie 
against Xavier.

King Pinned To Jo Winders
