Whether this is a deliberate attempt to stamp out 
Levi Day cannot be ascertained at this time, but what-
ever the thinking is behind the two refusals, it will do 
well not to cut out Tech traditions just like that. 

Possibly the two organizations involved should 
get together and see who will sponsor what, but Levi 
Day should Continue.

"I passed the test!" These words 
were the words of Richard Light-
holder, Texas Tech freshman from 
Dublin, Ireland, when he received 
the results of his examination for 
naturalization as a United States 
citizen a few weeks ago. 

The seven members of the 
Lightholder family sailed from 
their native home in Ireland and 
came to reside in Lubbock with 
an opportunity for education as 
their goal. 

RICHARD enrolled in the mar-
keting and retailing department 
under the Army ROTC plan at 
Tech last spring. He realized that 
the road ahead would be rough as 
he had to take many courses in 
government as preparation for 
the examination which would make 
him eligible for naturalization. 

Work and studies currently oc-
cupy all of Richard's time. In ad-
dition to carrying twelve hours 
this semester, he is employed in 
the camera department at a local 

Suicide-Bent 
Japs Find New 
Death Lure 
TOKYO UP) - City authorities 
fear Tokyo's new television tower, 
rising like a great steel needle 
above the skyline, may become a 
fresh lure for suicide-bent Japan-
ese. 

The Tokyo tower, higher than 
Paris' Eiffel Tower, claimed its 
first victim this month, 47 days 
before it was due to be officially 
opened. A 21-year-old thwarted 
lover leaped to his death. 

In Japan, the most suicide-con-
scious country in the world, cen-
turies of tradition have made jis-
atsu-suicide - the honorable way 
out-from a Samurai warrior clas-
sically carving himself to death 
with a sword to a housewife jump-
ing in front of an electric train. 
• Two years ago, 21,788 torment-
ed Japanese - 59 a day - killed 
themselves. More than 20,000 have 
died willfully and violently every 
year since 1953, the world's high-
est rate. 

"We have an aptitude for 
death," said a young Japanese. "I 
guess we just don't consider life 
too important. And here, unlike 
other countries, there is no dis-
grace in suicide."

Although a marketing major, he 
is interested in photography and 
lists it an one of his favorite past 
times.

WHEN ASKED his opinion of 
Americans, Richard's one reply 
seas, "They're great." He then add-
ed that at times, however, he did 
get a bit homesick to see his old 
friends back in Ireland, but that 
he loved every minute of his 
American life. When comparing 
Americans to Irish, Richard stat-
ed that it seemed as if we were 
always in a hurry to get some-
where and didn't take life as slow 
and leisurely as he had always 
known it to be. Even though 
Americans are always on the go, 
"they always take time to be 
friendly." 

"OF COURSE, life in the United 
States is very different from that 
in Ireland." Education in Ireland 
is much harder to obtain than it 
is here. Schools are much stricter 
as are most of the educational 
institutions of Europe, with em-
phasis entirely on studies and not 
at all on extra-curricular inter-
ests. Such outside activities are 
discouraged. 

In addition, summer vacation 
lasts for approximately six weeks. 
Strict entrance examinations are 
imposed upon those who wish to 
enter a college or university. Only 
a select few are allowed to con-
tinue with their education past 
the grade school level. For those 
who do not possess a complete ed-
ucation, opportunities for advance-
ment are few and far between. 

WHEN ASKED about his native 
country, Richard recalls the won-
derful climate. Although winter 
often brings cold weather, seldom 
does the average yearly tempera-
ture vary from  a  moderately cool 
and comfortable degree. One men-
tion of St. Patricks day brings a' 
smile to Richard's face. This is the 
most popular of all Irish holidays 
for both young and old alike. The 
festivities and merrymaking are 
experiences that no one could for-
get once he has witnessed or be-
come a part of them. 

The future seems bright for 
Richard. Next month he will offi-
cially be sworn in as a naturalized 
citizen of the United States. He 
will then continue his studies with 
the hope of someday obtaining a 
job with a large retailing firm.

Through seven games the big lad 
has caught nine passes for 103 
yards. Other stalwarts in the Tul-
sa line include Opie Bandy, 216 
pound senior tackle.
