Evans' remarks v.·ere distributed 
Tuesday b) the director of informa­
tion and publications of the Texas 
A&M system. 

\Von't A.,<;ume Debt 
Evans said that as long as Ar­

lington has been part of the Texas 
A&M University s)stem. there has 
been no question 'that the board 
v:ould continue, as 1t has in the 
past, to assume this indebtedness," 
but that the board "strongly feels 
that if Arlington is 'di\orced' or 
becomes part of the University of 
Texas system, Arlington should 
co\er her O'-''Tl commitments that 
extend into the future." 

And, he added: "We cannot agree 
that the Texas A&~1 system should 
be obligated for Arlington's in­
debtedness no'v that it is no longer 
a part of the system."

The :significance of these scattered mo\ ements lies not in their 
success or taHure in gaining objectn e at lea~t not yet. Nor does 
the s1gn1f1cance lie in the intellectual "competence" or "maturity" 
of the students in\ oh ed-a:s some pedantic elders allege. 

The significance is in the fact that the students are breaking 
the crust of apathy and O\ ercoming the inner alienations that 
rema1n the definmg characteristics of the Amer:ican college hfe.

These forums will also serve to 
alleviate some of the cumbersome 
communication problem which has 
hindered the three main groups on 
campus-the students, faculty and 
the administration. 

e Judicial System-Study the 
possibility of a judicial system sim­
ilar to our federal organization. 
This structure could include courts 
to handle dormitory, traffic, and 
off-campus problems. There \VOuld 
also be a Supreme Court as there 
is no\V. Composing the courts would 
be students, either elected or ap­
pointed. 

e Senate Meetings - Publish 
agendas and places of meetings so 
that students interested in the topic 
will be in1ormed. 

e Course and Teacher Evalua­
tion-Have students e\·aluate cours­
es and publish the evaluation in a 
booklet \Vhich \.vould be a\'ailable 
to all students.
