DEAR EDITOR: 
I see in the latest Toreador that 

entries are being accepted for the 
1,a Ventana Beauty contest and 
that a bevy of hopeful coeds have 
responded. I would like to express 
my opinion about this section of 
the college yearbook. 

In the 1953 annual, no less than 
24 pages (about one-seventeenth 
of the entire book, exclusive of 
advertising) are devoted to the 
beauty section. Thirty-one "beaut-
ies" (supposedly, but we will not 
quarrel over that point), the beau-
ty hostess. and the judges tone 
page to them—in whom I have no 
more interest than Sit-Su-San) oc-
cupy this considerable portion of 
the annual.

I wonder if this is truly repre-
sentative of the interests of the 
student body?
